OLD BUSINESS:

Funds for Kuncanowet Town Forest and Conservation Area maintenance 

Endowment from the estate of Natale Brown
Margaret Watkins stated that Terry Knowles from the Attorney General’s office has reviewed the endowment.  He suggested that the trustees of the trust funds could be asked to petition the probate court (petition cy prey) to have the word “endowment” removed from the bequest since the endowment is so small.  This would make the entire bequest available for the intent of the endowment instead of only the interest generated by its investment each year.     

Brett St. Clair reminded everyone that the Kuncanowet Town Forest and Conservation Area Management Committee currently owes the Conservation Commission $400, money borrowed to pay for the mowing of “Fogg’s field”.

Kimball Pond Stewardship Plan 

Jim Stone stated that he spoke with county forester Tim Fleury and learned that foresters charge between $10 and $20 per acre for a forestry plan.  (Since last month’s meeting it was learned that a forestry plan for the area can only be done by a private forester, not the county forester)   

Walk of the Month

Margaret Watkins confirmed that she would still be willing to lead a walk in the Kimball Pond area when there is snow on the ground in order to verify what forms of wildlife are currently using the area.
CORRESPONDENCE:

Received from Scott Warriner, tenant - report on rental property (former Nassikas homestead on Kimball Pond Road).  Scott completed the painting begun on the outside of the house.  He stated that there is very little trash at the boat launch.  He also saw few hunters this past deer season and none that took deer. 

Received from the Piscataquog Land Conservancy – report on the Kuncanowet Natural Area.  Easement monitor Jamie Bodwell has raised no concerns as a result of his numerous visits to the property in 2011 

Received from the NH Office of Energy and Planning – report on the Kimball Pond Conservation Area based on a walk in the area by Tracey Boisvert, Program Director.  A Stewardship Plan update is due in May of 2012.  The update will need to be reviewed and approved by Susan Francher at DRED.
