Kimball Pond Dam

Geocache in Kuncanowet Natural Area (KNA)

The Commission will follow up with the PWA (Piscataquog Watershed Association) KNA monitor, Jamie Bodwell, to make sure the caches are not in sensitive areas.  Larry suggested that the Commission should be notified prior to placement of a cache in a conservation area. 

Local projects/Wetland Bureau updates

Lovenbury wetlands application (92 Twist Hill Road)

Peter Lovenbury was present to answer any questions regarding an “after the fact” application recently submitted to DES (Department of Environmental Services).  Mr. Lovenbury said he did not know the project required a wetlands permit when it was begun 10 years ago.  At that time a culvert was installed, a stream dredged, and two ponds created.  Stan Sowle and Margaret Watkins visited the site and written recommendations will be sent to DES (Department of Environmental Services).

GPS Properties (Rt. 13, Black Brook Road)

Access to the seven 4 unit buildings is to be built across the wet meadow adjacent to Rt. 13.  (See UPCOMING EVENTS for site visit)
