CONSERVATION COMISSION MEETING

MINUTES: Minutes were accepted after amending the third paragraph, changing “Larry Cook and Rick Kiah” to “Mert Mann will inquire as to whether the other ponds have been checked for milfoil, …”   
OLD BUSINESS:

Milfoil at Gorham Pond
Margaret Watkins will contact Selectmen Mert Mann and check on the status of the Town’s effort to obtain funding for another milfoil treatment.  Margaret Watkins stated that no study has yet been completed on the long term effect of the chemicals on fish and pond life.

NEW BUSINESS:

Kimball Pond esker 
Jeff Crosby, the Town’s road agent and a Town Forest Committee member, met with Commission members to discuss clearing the esker adjacent to the Kimball Pond Conservation Area.  The Town Forest Committee is contracting Forester John Conde to do some timbering on an adjacent lot.  Clearing the esker at this time will save money and Jeff feels the Town will probably want to remove gravel from the area in the next two to three years.

Margaret pointed out the importance of having a written contract prior to excavation which will describe the extent of the area involved and its final topography after the gravel is removed by the Town. 

After a brief discussion, Margaret Watkins moved that the Commission authorize the Town Forest Committee and its officers to do an appropriate cut of the esker that abuts the existing Town Forest’s Charles Little lot provided the boundaries of the easement area be delineated prior to the cut and therefore authorize Jacques Belanger to provide an estimate for the marking of the easement area.  The motion was seconded and unanimously approved.

Ron Jarvis will contact Jacques to discuss additional costs and how quickly this area could be blazed. 

Easement violation in Kuncanowet Natural Area

The Piscataquog Watershed Association notified the Commission that a swath of small trees and seedling approximately 10 feet wide and over 150 feet long has recently been cut between the logging landing and an abutter’s home.  Margaret Watkins and George Holt will contact the abutter.
