OLD BUSINESS:

Status of local projects/Wetlands Bureau updates
Chan (Gile Hill Road) 

Brett St. Clair recently attended the preconstruction meeting in anticipation of the start of work on the road.  Trees to be removed have been flagged but due to a misunderstanding the necessary wetland permits have not been attained. 

Summerhill Condominiums (Route 13)

Larry Cook and Margaret Watkins have reviewed the easement document as has town counsel.  The final version and a letter stating the commission’s willingness to accept the easement will be sent to the developer’s lawyer.  DES requires that the developer obtain such a statement before giving their approval.

Gating of Legache Hill Road (Kimball Pond Conservation Area)
Time did not allow for the installation to be completed this fall.  Work will be done as early as possible in the spring.

NEW BUSINESS:

Possible conservation project

Members present felt that the commission should first have a signed written agreement before expending monies to conserve a tract of land near Purgatory Pond.  The conservation value of this area was noted in the Town’s Master Plan.  George Holt volunteered to contact the landowner.   

Kimball Pond Dam
The required inspections have been performed by George Holt and Brett St. Clair.  Forms have been completed and will be returned as requested.
Schumacher lot line adjustment

Ron Jarvis said he felt that the Society for the Protection of NH Forests should have been noticed since they hold the executory interest on the easement.  The conservation commission works with the Society, performing a “watchdog” role by monitoring the easement annually.  Ron volunteered to call the Society.
Operating budget for 2006

A request for $1,590.00 will be submitted.  In addition to funds to cover our NHACC dues and dam registration, the commission expects to expend $1000 on materials necessary to install gates on Legache Hill Road.
CORRESPONDENCE:

Received forestry notification regarding a planned timber cut on Story Road.  The land is owned by Rodney Doucet but the area adjacent to Harry Brook is under a conservation easement overseen by the commission.  Ron Jarvis volunteered to contact Mr. Doucet.

Copied by DES an application for Martin (Right Way Builders, Tenney Hill Road) for permission to replace a culvert.  Previous correspondence regarding this site should be provided to DES.
