MINUTES: November’s minutes were accepted

OLD BUSINESS:

Gelinas property abutting conservation land
Brett St. Clair confirmed that Scot Heath intends to visit the lot and have a limited appraisal completed in the next week or so.  

Clear cut off of Meadow Road

George Holt and Margaret Watkins walked the site after a resident voiced concerns regarding the clear cut.  Margaret Watkins will draft a letter to the landowner suggesting that he consider taking steps to stabilize the soil and refrain from further disturbing the area below the access road.   

NEW BUSINESS:

Upcoming minimum expedited wetlands crossing application 

Dave Schroeder attended the meeting to invite members to do a site visit while the ground is bare.  Mr. Schroeder wishes to subdivide off a 5 acre lot from lot F5-01-03 and obtain a permit from DES to cross a probable “seasonal stream” at its narrowest point.
Larry Cook recused himself prior to Dave’s presentation, citing their friendship.  
Fill and culvert work in/near Wetland Conservation District

Dave Nault met with the Commission to discuss the recent work he has done in upgrading his access to the three “lots of record” he owns off of Kelsea Road.  Mr. Nault explained that he owns a “right of way” which runs along an existing “cart road”.  The “cart road” crosses through Mr. Guiney’s property but Dave will access his lots via it rather than cross a larger wet area where the impact would be greater.  Mr. Nault produced photos of the “cart road” before and after he applied fill to it.  Dave stated that he had to install 2 relief culverts above the existing stone box culvert after the recent heavy rainfall.  The additional runoff and the damming effect of the raised level of the road made this necessary though the original culvert remains in working order.     
George Holt explained that concerns under the Conservation Commission’s purview would be those relating to wetland impacts or Wetland Conservation District violations.  George stated he had checked the site and saw good silt control methods in use.

Received – A note from Scott Warriner, the tenant living in the old Nassikas homestead, reporting that a large truckload of trash was dumped near the boat launch and that OHRV’s have illegally accessed the Kimball Pond Conservation Area (KPCA) from Whipple, Old County, and Kimball Road.   

Scott also stated that the house is in good repair and ready for winter.
