OLD BUSINESS:

Possible conservation project

Jeff Foss met with the commission regarding 215 acres of land near Purgatory Pond.  After a short discussion it was established that the commission would need time to assess the feasibility of the project and that fact would not adversely affect the possibility of the project being undertaken in the foreseeable future.
Status of local projects/Wetlands Bureau updates

Summerhill Condominiums (Rt. 13)

Members discussed the construction of a parking area for the 40 acres under conservation easement.  Those present agreed it should be located close to Rt. 13 and provide space for 5 vehicles.
Timber cut near Story easement
Ron Jarvis contacted Mr. Doucet who confirmed that no trees will be cut in the easement.  The boundary is flagged and John Condi is the forester overseeing the logging.
Schumacher lot line adjustment

Larry Cook delivered a written statement from the Society for the Protection of NH Forests (SPNHF) to the Selectmen.  The Society feels that any lot line adjustment would require an amendment to the easement.  A change to the line could decrease the conservation value of the property and result in some monetary gain for the landowner when they sell the lots.  The Society is a non-profit organization and therefore must not act in a manner which benefits a landowner or enables them to profit. 
NEW BUSINESS:

Status of Whipple Road

Members agreed to resubmit the warrant article to change Whipple Road from a Class VI road to a Class A Municipal Trail.  Abutters will continue to be guaranteed access to their property via Whipple for agricultural and forestry purposes.  Foot traffic will also be allowed under the Class A trail status.  Abutters will be invited to the next commission meeting.  The commission wishes to confirm whether the abutters continue to support a change in the status of the road.
