OLD BUSINESS:

Status of local projects/Wetland Bureau updates

Poirier (Grapevine Road) - developer has provided more info to DES as requested  

Gelinas lot line adjustment
The wetland delineation markers were checked by Brett St. Clair.  (Brett has asked Jacques Belanger to install one additional marker) 

Kimball Pond Conservation Area (KPCA)
Signage

Ron Jarvis reported talking with road agent, Jeff Crosby.  Jeff can supply the CC with a number of metal posts.  Pieces of metal welded onto the bottom sections of each post will make them more difficult to pull up.  At least one sign should be installed at each end of Legache Hill Road. 

Patrols

NH Fish and Game Department has been patrolling the area.  Lt. Kevin Jordan has confirmed that most vehicles are accessing the area from the south.  Lt. Jordan suggested that owners of land abutting the KPCA refrain from giving permission to cross their land to motor vehicle and ATV operators.  Signs prohibiting this type of usage should be posted by landowners.   

Foss property (Purgatory Pond area) 

Larry Cook contacted Scott Heath to ask that he provide the CC with a preliminary appraisal on the Foss property.  
Possible joint conservation project opportunities 

Larry Cook explained that he has been in contact with Goffstown’s Open Space Committee.  An interest was expressed in discussing possible future projects.  Larry will schedule an informal meeting between our CC and both Goffstown’s CC and its Open Space Committee.
NEW BUSINESS:

Kimball Pond Conservation Area

Rental property (former Nassikas homestead)

Tenant Scott Warriner provided the CC with a written report in which he stated that the property has “no problems” but he has undertaken many projects.  He wrote that trash is being dumped in the KPCA area.  He also noted that “questionable activities” were taking place and when possible he was providing the police with vehicle plate numbers.

Copied by DES – Hammond (Rt. 77) minimum impact expedited application for a 20,000(+) sq. ft. pond.  Site check performed by George Holt and Margaret Watkins who requested that the primary purpose of pond be clarified on the application.  CC expects to sign off on application.
Copied by DES – Hill PRD (Grapevine Road), approval given by DES after their site visit revealed only “small violations”.  Letter also received from NH Fish and Game Department, Non-game Division, because project is close to Bela Brook, home to Wood and Blanding’s turtles.  The division’s buffer concerns are unwarranted given the development’s configuration. 

Received letter from Ian Peach – Middlebury College student is developing a guide showing trails in the Piscataquog Watershed.  Ron Jarvis will send him a copy of the Kuncanowet trail system.
