MINUTES:  June’s minutes were accepted
Three Gorham Pond residents and Selectman Mert Mann met with the Commission to discuss funding the next milfoil treatment at Gorham Pond.  The milfoil growth is worse than two years ago and steps need to be taken in the next few months in order to have chemicals applied next summer.  Mert Mann reported that he has called Ken Warren from the Department of Environmental Services and is waiting to hear back from him.  Mert assured everyone present that the Town will pursue whatever grant money is available and said he thought funding for treatments should be part of the Town’s budget.

Gorham Pond residents reported that the pond’s water level has been lowered and questioned whether that has accelerated the milfoil’s growth.  Currently the water level seems to be controlled by wooden boards instead of the culverts as in years past.  Both are on Mr. Gelinas’s property so the Gorham Pond residents will contact him.  

Larry Cook and Rick Kiah will inquire as to whether the other ponds in Town have been checked for milfoil while Margaret Watkins will determine whether there is invasive species signage at these ponds.      

OLD BUSINESS:

Status of local projects/Wetlands Bureau updates
Poirier (Grapevine Road) – George Holt walked areas of the timbered lot after neighbors voiced a number of complaints.  George was dismayed by the manner in which the logging company cut over the parcel, even removing the tops of trees upon which “Wetland Conservation District” signs were attached.   Conservation Commission members agreed that a complaint should be filed with the County Forester.      

Kimball Pond Conservation Area (KPCA)

Kimball Pond Dam
Road agent, Jeff Crosby, has brought in rip rap and gravel and graded the area surrounding the dam.  Jeff’s excellent work has corrected the problems addressed in the state’s annual inspection.

Boundary marking

Larry Cook discussed Jacques Belanger’s quote for marking the remaining boundaries of the KPCA with the Selectmen.  Since the Selectmen have no problem with the Commission hiring Jacques, members present unanimously approved a motion to contract Mr. Belanger to blaze and paint the western and northern boundaries of the KPCA for $3,600.

Donna Dunn is willing to provide the Commission with 50 bulbs for planting at the Grapevine Road entrance to the Bela Brook Conservation Area.  Members present agreed to accept Donna’s offer and plant the bulbs in the fall.
