OLD BUSINESS:

Gelinas lot line adjustment

The placement of wetlands delineation markers needs to be verified by the Conservation Commission (CC).  Brett St. Clair volunteered to check their location before the next Planning Board meeting.
Kimball Pond Conservation Area
Gating 

Stan Sowle inspected two accesses connecting the power line to Legache Hill Road.  Having looked at both, Stan recommended that a gate be installed on the snowmobile corridor access and only boulders used to restrict the smaller trail.   

Kiosk(s)

Ron Jarvis provided a couple sketches for kiosks but suggested that we install the simplest signage initially since other signs have been taken or vandalized.  In the future the CC would like to see at least one sign/kiosk welcoming the public and listing permitted uses and restrictions.  
Foss property/Purgatory Pond

Brett St. Clair made a motion that the CC have a preliminary appraisal done on the Foss property.  Members present voted in favor of the motion with the exception of chair, Larry Cook, and the motion passed.
Larry Cook expressed an interest in contacting Goffstown’s Conservation Commission or Open Space Committee to explore the possibility of working together to preserve land since our towns abut each other.  
NEW BUSINESS:

Hill Planned Residential Development (PRD) (Grapevine Road)
Tim Golde, representing Mr. and Mrs. Hill, met with the commission to give the committee an overview of the project.  The proposed 22 lot PRD is to be built on land which originally was to be subdivided in the 1980’s.  Out of the 136 acres (+ -) an estimated 18,000 square feet of wetlands will be impacted, the greatest impact being at the Grapevine Road entrance and here is where an existing pond will be expanded to meet fire pond requirements.  The PRD’s open space requirement will be met by leaving three separate parcels, totaling about 72 acres, undeveloped.       
Margaret Watkins suggested the final plan state that the open space is to remain so permanently and can not be developed or subdivided further.  The CC will ask for an extension from DES and meet at 8:30 AM on Saturday, June 24, 2006, to walk the site.
