OLD BUSINESS:

Acquisition of property on Bela Brook

On Tuesday, May 15, 2007, Tax Lots H4-2-2, I4-1-29, I4-1-31 and I4-1-32 were purchased, the parcels to be known as the Bela Brook Conservation Area.  While the seller paid to have the mortgages on the property cleared and for the drafting of the deed the title search work ($1536.00) and title insurance ($750.00) will be paid from the Conservation Fund.  Larry Cook will ask Pam Milioto to cut the necessary checks.
A date for a dedication ceremony was selected (see upcoming events below).  Brett St. Clair will submit information to the local newspaper(s).  Ron Jarvis volunteered to construct a sign to be placed at the entrance along Grapevine Road.   
Kimball Pond Conservation Area

Dam and road work

On May 12, 2007, Stan Sowle and George Holt met with Jeff Crosby at Kimball Pond.  Stan reported that Jeff plans to put some rip rap and/or gravel at the dam.  Jeff again stated that he will install the two gate posts on Legache Hill Road.
Violations

Unfortunately many of the “no fire/no camping” signs that were posted have been torn down and OHRV activity has increased. Larry Cook has contacted both Police Chief Chris Connelly and Lt. Kevin Jordan of NH Fish and Game to ask that they patrol the area once again.     
Boundary marking

Local surveyor, Jacques Belanger, can be contracted to finish locating the conservation area boundaries, work he began a number of years ago.  Larry Cook will confirm whether or not the Commission may contract Jacques to do the remaining bounds or whether the work must go out for bid.

Status of local projects/Wetlands Bureau updates
GPS Properties, Inc. (C4-1-6) (Route 13, Black Brook Road) – the wetlands and non site specific permits have been approved however construction of 28 units will require approval of a double access (and median?) 
L. Miner (Stark Highway South) –  minimum impact application approved by DES

Milfoil in Gorham Pond
Janice VandeBogart contacted Larry Cook regarding applying for state funding for milfoil treatments.  The Selectmen will soon be discussing how to pay for the chemical applications necessary every two to three years.
