OLD BUSINESS:

Acquisition of property on Bela Brook
At Town meeting on March 13th residents voted in favor of expending $300,000. from the Conservation Fund to purchase 159 acres of land on Bela Brook, land to be designated as the Bela Brook Conservation Area.  Conservation Commission members delivered flyers throughout the town on March 10th and 11th to make sure residents were well informed and knew their tax bill would not be affected.  Several hikes of the property were offered and then led by either Larry Cook or Margaret Watkins. 

A title search will be done by Mark Dunn.  Larry Cook and Margaret Watkins will work together in order to be ready to transact the purchase when necessary.  A brief discussion followed regarding a dedication ceremony, trails, need for signage and a parking area.

Larry Cook reported that a homeowners association will be established.  Larry suggested that he and Margaret Watkins work to compose an easement template.  Having a well written template available could facilitate the process of protecting open space created by PRDs, subdivisions, etc.
