Kimball Pond Conservation Area

Gating of Legache Hill Road

Status of local projects/Wetlands Bureau updates
Pike development/Summerhill Condominiums (Rt. 13, currently golf course)

DES has requested more information.  The impacted area exceeds 10,000 square feet.  A compensatory mitigation proposal has been requested. 
Larry Cook reported that he had met with town representatives, Mr. Pike et al.  The easement area is overlapped by the “well head” area so that wells could be drilled to supply water to the development if need be.  No building would be allowed in the area.  Other conservation concerns might be sufficiently addressed by a “development agreement” if one was drafted.
