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The Dunbarton Cemetery Committee met at the Dunbarton Town Offices on May 5, 2014
at 7:25 pm.  Moderator Brian Pike opened the meeting.  Trustees Tom Groleau, Brian Pike, and Doug Domin were in attendance. 

Information: The walk through of the cemeteries took place on May 3, 2014 at 9:00 am with Art St. Laurent and his brother, Dale.  The following items need attention:

	East Cemetery:
· Wire fence repair 
· Brush and wood cut years ago that needs to be removed on north end
· Stumps on the hill where brush was cut back.  The stumps need to be removed.
· Mound of excess soil by Edgar Wheeler’s grave
· Leaning stones
Center Cemetery
· Pile of loam near cremains section needs to be leveled
· Corner stones heaved and sunk
· Stumps along northwest wall and north boundary need to flattened  
· Nit pack at north end needs to be spread on the road.  Jeff Crosby will be contacted to see about him spreading the material and smoothing out the road.
Pages Corner
· South wall where the cremains section is going in needs attention.
· On Rt. 13 side along stone wall one rock is too large and does not belong
· Stones in old section are leaning.
· At the back part of the old section behind the Hearse House the area needs attention where an old mound of dirt exists.
· On east border 3 old wooden posts have fallen.  
· Hearse House needs a coat on the doors. 

Action: The trustees are concerned about overgrowth of foliage on cemetery plots.  The cemetery committee policy will be reiterated on the web site.  The owners of specific plots with overgrowth will be contacted by letter requesting the plots be cleaned up by August 1, 2014.  

Action:  The trustees will meet May 23  at 1 pm  to work on mapping the middle section in Center Cemetery on the south side.  

Information:  Doug Domin sent electronically scanned maps of Pages Cemetery sections marked “Center Cemetery” and “Section A North” to Rebecca Priem of Ramaker & Associates, Inc. 

Action:  It was approved to reimbursed Doug Domin for $33.68 for costs of scanning above mentioned maps and purchase of a thumb drive. 

Information: There are no bills needing payment.  Budget balance as of this meeting is $15,500.00.  

Information:  A Cemetery stone in the north side old section of Center Cemetery on the map listed as “12” was stuck by the lawn care contractor and broken.  Keith Raccine will be contacted to see if he can repair it. 

Information:  Doug Domin will be the contact person for Cemetery Committee Web site posting of minutes or other matters relative to the town web site for the Cemetery Committee.  Doug Domin will also see what minutes have not been posted to the web site.

Information:  Doug Domin will send a copy of the Cemetery Maintenance contract to Saints Lawn Care.  

Information: Tom Groleau spoke with Lee Martel about his fence work along Rt. 13 at Center Cemetery.  He hopes to be finished by the end of May 2014.  

Information: The annual seminar put on by the Attorney General Department of Justice for Cemetery Trustees is June 4, 2014 from 8-11:30 am.  It is being held at the Holiday Inn in Concord.  All the trustees are planning to attend.  

Action:  It was conditionally approved to pay another 25% of the mapping service at last month’s meeting.    The amount is $806.25.   The committee trustees were satisfied with the status of the work completed to this point and authorized payment.  

Action:  The May 5, 2014 minutes were approved as read.  

Meeting adjourned at 8:45 pm.
