	1.  Budget is in the final stages.  Have not looked at the CIP yet.  Will do so tomorrow 	evening.  

	2.  Have signed off on the Master Plan Contract with Central Regional Planning 	Commission.

	3.  Received a Petition Article for SB 2.  

	4.  Have received two other petition articles, one for a Tax Cap and the other trying to 	regulate fund balance and surplus.  The last one is non-binding.  

D.     Correspondence from the Secretary

Alison Vallieres, Secretary, reported that the only correspondence she had to report was a two Lot  Large Lot Zoning Subdivision application on Mansion Road which Stephen Laurin had sent out to the members.  

	E.     Planning and Zoning Department Report - No report at this time.
Master Plan: 
Kenneth Swayze, Chairman, introduced Mike Tardiff, Executive Director, Central Regional Planning Commission, who the Planning Board has contracted with to update the Dunbarton Master Plan.  
Mike Tardiff, Executive Director, Central Regional Planning,  explained the process for the update as follows: 
	1.  He will be working with the Planning Board along with several other staff members of Central 	Regional on the update. 
	2.  Will start with developing a survey which could be passed out and made available at Town 	Meeting.   Will e-mail last Master Plan survey to the Planning Board as a sample.  Board will develop 	new questions.
	3.  The climate has changed considerably since the last Master Plan update in 2004.  There has been a 	huge change in demographics.  New Hampshire residents are aging considerably from before.   	Volunteers are harder to find, school populations are down, and new houses are down.  Based on 	this, there is no need for growth ordinances.  Very few towns have growth management  plans in 	place.  
	4.  Board needs to consider chapters as follows: 
		a.  Natural Resources
		b.  Transportation
		c.   Demographics/Economics
		d.  Land Use
		e.  Community Facilities

	5.  It was suggested that there be an Agriculture and Commercial Chapter also.  Mike Tardiff 	noted that Agriculture could be a part of the Land Use chapter.  Commercial could be included in 	the Economics chapter.  
	6.  Suggested that all Planning Board members come up with 6 or 7 questions they feel should be on 	the survey.  
		a.  It was decided that all members would e-mail their suggested questions to Alison 				Vallieres, Secretary, no later than Tuesday, January 26, 2016 and she will in turn, 				coordinate the questions and e-mail to Mike Tardiff no later than Wednesday, January 27, 			2016.  
	7.  Suggested that there be a postcard mailing which Central Regional Planning will handle.  
		a.  Stated they have much better luck getting people involved by mailing than social media.  
	8.  Would suggest that the survey be limited to around thirty questions.  
	9.  Residents can drop off completed surveys at the Town Office, mail or do the survey on-line with 	Survey Monkey.  
	10.  Would suggest that members of the Planning Board be on various Committees.  
	11.  The Planning Board determined that the Master Plan Meetings would be held on the first 	Wednesday of the month, starting with Wednesday, February 3, 2016 at 6:30 p.m. 
	12.  Would not suggest having listening sessions on Saturdays during the summer months starting 	with May through September because it is very difficult to get attendees, etc.  
	13.  New Updated Master Plan will include new updated land use maps, etc.  With new technology 	can produce many different scenarios.
	14.  Central Regional will provide a staff person to man the table for the survey at Town Meeting.  
OTHER BUSINESS: 
	It was reported that there was a possibility of a purchase of  a previously approved PRD subdivision.
	The Board noted that the new owner must conform to all updated land use changes since the original 	approval.
