The workshop meeting of the Dunbarton Planning Board was held at the above, time, date and place with Chairman Kenneth Swayze presiding.  The following members were present:

Ken Swayze, Chairman, noted that there was not a quorum of the Planning Board present.
The Chairman confirmed with Stephen Laurin that the meeting had been posted in two public places throughout the Town, and put on the Town’s Web Site.
Chairman Swayze introduced Mike Tardiff, Executive Director of Central NH Regional Planning Commission (CNHRPC), to continue discussion of the draft 2016 Master Plan Community Survey.
Mike Tardiff reiterated that the final survey will be available for distribution at Town Meeting on March 8.
Discussion ensued regarding manning the table, and set-up of the table at the voting station. Stephen Laurin will E-mail the latest draft survey to all Planning Board members, and request comments by noon Friday at the latest. He will also speak to Line about posting the final survey on the Town’s website by Monday.
Mike Tardiff said he will compile the results of all the returned surveys and perform statistical analyses of the results and then, in April, will meet with the Planning Board to discuss the results. He suggested that small groups of residents could begin meeting on Saturday’s in April and May to work on updating sections of the Master Plan. He said CNHRPC staff would be working over the summer to compile Dunbarton demographic data and do much of the work to update the Transportation section of the plan.
Ken Swayze asked Mike Tardiff what procedure worked for other towns to update their Master Plan, and which towns did it right. Mr. Tardiff said both Hillsborough and Deerfield updated their Master Plans with a good cross section of community input. He said the Planning Board needs to invite other town groups and organizations to participate, and to encourage them to reach out to others in the community for feedback. He suggested that the Planning Board meet with the Board of Selectmen, The Town Hall Theatre Restoration group and others to explain the purpose and importance of the Master Plan.
The meeting ended at 7:30 pm.
