The regular monthly meeting of the Dunbarton Planning Board was held at the above noted time, date and place with Chairman Kenneth Swayze presiding. The following member were present:

Ken Swayze, Chairman, called the meeting to order at 7:05 PM with a five-member Planning Board present. He noted for the record that the Planning Board had a quorum for this evening’s meeting and that all members would be voting.

GENERAL SESSION:

A. General Board Administration:

Ken Swayze made a MOTION to table the minutes of the July 20, 2016 for the next meeting. Alison Vallieres SECONDED the motion. Motion PASSED 4-0-0

B. Correspondence from the Secretary:  

Steve Laurin said registration is open for the Law Lecture on September 14th. Lecture sponsored by NH Municipal Association and registration forms are on the Association’s web site.

	C.  Selectmen’s Report:

Brian Pike informed the members of the Planning Board that the Selectmen would be meeting the Town’s Attorney on the Kelsea Road issue. After the meeting with the Town’s Attorney, the Selectmen are going to make a decision on what is going to be done on the disputed portion of Kelsea Road.  He hopes to have a decision on this no later than September. 

D. Planning and Zoning Department Report – Stephen Laurin
 
An approval from the zoning board for a building permit of a lot without class V frontage at the end of Holiday Shore Drive was granted.  

Old Business:
 
Overlook Estates: Ken Swayze asked Stephen Laurin to the best of his knowledge if the plans for the Overlook subdivision comply with Zoning and Subdivision regs. Stephen Laurin said that the plans do comply with the regulations. Ken Swayze asked Stephen Laurin if the Police and Fire Department were contacted. Stephen said they were and all issues were resolved. Ken Swayze asked Jeff Crosby as the Road Agent if he had any issues with the Overlook subdivision. Jeff said he did not have any issues. Ken Swayze queried the board members and they had no further issues with the subdivision.  
Ken further asked Bob Grondin if he had any comments regarding the Planning Department check-list regarding remaining/outstanding administrative issues. He stated there were no concerns or questions. 

Chuck Frost made a motion to accept the Overlook subdivision plans-set as final. Jeff Crosby seconded the motion. Motion passed Unanimously 

Bob Grondin inquired about getting the required bond in place. Ken Swayze asked the members of the Planning board if they had any comments on the $650,000.00 bond. All responded that they were satisfied with the bond.  Ken Swayze mentioned the bond was going through a bank based in New Hampshire and not an insurance company.

Ken Swayze said the requirement for the land for open space use would require a public hearing and a notice of the time and place of the meeting must be posted. Brian Pike mentioned that the Board of Selectmen were not meeting till next week and that would not be enough time to have a 14-day notice.  The next scheduled meeting (for a 14-day notice) for the Board of Selectmen would be on September 8th. Jeff Crosby asked Brian Pike if the hearing could typically be done in one meeting.  Brian Pike said yes it could typically be done in one meeting “as long as there is no huge outcry “. Brian Pike said he would check with the other Selectmen to see if they would be available for a public hearing on September 1st.  Ken Swayze said to Robert Grondin, “that a few other things need to be done such as our Town Counsel reviewing the deeds and reviewing the updated check-list work”. Ken said he thought those items could be done and on September 9th the Town could be ready to go to the Registry of Deeds. Robert Grondin from Lamontagne builders emphasized that they were “dead in the water” till the deeding issues were resolved. He said all their funding is based on having everything in order. 

Ken Swayze asked for a motion to approve the figure of $650,000 for the bond on Overlook Estates subject to the details discussed.
Brian Pike so moved.  Jeff Crosby seconded the motion. 

Discussion:  None

Motion passed:  Unanimously 

Margaret Watkins from the Conservation Committee said she has a few issues with the deed for the open space area that is to be donated to the Town. These were her own issues and she has not had a chance to discuss them with her fellow committee members. 

Ken Swayze stated that the final disposition of the open area rests with the Selectmen as to who will have stewardship of the land. Ken suggested that the Selectmen should have a meeting on how this land is to be regulated. Margaret Watkins said she thought some of her issues had been discussed previously. Ken Swayze and Brian Pike said there has not been any discussion about the deed.  Brian Pike said that they have not seen the deed. Ken asked Brian if the Selectmen could have this discussion without the 14-day public notice. Brian said yes. Margaret Watkins said she would contact Line Comeau, the Town Administrator, and request The Conservation Committee be place on the agenda for the August 25th Board of Selectmen meeting. Brian Pike said the deed should be essentially plain giving the land to the Town and all the concerns should be ironed out by the Selectmen and concerned parties during a meeting. Ken Swayze agreed with Brian Pike on the essentially plain deed and said the other concerns talked about in a public forum. Jacques Belanger, Surveyor, said the deeds for the roadbeds are also done.

Master Plan:

Dean Williams passed out copies of the draft Transportation Section of the Master Plan 2016. He said that this section of the master plan is intended to provide an analysis of Dunbarton’s existing transportation as well as future transportation needs. The future transportation needs incorporated the Dunbarton residents’ input to the Master Plan 2016.

Mr. Williams recapped with the Planning Board the Draft Transportation section of Dunbarton’s Master Plan 2016. Alison Vallieres mentioned that in Chapter 8 the wording was mixed up. Dean Williams will fix the wording.

Other Town Business:

Margaret Watkins voiced her concerns that the open space deed does not have a statement saying the land cannot be sold. Ken Swayze explained the open space deed is a requirement for an approval of the subdivision and is not essentially all conservation land. Brian Pike mentioned that even though the subdivision has to have this open space land, laws could change over the course of years. Ken Swayze says the intent of the deeds are to keep the designated land as open space. 

Adjourn:

Brian Pike made a MOTION to adjourn the meeting at 8:25 PM.
Jeff Crosby SECONDED the Motion. MOTION passed unanimously.
