Ken Swayze, Chairman, called the meeting to order at 7:03 p.m. with a 5 member Planning Board present.  He noted for the record that the Planning Board had a quorum for this evening's meeting.  

Ken Swayze, Chairman, confirmed with the Secretary that the meeting had been posted in two public places throughout the Town, and put on the Dunbarton Town Web Site.

1.   General Board  Administration: 
B.     Approval of previous meeting minutes:  Wednesday, October 21, 2015

MOTION: 

Charles Frost made a motion that the minutes from the previous meeting of Wednesday, October 21, 2015 be approved as written.  Jeff Crosby seconded the motion. The minutes were approved unanimously. 

C.     Correspondence from the Secretary

Alison Vallieres, Secretary, reported that she had received no correspondence to report to the Planning Board at this time.

D.     Planning and Zoning Department Report - Stephen Laurin

Ken Swayze, Chairman, noted that there were two possible subdivisions upcoming, one from Mike Guiney and the other from Arthur Sciliano.  They will not be on the December agenda because they have not met the deadline, etc.

E.  Selectmen's Report: 

	Brian Pike, Selectman, reported as follows: 

	Kelsea Road: 

	Reported that the Board of Selectmen held a Public Hearing on Tuesday, November 10, 2015 	on the Petition from David Nault for a layout of Kelsea Road.  The Board of Selectmen 	denied his request based on the fact that the request did not meet the merits of the conditions 	required to open the road.  Prescription can only be done by a Judge so that would be his 	route to take. 

	Kelsea Road Turn Around: 

	Brian Pike reported that the Board of Selectmen were working on having a turnaround 	easement for the Town for a snow plow turnaround.  According RSA 41:14, the Board of 	Selectmen have to bring it to the Planning Board and all other land use boards.   This would 	include the Conservation Commission as well.  Brian Pike asked the Planning Board if they 	would be able to vote regarding the turn around easement this evening.

	After much discussion, the Planning Board reached a consensus that the Kelsea Road Turn 	Around easement should be put on the agenda for the Wednesday, December 16, 2015 Planning 	Board Meeting as a Public Hearing to allow public input, etc.   

	Jeff Crosby asked if there was a possibility that the easement would not apply to the RSA 	because the RSA did not specifically state "easement".   Brian Pike will contact Town 	Counsel regarding this issue.  

	CIP Meeting:

	It was reported that there was no CIP meeting scheduled at this time.  Stephen Laurin sent 	out an e-mail regarding two dates,  December 2 and 9 and has only received responses from 	three members.  

	Stephen Laurin, Planning and Zoning Department:

	Stephen Laurin stated he had nothing to report at this time.  

	Proposed Zoning Changes and Certified Copies of Ordinances: 

	Ken Swayze reported that he and the Town Clerk, Linda Landry, had a very constructive 	discussion regarding this issue.  It was agreed that the Town Clerk's Office would endeavor 	to retain, and otherwise archive, the actual written documents approved by the voters at the 	voting booth.  Likewise, the Planning Board and the Planning Department will provide 	assistance as necessary. 

	It is necessary to have the actual approved language to verify the correct printing of the 	Town's Zoning, Subdivision Regulations, Site Plan Review Regulations, etc.  

	There have been some errors and omissions in the past.  

PROPOSED ZONING CHANGES: 

	Stephen Laurin presented proposed zoning changes of a technical nature as follows: 

	1.  Revisions within the Table of Uses to provide for a Key at the top which lists P   - 	Permitted, S - Special Exception and  V - Variance.  
	
	2.  It was suggested that we should not be putting V for Variance in the Village Column.  It 	should be NP for Not Permitted.  

	After discussion, the Planning Board reached a consensus to put NP (Not Permitted) in the 	Village column.  

	3.  It was also suggested that the Table of Uses be changed to be horizontally on the page 	instead of vertically thereby allowing more room for explanations, etc.  

	The Planning Board reached a consensus to have the Table of Uses horizontally on the page 	as suggested.  

	4.  Footnote (6) should be corrected to read  "Minimum seven (7) acres required in Low 	Density District, Five (5) acres required in Medium Density District and Four (4) acres 	required in the Village District."

	5.  Remove footnotes (14) and (15) which state "Reserved for future foot note".  

	6.  Remove footnote (18) which states "If a specific use is not listed in the Table of Uses, it is 	not permitted."

	7.  Move "F. LARGE LOT ZONING WITH REDUCED LOT PRONTAGE" to  appear as 	C. after B. Dimensional Regulations.  

	8.  Under A. Use Regulations, Prohibited Uses,  change - to the letter "V".  

	After considerable discussion, the Planning Board reached a consensus to not list V 	(Variance) under prohibited uses.  Instead we will use NP for Not Permitted as noted in item 	2 above.  

	9.  The table listing Total Lot Area, Side & Rear yard Setback and Front yard Setback 	should have a title "Existing Non-Conforming Lots".  

	10.  Under the Phasing of Building Permits, etc. , change Exemptions to a 4. instead of C. 	which it is presently.  It was established this was a typographical change.  

	11.  The Subdivision definition should include the following:  "as may be periodically 	amended".  

	12.  The definition of Structure should be the Town's definition.  In addition, it was pointed 	out that wells are considered a structure.  The Town needs to know if the well adheres to the 	well radius/setback from the boundary lines.  

	Stephen Laurin will research this definition.

	13.  It was noted that the section on Accessory Apartments (ADU) under F. 4.  Footnote (16) 	should be moved to another section of the ordinance instead of having it as a footnote. 

	14.  It was noted that the present Zoning Ordinance does not have the District Map on the 	back.  This was somehow omitted in 2014.  The map should also be updated, as needed. 

	15.  The RSA regarding time period for providing minutes and decisions has been revised.   	This should be changed accordingly within the Zoning Ordinance. 

	16.  It was suggested that the criteria for the granting of a Special Exception should also be 	included on page 4 under A.  Use Regulations as additional information under 3.  Uses 	Permitted By Special Exception.  

	17.  Fee Schedule was discussed.  It was noted that fees cannot be changed until we adopt a 	formal policy.  Presently fees are limited to the RSA.  

	18.  The subject of DES violations and fees was discussed.  It was noted this is through the 	State of New Hampshire.  

	There being no further discussion, the meeting adjourned at 8:45 p.m. with the following motion:
