Ken Swayze, Chairman, called the meeting to order at 7:01 p.m. with a four member Planning Board present.  He noted for the record that the Planning Board had a quorum for this evening's meeting.  

Ken Swayze, Chairman, confirmed with the Secretary that the meeting had been posted in two public places throughout the Town, and put on the Dunbarton Town Web Site.

B.     Approval of previous meeting minutes:  Wednesday, November 18, 2015

MOTION: 

Charles Frost made a motion that the minutes from the previous meeting of Wednesday, November 18, 2015 be approved as written.  Jeff Crosby seconded the motion. The minutes were approved unanimously. 

Charles Frost asked what had happened to the Planning Board having a Public Hearing on the Kelsea Road issue as noted in the previous meeting minutes.  It was reported that the Board of Selectmen had negotiated a temporary easement with an ending date of May 2016 for the turnaround instead of a permanent one.  Therefore there was no need to have a Public Hearing for acquisition of an easement.  

C.     Correspondence from the Secretary

Alison Vallieres, Secretary, reported that she had received no correspondence to report to the Planning Board at this time.

D.     Planning and Zoning Department Report - There was no report from Stephen Laurin, Planning and 	Zoning Department as he was not present. 
Master Plan: 
Kenneth Swayze, Chairman, brought up a discussion regarding the possibility of updating the Master Plan and whether we should start in the year 2016 or wait.  
After discussion, the Planning Board reached a consensus that they would suggest updating the Master Plan a chapter or two at a time over a period of two or three years starting with 2016.  
The possibility of getting grant money through Central New Hampshire Regional Planning Commission was discussed.  There are six towns presently doing Master Plan updates.  Ken Swayze will look into the possibility of getting grant monies through Central Regional to help with an update.   In the past, we have received CTAP monies through grants.  
It was suggested that Agriculture be the first section to be updated.  
The Planning Board noted there has been no growth problems in Dunbarton in the last five years. Growth issues are some of the reasons for updates to the Master Plan.   
Planning and Zoning Operating Budget:
Kenneth Swayze, Chairman, reported that the Planning and Zoning Operating Budget will be presented to the Board of Selectmen's Meeting on Thursday, January 7, 2016.  The proposed budget must be submitted one week prior to the Selectmen's Meeting (December 31, 2015).  
There was discussion with pros and cons as to whether funds for the Master Plan update should be submitted as a Warrant Article or included in the Operating Budget.  
It was pointed out that if the funds were in a Warrant Article they could be non-lapsing whereas if they were in the Operating Budget they would lapse at the end of the year if they were not expended.  
It was reported that the Board of Selectmen was requesting that  Departments submit conservative budgets as much as possible. 
Ken Swayze, Chairman, George Holt and Alison Vallieres will work on the budget submittal and include an amount in the Planning Consultant budget line for the Master Plan update.  
The Planning Board reached a consensus that they would like to start the update of the Master Plan in the budget year 2016 and that funds be set aside between $3,000 - $4,000 in the regular Planning and Zoning Operating Budget in the Planning Consultant budget line.  
Zoning Ordinance Amendments: 
Kenneth Swayze, Chairman, noted that the proposed Zoning Ordinance Amendments were not complete at this point and there was not time between now and the required time table for submittal for a Ballot item.  
The Planning Board will do a reformatting of the Zoning Ordinance with a Core Committee consisting of Ken Swayze, George Holt and Alison Vallieres.  
Ken Swayze noted that the Planning Board can do a reformatting of the Zoning Ordinance as long as we do not change the  intent of what has been passed at Town Meetings.  
There being no further business, the meeting adjourned with the following motion:
