Dunbarton Old Home Day Committee 
Meeting Minutes July 16, 2014
 
Members Present:  George Maskiell, John Stevens, Ken Koerber, Kris Hanson
Also present: Nancy Lang (advised the group on previous Old Home Days) and Tammy Bowne (representing Bicentennial Committee), Gary Attalla (Historical Society)
 
Meeting opened at 6:30 p.m.
 
Discussion:
We will need to make a list of Town Common set-up tasks including items such as chairs, tents setup, porta-potties, etc. and also the event schedule, to be finalized and printed a week before Old Home Day, and post at the Library, Town Offices, perhaps at the School (with permission), and a poster sized version near the Bandstand.
 
We will make and maintain a map of activity locations on the Town Common.  Each vendor or exhibitor will be responsible for checking their place on the map and setting up appropriately.  This should preclude the need to place stakes or flags on the ground.
 
We will need a person to check the safety of events and activities and that the person responsible for the activity has safety procedures and insurance certificates where appropriate.
 
It would be good to have a PA system to announce parade groups and also some viewing seating available and prizes for parade participants.
 
Gary Attalla filled us in on the arrangements and timing of the Ham and Bean Supper in the school gym and with regard to the possibility of the Contradance also being held in the gym. It appears that the logistics of the size of the dinner crowd and cleanup preclude this.  Also, Carolyn Parrott, the leader of the dance would prefer another venue than the gym, perhaps a barn or on the Common.  Holding the dance in the Fire station was discussed but usable space and conditions of the floor make that unlikely.  The grassy area in front of the Bandstand where the dance was held at the Centennial Celebration for the Town Hall Building was suggested as an area that worked in the past, with the performers in the Bandstand. Area lights may be needed.  Tammy Bowne suggested that the Fire Department has portable lighting that may be available.
 
[bookmark: _GoBack]The location of the movie for kids whose parents are at the dance was discussed.  The Fire station was seen as not advisable but the Library may be a good venue.  The library also has a license permitting showing of movies without paying presentation fees.  Another possibility could be the School Library; John will look into the licensing aspect.  A couple of people should be appointed to watch over the children, and watch the door to make sure they all stay within the building. 
 
Recorded music could be played on the Common between live musician performances, an amplifier and speakers would need to be obtained.
 
Tammy Bowne suggested that we contact people in town such as Woody at the Transfer Station, Jeff Crosby, Dunbarton Telephone Co., Capitol Well, others with big vehicles.   Kids love to see these in parades.
 
Should we invite the Police Dept. and the Fire Department to do safety demos, or other activities of their choice?  
 
Tammy Bowne will take care of the arranging of K-9 demonstrations.
 
Mark Lang and/or Tammy Bowne may be able to do blood pressure checks.
 
Stu Goldstein lives in town and could be a contact for the bouncy slide with Granite State Gymnastics.
 
Kris contacted Wendy Dailey, 4-H leader.  If given a task list, the kids could choose a task to help with Old Home Day setup if they would like to help out.
 
Voting
Nominations for Committee officers were opened.  The nominations were George Maskiell for Chairman, Kris Hanson for Secretary and John Stevens for Treasurer.  In the resulting vote, all were approved unanimously by a vote of members present and Don Larson (who was out of town) participated in discussions and the vote by phone.
  
Votes were unanimously passed on vendor selection and not-to-exceed amounts for Evo Climbing Wall - $450, the Audubon bird demo - $350, Carolyn Parrott's dance team at - $400.
