MINUTES FROM THE MAY 4, 2005 MEETING WERE ACCEPTED AS READ.
TREASURER’S REPORT:    THERE WAS NO TREASURER’S REPORT
OLD BUSINESS:
IN A LETTER TO THE TFC (SEE ATTACHED) JOHN CONDE EXPLAINED HIS MANAGEMENT PLAN FOR THE APPROXIMATELY 200 ACRES ADJACENT TO THE GRAVEL PITS ON KIMBALL POND ROAD.  THE TFC VOTED TO ALLOW MR. CONDE TO ARRANGE FOR THE CUTTING NECESSARY TO IMPROVE THE STANDS OF TIMBER IN THE 5 AREAS IN HIS MANAGEMENT PLAN. 

NEW BUSINESS: 

JOHN SWINDLEHURST STATED THAT HE HAD 





RECEIVED TWO LETTERS FROM KEN STERN, THE
DIRECTOR OF EASEMENT STEWARDSHIP FOR THE 
SOCIETY FOR THE PROTECTION OF NEW HAMPSHIRE 
FORESTS.  THE FIRST LETTER (SEE ATTACHED) STATED THAT THE SOCIETY HAD NOTICED THAT THE 1946, HALF ACRE GRAVEL PIT OFF RAY ROAD HAD OVER THE PAST 60 YEARS GROWN TO APPROX- IMATELY 7 ACRES.  THE SOCIETY FELT THAT THIS GRAVEL PIT DID NOT REFLECT GOOD FORESTRY PRACTICE AND THE PIT SHOULD BE CLOSED.  
IN THE SECOND LETTER MR. STERN SUGGESTED 
THAT THE TFC CONSULT WITH AN ENGINEERING 
FIRM, A WILDLIFE SPECIALIST AND A COMPANY 
EXPERIENCED IN GRAVEL PIT CLOSURES.

THE COMMITTEE DISCUSSED THE HARDSHIP THAT

 CLOSING THE PIT COULD MEAN TO THE TOWN IN 

TERMS OF THE ROAD MAINTENANCE BUDGET.

JEFF CROSBY SPEAKING AS ROAD AGENT, 

SUGGESTED THAT THE COMPLETE CLOSURE OF THE 

RAY ROAD PIT WOULD NOT ONLY COST THE TOWN 

CONSIDERABLY MORE MONEY FOR MATERIAL AND

 TRUCKING EACH YEAR, BUT WOULD MAKE IT
 INCONVENIENT TO RUN ACROSS TOWN FOR 
GRAVEL.  SAND WOULD HAVE TO BE PURCHASED 
FROM COMMERCIAL GRAVEL PITS AT A HIGHER PER 
YARD COST AND INCREASED SHIPPING COSTS DUE 

TO GREATER DISTANCES WHICH WOULD HAVE TO BE 

TRAVELED.
