Ken Swayze, Chairman, called the meeting to order at 7:03 p.m. with a 6 member Planning Board present.  He noted for the record that the Planning Board had a quorum for this evening's meeting, and all members would be voting.

B.     Approval of previous meeting minutes:  Wednesday, August 19, 2015

Charles "Chuck" Frost made a motion that the minutes from the previous meeting of Wednesday, August 19, 2015 be approved as written.  Jeff Crosby seconded the motion. The minutes were approved unanimously. 

Stephen Laurin stated that on page 2 of the minutes, it was noted that he had wanted to attend the seminar on "Hard Road to Travel".  He stated he only wanted a copy of the book "Hard Road to Travel"and did not want to attend.  This was so noted.

Alison Vallieres, Secretary, reported that she had received no correspondence to report to the Planning Board at this time.

Due to Old Home Day preparation and other duties, have not done a lot of work on the revisions of the Zoning Ordinance.  

D.     Selectmen's Report

Brian Pike, Selectman, reported as follows: 

1.  Two Selectmen (Pike and Vallieres) attended the seminar on "Hard Road to Travel" recently.  There are two copies of the revised book "Hard Road to Travel".  Tom Groleau has one and Brian Pike has the other copy. 

	2.  The Board of Selectmen are back to the regular schedule of a Selectmen's 	Meeting once a week.  

	3.  The Board of Selectmen have two petitions requesting the layout of Kelsea Road.  	Depending on the situation, the Board of Selectmen may get the Planning Board 	involved because of maps and roads, etc.  Will have to schedule a Public Hearing.  	Dates will be set up tomorrow at the Selectmen's Meeting.  There will be separate 	Public Hearings for each petition.  

	4.  The next CIP Meeting is scheduled for Tuesday, September 22, 2015.  George 	Holt will be attending from the Planning Board.  

E.      Planning and Zoning Department Report - Stephen Laurin

	1.  Stephen Laurin reported there were two requests to attend the Law 	Lectures.  Brian Pike will go in October.  

	2.  Regarding the CIP, the Cemetery Trustees have submitted an application. 

	3.  There is a Joint Loss Committee Meeting scheduled for next week.  Ted Vallieres, 	Selectman, will be attending. 

	4.  Have issued 72 building permits this year, of which three are for new homes.  

OLD BUSINESS:

7:00 p.m. -  Continued Public Hearing - Cote & Sciere Real Estate, LLC, Proposed Open Space Three (3) lot subdivision located off Grapevine Road in the Low Density District in Dunbarton, New Hampshire

	At this point in the meeting, Stephen Laurin, Planning and Zoning Department, presented a 	Status Report for this project.  (attached) 

Ken Swayze, Chairman, stated that due to the fact that there were no abutters or public  present at this meeting, he would not open the Public Hearing.  

The Board reviewed the plan and noted several minor discrepancies relating to Lot numbers and setback line within the common land, etc.  that Jacques Belanger, Surveyor, agreed to change prior to submitting a final plan.   The 50 foot standard setback will apply to all individual residential lots. 

	In addition, it was noted that the Common land acreage total includes the driveway in one 	place and another acreage figure in another place.  Jacques Belanger agreed this will be 	changed accordingly. 

Ken Swayze, Chairman, asked Maurice Cote if he understood that the driveway will have to be completed prior to the final plan being filed at the Registry of Deeds.  The Notice of Decision would be filed “early” at the Registry at the request of the applicant.  Maurice Cote noted he understood.  

The following motion was made: 

 Cote & Sciere  (H4-02-10) 3-lot Open Space Subdivision (PB-2014-04);

Charles Frost made a motion that the Dunbarton Planning Board approve the proposed 3-lot Open Space Subdivision of Cote & Sciere Real Estate, LLC, (H4-02-10) consisting of 22.53 acres, with frontage on Grapevine Road, as shown, in part, in accordance with plans approved by the Dunbarton Planning Board on Wednesday,  (September 16, 2015), subject to the following conditions:
1. Submittal of a final, technically accurate, and graphically correct plan-set in full compliance with all current subdivision regulations and incorporating any and all additional requirements established during deliberations with the Board (per status reports and Planning Board minutes, and other acknowledgments);

2. Approval of this subdivision shall render all prior approvals of Map H4, Block 02, Lot 10 null and void;

      3.  Common Driveway construction, serving the 3 (three) residential lots, as shown on the 	approved plan shall be installed and completed prior to filing of the final plan at the 	Merrimack County Registry of Deeds; subject to approval by the Dunbarton Planning Board, 	its agents or assigns;

      4.   Survey monumentation for the Grapevine Road widening dedication to be in place prior to 	filing of final plan at Merrimack County Registry of Deeds; subject to review and approval by 	the Town of Dunbarton, its agents or assigns;

     5.   Approval and receipt of all other required local, State and Federal permits.  There shall be no 	change(s) to the base plan(s) without re-consultation with the Board as a result of such other 	permit approvals; 

     6.   Payment of all fees and costs associated with the Dunbarton Planning Board application 	process;

    7.   That all specified work and improvements at the site, as specified by the Land Subdivision 	Regulations, be completed prior to the signing and filing of the Mylar (i.e. all survey 	monumentation, and geophysical delineation shall be in place, etc.);

    8.     Preparation, submittal, and filing of all Deeds, legal instruments, and/or documents required or 	intended to be filed at the Merrimack County Registry of Deeds; in such content and form 	acceptable to the Town.  



George Holt seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.

	Greg Scarlett, Owner, appeared before the Board to present his request for an Extension 	for the Site Plan approval of a 28 Unit Multi-family Development as follows: 

	He noted that due to the economic conditions, etc., he had been unable to build the project.  	He was requesting a second extension for the project at this time.

The applicant shall conform to all current updated regulations and to the original Notice of Decision which was issued on September 28, 2007.

	Curio Shop: 

	Stephen Laurin, Planning and Zoning Department, brought up the fact that originally the 	Curio Shop, (Brad Connelly) had stated they were not going to have a sign.  Now there is a 	sign.  What should the Building Department do about this?  In addition, there was an 	agreement that the parking lines would be painted.  This has not been done.  What about 	No Parking signs on Everett Road?  Who is responsible for putting them up?  

	It was noted that Mr. Burchell had stated he would take care of the painting of the parking 	lot lines.  

	Ken Swayze, Chairman, asked if a Certificate of Occupancy had already been issued.  He 	noted that these were items that the Building Department was going to make sure were 	done prior to the granting of the Certificate of Occupancy Permit.
