Jacques Belanger, Surveyor, representing both Chan and Morse
Ken Swayze, Chairman, called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. with a 6 member Planning Board present.  He noted for the record that all members present would be voting members. 

Ken Swayze, Chairman, confirmed with the Secretary that the meeting had been posted in two public places throughout the Town, published in the Concord Monitor for one day and put on the Dunbarton Town Web Site.    

A.    General Board  Administration: 

1.  Approval of previous meeting minutes:  Wednesday, January 15, 2014

MOTION: 

Michael Guiney  made a motion to accept the minutes of the previous meeting of Wednesday, 

January 15,  2014 as written.  Les Hammond  seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously. 

2.   Correspondence:

Alison Vallieres, Secretary, reported that she had received no correspondence to report. 

Kelly Dearborn-Luce, Planning and Zoning Department, reported as follows: 


1.  Received a communication from Mr. and Mrs. Chapman regarding proposing a Zoning 
Amendment regarding the size of large barns.  


Would suggest that the Planning Board discuss this at a Workshop Meeting.  


2.  Michael Guiney and Kenneth Swayze have been appointed as representatives to the 
Central New Hampshire Regional Planning Commission.

3.  There will be a Webinar on Tuesday, March 18, 2014  between 12:00 noon and 1:00 p.m. 
conducted by the New Hampshire Municipal Association on "Conflicts of Interest". 


If anyone is interested, please let her know so she can let them know how many will be 
participating.   


4.  Received a communication from Central New Hampshire Regional Planning Commission 
regarding traffic counts and if the Town of Dunbarton had any particular roads they would 
like to request a count be taken.  The deadline is Friday, March 28, 2014.  


The Board advised her to contact Jeff Crosby, Road Agent, to see if there are any areas/roads 
he would like to have a traffic count done.  

3.  Selectmen's Report:

Les Hammond, Selectman, reported that the Dunbarton Planning Board was being sued by Thomas Giovagnoli for $1,000,000 for loss of income, etc. relating to the denial of the Site Plan Review for the chicken farm on Twist Hill Road.  

OLD BUSINESS:  

CONTINUED PUBLIC HEARING - WILLIAM AND LINDA MORSE REVOCABLE TRUST (D3-01-04) PROPOSED TWO LOT SUBDIVISION LOCATED AT 111 STARK HIGHWAY SOUTH (ROUTE 13) IN THE LOW DENSITY RESIDENTIAL DISTRICT IN DUNBARTON, NH

Kenneth Swayze, Chairman, opened the Continued Public Hearing for the William and Linda Morse Revocable Trust proposed two lot subdivision.  
Kelly Dearborn-Luce  reported that a Waiver had been granted at the previous meeting on January 15, 2014 to allow an "off lot" access for a common drive to serve two lots.  
A Status Report on the project was submitted.  (attached)  

The following items were noted: 

1.  There are two bounds remaining along Route 13 that need to be set.  Due to the heavy snow, Jacques Belanger, Surveyor, stated he has not been able to set them yet. 

The Planning Board does not accept a surety on bounds on small projects.  Kyle Parker, Building Inspector, inspected the rear bounds.  
The Planning Board noted they were sure that the bounds will be set in the near future by the time the snow is gone. 

2.  Town has received the New Hampshire DOT Driveway Permit. 

3.  Applicant will be expecting a final approval this evening. 

Board Discussion:
Charles Frost stated when he had done a Site Walk, he noticed there was a horse in the small barn which was closer than 100 feet from the boundary. 

It was noted that this was an existing situation and did not apply to the subdivision. There are no infractions to the Zoning Ordinance at this time.  The larger barn is a workshop.  If the barn changes use, it will have to meet current zoning requirements.  

Charles Frost stated that when he did the Site Walk, the lot looked like a good lot to him.  

The meeting was opened up at this point for discussion for the public and/or abutters. 

There were no abutters present.  

There were no comments from the public.  

Kenneth Swayze, Chairman, closed the Public Hearing at 7:15 p.m. 

