Ken Swayze, Chairman, called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. with a 5 member Planning Board present.  He noted for the record that all members present would be voting members. 

Ken Swayze, Chairman, confirmed with the Secretary that the meeting had been posted in two public places throughout the Town, and put on the Dunbarton Town Web Site.    

A.    General Board  Administration: 

1.  Approval of previous meeting minutes:  Wednesday, February 19, 2014

MOTION: 

Charles Frost  made a motion to accept the minutes of the previous meeting of Wednesday, 

February 19,  2014 meeting with the following amendment. 

Amendment: 
On page 4 of the minutes under Board Discussion: It reads "Jacques Belanger, Surveyor, stated that the Chans own the 12.62 acre lot and were splitting off a 5.4 acre lot."  This should read "splitting off a 5.04 acre lot".   (5.04 acres was on the plan)
  Michael Guiney seconded the amended motion.  The motion passed unanimously. 

2.   Correspondence:

Alison Vallieres, Secretary, reported that she had received no correspondence to report. 

Kelly Dearborn-Luce, Planning and Zoning Department, reported as follows: 


1.  Received a communication about National Flood Safety Awareness Week - March 16-22, 
2014.  They are offering training in various subjects regarding flooding, etc.  


2.  Received a copy of the boundary plan of lot C3-5-1  along Route 13 that Mike Dalberg, 
Surveyor,  has submitted to the Registry of Deeds for recording.  The other lot shown on the 
plan appears to be incorrect or subject to a modification not yet approved by the Board.  
Have left a message for Mike Dalberg to call back but as yet have not spoken with him.  

Ken Swayze, Chairman, noted that there were some apparent discrepancies on the plan.  
Generally, this is not a big Planning Board matter unless we note confusion and questions.  
Would recommend that we are not going to forward the plan to our mapping company and 
would expect a correction at the Registry of Deeds.  


Specifically, the description on the adjoining lots does not match our current tax map.  

CONTINUED PUBLIC HEARING:  ANNA CHAN (H5-02-01) PROPOSED TWO LOT SUBDIVISION LOCATED ON GILE HILL 
ROAD 
(OFF GRAPEVINE ROAD) IN THE LOW DENSITY RESIDENTIAL DISTRICT IN DUNBARTON, NH


Kelly Dearborn-Luce, Planning and Zoning Department, presented a Status Report on the Anna Chan Proposed Subdivision.  (attached)

It was noted that minor administrative items will be corrected on the final plan prior to filing. 
Kenneth Swayze, Chairman, opened the Public Hearing for the Anna Chan Proposed two lot subdivision located on Gile Hill Road.  

There were no abutters present.  

Comments from the Board and Town Officials: 
Jeff Crosby, Road Agent, stated he would like to make sure there was an adequate turnaround  and that the public did not park vehicles in the turnaround area.  It makes it difficult for the snowplow to turn around, etc.  Would like to see this note on the final plan.   The Chans will get together with Jeff Crosby, Road Agent, and coordinate.  

There being no further comments, the Public Hearing was closed by the Chairman. 

Discussion re Exaction Fee:

At this point in the meeting, Michael Guiney stated he would like Mr. Chan to know that if the $4,000 Exaction fee was not used for Capital Road Improvements within six years, it will be refunded to the Chans.  

Kenneth Swayze, Chairman, noted that the $4,000 Exaction Fee is required at the time that a Building Permit is issued.  The Exaction Fee is $4,000  per lot assessment to cover necessary Capital Road Improvements.  It was noted that the fee would be paid by the new/current owner(s) of the lot, and not necessarily Mr. Chan.
Jeff Crosby, Road Agent, stated that in the beginning,  Gile Hill Road accessing the Chan's property was only one lane wide.  It was necessary to widen the road accordingly for traffic to be able to pass.  This is the reason for the Exaction Fee.   He stated the Exaction Fee can only be used for Capital Improvements.  This road would need these improvements  because of increased usage.  The six years applies from the time the fee is paid.  If the money is not expended after six years, they will get their money back.  
The Exaction Fee was based on the total number of potential lots along Gile Hill Road and a cost assigned of $4,000 per lot as they are developed.    There is no fee assigned to the parent lot.  

There being no further discussion, the following motion was made: 

MOTION:
Charles "Chuck" Frost made a motion to approve the proposed subdivision of Anna Chan of Tax Lot H5-02-01 consisting of a two (2) lot subdivision on 12.62 acres, located at 71 Gile Hill Road in the Low Density (5 acre) District. 

Subject to the following conditions: 
1.  Submittal of a final, technically accurate, and graphically correct plan-set in full compliance with all current subdivision regulations and incorporating any and all additional requirements established during deliberations with the Board. (Including all Planning Board minutes, reports, and deliberative decisions.)
2.  Approval and receipt of all other required local, State and Federal permits.  There shall be no change(s) to the base plan(s) without re-consultation with the Board, as a result of such other permit approvals. 

3.  Payment of all fees and costs associated with the Dunbarton Planning Board application process. 

4.  That all specified work and improvements at the site, as specified by the Land Subdivision Regulations, be completed prior to the signing and filing of the Mylar (i.e. all survey monumentation and related); or a surety be posted in favor of the Town, in an amount adequate to complete such work as required.  

5.  Preparation, submittal, and filing of all Deeds, legal instruments, and/or documents required or intended to be filed at the Merrimack County Registry of Deeds; in such content and form acceptable to the Town.  

6.  That an Exaction fee be assessed in the amount of $4,000 per new residential lot to account for the recognized need for incremental construction improvements on the Class V (lower) section of Gile Hill Road necessitated by the increased use to be generated by this proposal.  (To be assessed at the issuance on building permit(s).  

7.  That there be a provision on the plan allowing for off-road parking at the upper end of Gile Hill Road to allow room for the Town Maintenance vehicles to turn around.  There will be no parking allowed in the turn around.  

The motion was seconded by Michael Guiney.  The motion passed unanimously. 

There being no further business, the meeting adjourned with the  following motion:
