Ken Swayze, Chairman, called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. with a 7 member Planning Board present.  He noted for the record that all members present would be voting members. 

Ken Swayze noted there were two new members on the Planning Board i.e. Brian Pike, the Selectmen's Representative and Jeff Crosby, Alternate

Ken Swayze, Chairman, confirmed with the Secretary that the meeting had been posted in two public places throughout the Town, and put on the Dunbarton Town Web Site.   Certified mail notices had also been mailed to abutters for the Brown Proposed Lot Line Adjustment.

Michael Guiney made a motion to approve the previous Planning Board Meeting minutes of Wednesday, March 19, 2014 as written.  George Holt seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.

At this point in the meeting, Ken Swayze, Chairman, welcomed Brian Pike, newly 
appointed member of the Planning Board representing the Board of Selectmen.  He stated 
that the Selectmen's representative would be keeping the Planning Board informed of any 
upcoming items from the Board of Selectmen's Office relating to the Planning Board. 


Brian Pike, Selectman, stated that he did not have anything to report from the Board of 
Selectmen's Office at this time.

CHARLES C BROWN REVOCABLE TRUST 1994 (C3-05-01)   AND JOHN C. BROWN  
(C3-05-02) PROPOSED LOT LINE ADJUSTMENT LOCATED OFF ROUTE 13 SOUTH 
IN THE LOW DENSITY DISTRICT IN DUNBARTON, NH 
At this point in the meeting, a Status Report for the John C. Brown and Charles C. Brown Proposed Lot Line Adjustment was presented to the Planning Board members.  (attached) 
Ken Swayze, Chairman, stated that at this point in the meeting, the Planning Board will determine whether the application is complete.  

Alison Vallieres stated that based on the information in the Status Report and the informal legal opinion from LGC, she would not accept the application as complete at this time.  
George Holt, Co-Chairman, also stated he felt the application was not complete due to the fact that it does not agree with the Dunbarton Tax Map.  There appears to be other discrepancies on the plan. 

Jeff Crosby stated that he did not have any comments on the plan one way or the other. 

Charles Frost stated that this plan conflicts with the 2004 Plan which was submitted as well as the Dunbarton Tax Map.  This plan needs to address the 2004 plan which has been filed at the Registry. 

Brian Pike stated he agreed with Charles Frost.  This plan needs to address the 2004 plan, etc. 

Action on Waivers:

At this point, Ken Swayze, Chairman, noted for the record that there are four waivers requested.  He would make a motion as follows: 


MOTION: 


Ken Swayze, Chairman, made a motion to approve the request for waivers :  test pit, soil log 
results, 4,000 square foot septic receiving area, contours and soil types.  The motion was 
seconded and passed unanimously.  

Based on  information submitted, the following motion was made: 


MOTION: 


George Holt made a motion that the Dunbarton Planning Board deny the acceptance of the 
application of the Charles C. Brown Revocable Trust 1994 (C3-05-01) and John C Brown (c3-
05-2) Proposed 
Lot Line Adjustment located off Route 13 South in the Low Density District in 
Dunbarton, NH.  Charles "Chuck" Frost seconded the motion. 
 
The motion passed unanimously. 

Board Discussion with applicant regarding the denied acceptance of application.
Mike Dalberg, Surveyor, stated he had gone over this with Kelly Dearborn-Luce.  Dena Brown is not the legal owner.  John Brown still owns Parcel A.  He never conveyed or wrote a deed to Dena Brown. Therefore, Dena Brown does not own it.   Stated that Dunbarton is the only town that does not get a monthly report from Merrimack County on deeds.  

Ken Swayze stated that the Town of Dunbarton, does in fact, get this regular reports from Merrimack Count and it doesn't matter anyway. 

George Holt stated that Mike Dalberg needs to recognize and present the history of this Lot Line Adjustment and how the approved 2004 Lot Line Adjustment applies or does not apply to this one.  The Town of Dunbarton filed the Plan in 2004 for the Lot Line Adjustment in good faith.  This needs to be worked out prior to the Planning Board accepting another Lot Line Adjustment.  You need to incorporate the history of these parcels and then proceed with the plan.  Not one person was able to figure out the plan.  

No place on the application does it explain the history of these parcels.  There was an approved Lot Line Adjustment in 2004.  
Mike Dalberg, Surveyor, asked if he could ask the Board to reconsider their vote of their denial of the application.

The Planning Board noted he needs to redo the application so it is clear.  This Board acted on a Plan in 2004.  You have to address this fact and explain it.  
The Planning Board was not receptive to reconsidering their denial of the application.  

It was noted that a new application must be in the hands of the Planning Department no later than 30 days prior to the next meeting which is scheduled for May 21, 2014.  This would mean that the new application must be filed no later than Monday, April 21, 2014. 

Mike Dalberg, Surveyor, stated that this would be very difficult for him because this was Holy Week and he had family commitments for Easter, etc.  

General Board Discussion re the application:
Ken Swayze, Chairman, stated that we need the two parties to say that the previously approved 2004 Lot Line Adjustment has been withdrawn, amended, re-done or otherwise.  
Alison Vallieres, Secretary, stated that there was a problem with one of the address labels.  She stated that the correct address is on the plan but the wrong address is on the labels that were submitted.  She stated she had changed the label but in the new application, the label should be corrected.  She noted that the abutter was Eleanor Swindlehurst.    The Concord post office address had been closed for several years.  
The Planning Board reached a consensus that they would waive the fees with the exception of the abutters mailing costs for the new application.

At this point, Ken Swayze, Chairman, noted for the record that there are four waivers requested.  He would make a motion as follows:

Ken Swayze, Chairman, made a motion that the approved request for waivers would carry forward to a revised application  test pit, soil log results, 4,000 square foot septic receiving area, contours and soil types).  The motion was seconded and passed unanimously.  
Ken Swayze noted that the approval of the request for the waivers is part of the record.  

Ken Swayze, Chairman, noted for the record that all other information that has been given this evening is non-binding.
