Ken Swayze, Chairman, called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. with a 6 member Planning Board present.  He noted for the record that the Planning Board had a quorum for this evening's meeting, and all members would be voting.   

Ken Swayze, Chairman, confirmed with the Secretary that the meeting had been posted in two public places throughout the Town,  and put on the Dunbarton Town Web Site.

B.     Approval of previous meeting minutes:  Wednesday, May 20, 2015

MOTION: 

Jeff Crosby made a motion that the minutes from the previous meeting of Wednesday, May 20, 2015 be approved as written.  Charles "Chuck" Frost seconded the motion

The following amendments were made to the minutes:

Brian Pike stated that on page 2 first paragraph which he stated he had attended the Transitions Session it should be changed to read "Profile Session through the University of New Hampshire Cooperative Extension". 

Charles Frost stated that on page 2 the paragraph regarding John Stark Byway Signs, the size of the signs should be 24" x 24" instead of 24' x 24".  

Steve Laurin stated that on page 2 under Planning and Zoning Department Report - Stephen Laurin, first paragraph should read "There was one new home permit." 

The minutes were approved unanimously as amended above.  

C.     Correspondence from the Secretary

Alison Vallieres, Secretary, reported that she had received no correspondence to report to the Planning Board. 

At this point in the meeting, Ken Swayze, Chairman, reported that he had been copied regarding some special events in town.  

He also noted there is a Hazard Mitigation Meeting scheduled for Friday, at 9:00 a.m. at the Police Station.  This is a meeting with Stephanie Alexander, Central Regional Planning Commission.  
Jeff Crosby noted there is no impact for Dunbarton.  It involves Harry Brook on Black Brook Road.  Harry Brook is part of the Piscataquag Watershed.  

D.     Selectmen's Report - Brian Pike

Brian Pike, Selectman, reported that the Selectmen had received a request from Kapou Theatre group regarding using the upper Town Hall.  They are presently using the Koerber's property this summer for some sort of retreat.  They are having classes in their new building.  From the e-mail they have been doing it for a while.  Tom Groleau, Selectman, asked if this use would require any type of permits.  Selectmen have brought this matter to the attention of the Building Department. 

Reported that the Board of Selectmen have approved the 911 maps for Phase I at the last Selectmen's Meeting.  There were no major changes.  Phase II will involve ten pages of recommendations.  

Noted that at a recent Selectmen's Seminar, it was suggested that the Board of Selectmen should be adopting bylaws and rules.  In view of this fact, he asked if the Planning Board had bylaws and rules.  

Ken Swayze, Chairman, noted that the Planning Board did not have rules of procedures in place.  The Planning Board is regulated by the RSA's.  Some Planning Boards have procedures which are in violation of the RSA's. 

Brian Pike reported that the Board of Selectmen had recently appointed an Alternate to the Zoning Board of Adjustment.  At that time, the question came up as to how many members should the Planning Board have.  It was noted there were six appointed members at this time.  It was suggested that the Planning Board consist of seven members.  

Reported that the CIP was progressing.  There is a meeting scheduled for Tuesday, June 23, 215.  CIP Application forms have been distributed.  We are giving plenty of time to get requests back to the Committee.    

E.      Planning and Zoning Department Report - Stephen Laurin

Steve Laurin reported that the Planning and Zoning Department worked on the 911 mapping and suggestions from Emergency Services were received.  A copy was given to Town Administrator.  They have GPS located the actual location of the structure.  In the past, they only located the point where the driveway met the public way.  

Received an inquiry from a couple of people regarding new houses.  The total number of houses was six.  Five houses were located at Zachary Drive and there was one other proposed house.  

There is a webinar scheduled for July 1, 2015 regarding Federal Laws.  Will get more information.

There are no new Planning Board applications at this time.  It was noted the Planning Board gave the Cote & Sciere Open Space Subdivision a 90 day extension last month.

OTHER BUSINESS:

	Planning Board discussion of general housekeeping/clarification changes in Zoning Ordinance.

At this point in the meeting, Ken Swayze, Chairman, stated that he would turn the discussion over to Alison Vallieres, Secretary, who had prepared a list of proposed changes to the Zoning Ordinance.  

Alison Vallieres explained that there were considerable clerical changes which needed to be made.  It was noted that the Certified Copy of the Zoning Ordinance which the Town Clerk has on file does not have the Zoning District map attached.  In addition, Steve Laurin stated that the Town Clerk's copy did not have the appropriate footnotes concerning the Table of Uses.  He noted there are four or six different versions of the ordinance of the electronic version.  Copies of the Ordinance as appears on the website were distributed to members.  

Alison Vallieres noted that it was difficult to follow because different versions of the Ordinance had different numbers, etc.  

After considerable discussion, it was decided that the Planning Board must get a corrected Certified Copy to the Town Clerk before we can start changing other things in the Zoning Ordinance.  

Steve Laurin and Alison Vallieres will working on getting this done prior to the next meeting to be held on July 15, 2015

The following items are some of the clerical corrections which should be corrected prior to starting on other changes:  

1. Table of Contents page numbers are incorrect.  Should be corrected starting at page 14, Large Lot Zoning.  In addition, the Table of Contents is in the wrong order.  Should be corrected to reflect correct numbers, etc.  

2.  Page 12 – Table of Uses

3.    Page 14 - Include the following foot note numbers where they have been omitted. 

(13)  Must require Site Plan Review by the Dunbarton Planning Board.  (Amended March 11, 2003 Town Meeting)****

(14)  Reserved for future foot note.

(16)  Each Accessory Dwelling Unit must conform to all of the following:

4.  Page 15 – Correction – Change (10) Formal Workforce Housing Applications shall be permitted……. To (17) Formal Workforce Housing Applications shall be permitted……..

