Ken Swayze, Chairman, called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. with a 5 member Planning Board present.  He noted for the record that all members present would be voting members. 

Ken Swayze, Chairman, confirmed with the Secretary that the meeting had been posted in two public places throughout the Town, and put on the Dunbarton Town Web Site.   

7:00 p.m. – GENERAL SESSION:

A.   General Board  Administration: 

1.   Approval of previous meeting minutes:  Wednesday, August 20, 2014

It was the consensus of those members in attendance that the meeting minutes were the general "jist" of what went on at the Wednesday, August 20, 2014 Planning Board Meeting.

The minutes were acceptable to those who were present at the August 20, 2014 meeting.

It was noted for the record that Alison Vallieres was not present at the August 20, 2014 meeting, therefore abstained from the consensus.   The minutes were taken by Stephen Laurin.   
2.  At this point in the meeting, Charles Frost stated that the July 16, 2014 Planning Board Minutes had not been approved at the last meeting.  It was decided to vote on the July 16, 2014 meeting minutes at the next meeting to be held on October 15, 2014.  

It was noted for the record that the July 16, 2014 Planning Board Minutes had been taken by George Holt, Co-Chairman.  

B. Correspondence:
Alison Vallieres, Secretary, reported that she had received no correspondence to report. 

C.  Selectmen's Report:

None

Kenneth Swayze, Chairman, noted for the record that the Planning and Zoning Department had received an application and five (5) copies of plans for the Cote/Sciere  Open Space Proposal.  One of these plans will be made available for public review at the Town Office.  Members of the Planning Board can review  the plans at the Town Offices.    This application will be on the October 15, 2014 Planning Board Agenda.

There was considerable discussion regarding having digital plans available.  George Holt prefers digital plans forwarded to him in lieu of his coming to the Town Offices to review them.   

Stephen Laurin suggested that some towns send 11" x 17" plans to abutters along with the Public Notice. It was noted that we had done this in the past.  In the past few years, the applicant was not submitting the 11" x 17" copies for mailing.  Members of the Planning Board  could also receive an 11" x 17" copy of the plan.  It was suggested that the 11" x 17" plans are more difficult to read.   In the past few years, the applicant has not been submitting the 11" x 17" copies for mailing.  

Updating Applications:

Stephen Laurin noted that the application for Subdivisions, Lot Line Adjustments, and Site Plan Review could be revised.  

Ken Swayze, Chairman, suggested that Stephen Laurin make any necessary corrections to the applications and report back to the Planning Board with any changes.  The Planning Board has the authority to approve changes to the application forms.  It was also noted that the application needs to be included within the Subdivision Regulations, etc.  There is also a checklist which must be included with the application.  

Deadlines:

Presently, the deadline for applications for Subdivisions, Lot Line Adjustments and Site Plan Review is 30 days prior to the next meeting.  An existing application already in process, has twenty days from the next meeting to submit additional information, etc. as requested by the Planning Board.  
Ken Swayze noted the Planning Board might want to adjust these deadlines.  

CIP:
CIP Contract with Central New Hampshire Regional Planning Commission:

It was reported that Stephanie Alexander, Central New Hampshire Regional Planning Commission, has written an e-mail requesting that the Dunbarton Planning Board approve and sign the CIP contract with Central New Hampshire Regional Planning Commission in order to make their work with the Town of Dunbarton official.  She has requested that this be an agenda item for the Planning Board. 

Based on this information, the following motion was made, seconded and passed unanimously.

Brian Pike made a motion that the Dunbarton Planning Board is in favor of allowing the CIP Committee to be formed and proceed with the CIP Sub-committee.  Jeff Crosby seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously. 

At this point, Charles Frost asked about the funding.  It was noted the funding is as follows: 


$1,500.00   Town Appropriation (already included in the 2014 budget)


$3,000.00    Central New Hampshire Regional Planning Grant


$ 4,500      Total cost

CIP Representatives:

Stephanie Alexander also requested that representatives to the CIP Committee be appointed by the Dunbarton Planning Board as discussed at the August 27, 2014 CIP Meeting.  

Ken Swayze, Chairman, noted that the Public Member, Ken Koerber, has reported that he will be unable to be the Public Member due to conflicts with meetings, etc.  The Planning Board and/or Selectmen will look for a Public Member.  Whomever it is, cannot have any other town responsibilities or be a member of another committee, etc.
It was also noted that Stephanie Alexander had  suggested that the Planning Board could add one additional Planning Board position and one additional Board of Selectmen position if desired.  The Planning Board decided not to add an additional Planning Board position or an additional Board of Selectmen position.
