1. Approval of the July 16, 2014 meeting was deferred until the next meeting
B. Correspondence  – none

C. Selectmen’s Report

Brian Pike said the Selectmen voted to make him the Selectmen’s representative on the CIP Committee.

Ken Swayze noted that the Selectmen have signed the CIP contract with Central NH Regional Planning Commission (CNHRPC), and that he has the contract to present to the Planning Board for signing at its next meeting. The Town’s cost for the contract is $1,500, with the other $1,500 coming from money raised by others on behalf of the Town. He added that the CIP Committee will be meeting every two weeks until the CIP is completed in January.
OLD BUSINESS:

Receipt and acceptance of new application by the Dunbarton Planning Board–None.

OTHER BUSINESS:
Cote and Scire Real Estate (H4-02-10) – Conceptual Discussion of a 3-lot Open Space Subdivision off Grapevine Road, with notice to abutters.
Ken Swayze reiterated that this is a conceptual discussion per NHRSA 676:4 and that there is no binding status to the discussions.
Jacques Belanger provided a brief history of the conventional subdivision for this property, known as Country Woods, that was approved by the Planning Board in 2004. Ted Johnson owned the property at that time. Mr. Belanger said he designed the road, to be named Natalie Drive, which would serve 4 lots. He explained that for this proposed Open Space plan it would be a private drive with a cul-de-sac serving 3 lots. The drive would have a maximum grade of 10%. He added that there is 493’ of frontage on Grapevine Road. They will need state subdivision approval, but no wetlands permits would be necessary.
In response to a question from Jeff Crosby, Mr. Belanger said extra width on Grapevine Road was deeded to the Town as part of the Country Woods approval. Mr. Belanger verified for Jeff Crosby that no Town maintenance would be required for the drive, and that this plan would supersede the Country Woods plan. Mr. Belanger noted that the Open Space Ordinance provides for a 100’ building setback from abutters.
Ken Swayze opened the floor to the public for comment.

Charles and Sandra Morin, 218 Grapevine Road, were both concerned with the type of buffer between the houses and their property. Mr. Swayze said the ordinance does not specify the type of buffer for the 100’ setback. He said the Association for the Open Space development could agree to cut trees.
Jeff Cate said he is the new property owner at 220 Grapevine Road and did not receive an abutter notice of the meeting.
Jeff Crosby requested that the road/driveway width be shown on the final plan. Discussion ensued regarding the preferred width of the driveway. The Board suggested that Mr. Belanger discuss the driveway width with the Fire Chief and to get his approval for the proposed width.
Jacques Belanger responded to the comments in George Holt’s E-mail dated August 20, 2014 regarding: test pits; stormwater management design; homeowner association-maintenance agreement for stormwater control devices; legal documents for ownership of driveway and open space; identification on the ground of wetland conservation district boundaries on individual lots; addition of a note on the plan that the open space portion cannot be subdivided or developed.
The Board had no further comments.