At this point in the meeting, the following motion was made: 

MOTION: 

George Holt made a motion to approve the proposed subdivision of William and Linda Morse of Tax Lot D3-01-04 consisting of  two (2) lots on 26.5 acres, located at 111 Stark Highway South in the Low Density District.  The proposed subdivision is under the "Large Lot" provisions of the Zoning Ordinance in Article 4, Section F subject to the following conditions: 

1.  Submittal of a final, technically accurate, and graphically correct plan-set in full 
compliance with all current subdivision regulations and incorporating any and all 
additional requirements established during deliberations with the Board.  
(Including minutes, reports and notice of decisions.) 


2.  Approval and receipt of all other required local, State and Federal permits.  
There 
shall be no changes(s) to the base plan(s) without re-consultation with the Board, 
as a result of such other permit approvals. 


3.  Payment of all fees and costs associated with the Dunbarton Planning Board 
application process. 


4.  That all specified work and improvements at the site, as specified by the Land 
Subdivision Regulations, be completed prior to the signing and filing of the Mylar. 
i.e.   (All bounds to be set.)


5.  Preparation, submittal, and filing of all Deeds, legal instruments, and/or 
documents required or intended to be filed at the Merrimack County Registry of 
Deeds; in such content and form acceptable to the Town.  
Michael Guiney seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.

ANNA CHAN (H5-02-01) PROPOSED TWO LOT SUBDIVISION LOCATED ON 
GILE 
HILL ROAD (OFF GRAPEVINE ROAD) IN THE LOW DENSITY 
RESIDENTIAL 
DISTRICT IN DUNBARTON, NH


Kenneth Swayze, Chairman, confirmed with the Secretary that all abutter notifications had 
been made in accordance with the statute.  There had been one abutter change from the 
previous meeting which had been corrected. 


A Status Report on the Anna Chan Proposed Two Lot Subdivision was submitted.  
(attached)  


Kenneth Swayze verified that Kelly Dearborn-Luce had checked with Department Heads, 
Jeff Crosby, Road Agent, Jon Wiggin, Fire Department and Police Chief Dan Sklut 
regarding this proposed subdivision.  She noted that both Jon Wiggin and Dan Sklut had no 
concerns regarding the subdivision.   In addition, Kyle Parker, Building Inspector, had no 
concerns.  

It was noted that Jeff Crosby, Road Agent, had a concern because there is parking in the 
Town turn-around and this makes it difficult for snow plowing, etc.  He would like to make 
sure this is taken care of.  The Planning Board noted this will be addressed.  The Chans 
were asked if they would please discontinue parking in the turn-around.  They agreed not to 
park in the turn-around in the future.  It was noted they access their lot from Bow. 


MOTION: 


Les Hammond made a motion that the Dunbarton Planning Board accept the application from 
Anna Chan (H5-02-1) for  a proposed two lot subdivision located on Gile Hill Road (off 
Grapevine Road) in the Low Density Residential District in Dunbarton, NH and start 
deliberations this evening.  Michael Guiney seconded the motion.  The motion passed 
unanimously.  

Board Discussion:

Jacques Belanger, Surveyor, stated that the Chans own the 12.62 acre lot and were 
splitting off a 5.4 acre lot.  There is adequate frontage and acreage.  It is in a suitable 
location and there are no issues.   There is a building pocket in the front.  


It was noted there were no wetland issues.  


Exaction Fee:


The Planning Board noted that this lot would be subject to a $4,000  Exaction Fee.  That 
was the agreement from the last subdivision.  This fee will be required prior to a Building 
Permit being issued.   Will be included within the Notice of Decision and shown on the filed 
plan.  


Site Walk:

Site Walk of the proposed subdivision will be done at the Planning Board members' leisure 
with no specific scheduling.  Will be done on an individual basis.  

Access from Bow: 


Charles "Chuck" Frost noted that the primary access to the home site is through Bow.  It 
was noted the Chans plow the Bow side. 


 It was noted that anyone can have access from any other Town.  It was noted this was a 
Class VI road in Bow which the Chans have accessed the their  residence for many years.  
They also plow and maintain the road, in part at their expense.  


Comments from the Public and/or Abutters:


There were no comments from the public and no abutters present.  


MOTION: 


Michael Guiney made a motion that the Dunbarton Planning Board continue the Public 
Hearing on the Anna Chan proposed two lot subdivision until the next regularly scheduled 
Planning Board Meeting on  Wednesday, March 19, 2014.  Les Hammond seconded the 
motion.  The motion passed unanimously.