5. Page 18 - a.  Use Regulations - Correction - Change 7. Structures Per Lot - Change Article 10: Multi-Family Residential Housing District to Article 9. Multi-Family Residential Housing District. 

6.  Page 26 – WETLANDS CONSERVATION DISTRICT - Correction – Change second D. Conditional Use Approval to E.  and all others i.e. F. Procedural Requirements, G.  Specific Provisions. 

7. Page 17 – Correction – Change 6. Supplemental Provisions  to read as follows: 
“The following supplemental provisions shall apply to all zoning districts within the Town.  
 At this point in the discussion, the subject of agriculture uses and thresholds was discussed.  Alison Vallieres suggested the following for a place to start.  
8.  Page 2- 8 – DEFINITIONS:

a.  Add a Definition for AGRICULTURAL PROCESSING: 
AGRICULTURAL PROCESSING – (make distinction between Agricultural Uses under “B” and ??? cooking, dehydrating, refining, bottling, canning, milling of flour, fees and grain, dairies, sorting, grading, and packaging of fruits and vegetables, slaughterhouses, and other treatment of agricultural products which changes the naturally grown product for consumer use.)
b.  Add a Definition for LIVESTOCK:

In accordance with Section 427:38, Chapter 427:

LIVESTOCK – Shall include beef and dairy cattle, steer, oxen, goats, sheep, swine, horses, mules, or other equidae, as well as domesticated strains of buffalo, bison, llama, alpacas, emus, ostriches, poultry, rabbits, yaks, elk (Cervus Canadensis), fallow deer (Dama dama), red deer (Cervus elephus), and reindeer (Rangifer tarandus) .  

c.  Add a Definition for STABLE:  We should differentiate between a private stable and a commercial stable by the following definitions:  

STABLE – A building in which horses are sheltered; may be accessory to a residential or other use or a freestanding principal use.  

		Or
STABLE, PRIVATE – A detached accessory building for the keeping of horses, mules, or ponies owned by the occupants of the premises and not kept for remuneration, hire, or sale.  

		Or

STABLE, PRIVATE - An accessory structure or land use that is designed, arranged, used, or intended to be used for the keeping of equines for the private use of the occupants of a principal dwelling and their guests, but in no event for hire. 
 
9.  Add the following Definition:  

STABLE, COMMERCIAL –  A lot that may be used for commercial riding stable open to the general public; boarding of livestock not involved with current breeding or training; training involving large groups of eight or more students; polo fields or arenas used for scheduled, public, or club events; and those uses permitted on a ranch.  No feed lot shall be permitted.  A commercial stable shall meet the provisions of the applicable zoning district and the conditions of the ordinance.  
A commercial Stable should be subject to at least a Site Plan Review and/or Special Exception. 

10.  Page 26 – WETLANDS CONSERVATION DISTRICT - Correction – Change second D. Conditional Use Approval to E. and all others i.e. F. Procedural Requirements, G.  Specific Provisions. 

a. Include Foot note (13) for Agriculture, horticulture, and floriculture to require Site Plan Review if Planning Board deems necessary based on application.

b. Include Foot note (13) for Livestock, poultry and swine to require Site Plan Review if Planning Board deems necessary based on application.

c. Include Foot note (7) for Stable to be 100 feet from the boundary.

d. Add a category to the Table of Uses under Agriculture “AGRICULTURAL PROCESSING”

e. Under AGRICULTURAL, do not allow “Agricultural Processing” in the Medium Density Zone or Village District.
Steve Laurin, Planning and Zoning Department, also submitted suggested Definitions for the following: 
AGRICULTURAL PROCESSING - (make distinction between Agricultural Uses under "B" and ???-cooking, dehydrating, refining, bottling, canning, milling of flour, feed and grain, dairies, sorting, grading, and packaging of fruits and vegetables, slaughterhouses, and other treatment of agricultural products which changes the naturally grown product for consumer use).  
AGRICULTURE (COMMERCIAL) - Any agricultural production and/or use of property of such intensity that may produce noise, dust chemical application, visual ipacs, or other potential nuisances that could adversely affect adjacent properties.  
AGRICULTURE (HOME-BASED) - The production of plants, animals and/or their products, principally for the use or consumption by the property-owner (or resident), and for sale to others where such sales are incidental to the residential use of the property.  
LIVESTOCK - Shall include but not be limited to all beef and dairy casttyle, steer, oxen, goats, sheep, swine, horses, mules or other equidae, as well as domesticated strains of buffalo, bison, llamas, alpacas, emus, ostriches, poultry, rabbits, yaks, elk (Cervus cnadensis), fallow deer (Dama dama), red deer (Cervus elephus) and reindeer (Rangifer tarandus)
[bookmark: _GoBack]In addition, he passed out Selected Excerpts from the Town of Lee, NH Zoning Ordinance regarding Agriculture, Farm and Farming. (attached)  
At this point in the meeting, Jeff Crosby stated that we should be able to get this on the Ballot for the next Town Meeting.  We should set a deadline for getting this completed.  Alison Vallieres noted that we should have something formalized no later than November 2015 in order to meet the deadline for Public Hearings, etc.  The Board reached an agreement that we would have the clerical corrections done by the July 15 Planning Board Meeting.  
Mel Chapman stated they were there to try to help get this completed.  
Alison Vallieres stated she was not against "Agriculture".  She was against having "Agriculture" with no thresholds.  
Ken Swayze, Chairman, stated he would try to arrange to have a person from the Department of Agriculture and/or the University of New Hampshire Cooperative Extension come to the Planning Board.  

There being no further business, the following motion was made:
