Ted Vallieres, Chairman, called the regular Selectmen's meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. with a full Board of Selectmen present along with Line Comeau, Town Administrator, and Alison Vallieres, Recording Secretary. 

Approval of Minutes of Thursday,  May 1,  2014 Regular Meeting:


MOTION:


Brian Pike made a motion to approve the Thursday, May 1, 2014 Regular Meeting of the Board of 
Selectmen as written.  Travis James seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously. 

Approval of Minutes of Thursday, May 1, 2014 Non-Public Executive Meeting:

MOTION:


Brian Pike made a motion to postpone the approval of the Thursday, May 1, 2014 Non-Public Executive 
Meeting until next meeting.  Travis James seconded the motion. The motion passed unanimously. 

At this point in the meeting, Ted Vallieres, Chairman, opened the Public Hearing for Legache Hill Road, Gates and Bars.  
 7:05 p.m. - PUBLIC HEARING - LEGACHE HILL ROAD, GATES and BARS per RSA 229:5 VII:


At this point in the Public Hearing, Ted Vallieres, Chairman, turned the Public Hearing over to Brett 
St. Clair.  Brett St. Clair, Chairman, Conservation Commission, explained the reasons for the Public 
Hearing as follows: 


1.  Noted that basically what we would like to do and we are not going to be able to decide tonight is 
convert Legache Hill Road to the west of Kimball Pond Road to a Trail.

2.  Stated this is presently a Class VI road which runs up to Rangeway Road.  Rangeway Road is 
basically a public Class V road until a certain point.  


3.  Don't think that road has been maintained on a regular basis for more than 10-20 years.  


4.  The land on both sides of Legache Hill Road is owned by the Town of Dunbarton, Conservation 
Commission Area.  


5.  You basically cannot drive down that road unless you have a  four wheel drive to get up to 
Rangeway Road.  


6.  Since we have owned this property, we have had trouble with people not respecting the area.  


7.  Have shown the BOS pictures last year of dumping, etc.  


8.  At one time, Jeff Crosby, Road Agent, put in large rocks and someone managed to move them and 
dumped all the debris into Kimball Pond.  There are a lot of TV's, and other electronics dumped in 
the area.  Also had shingles dumped there.  We just cannot control it.  


9.  Would like to put in a Warrant Article next Town Meeting to ask the Town to install gates where 
it intersects Kimball Pond Road and convert it to a mobile trail and not a road.  


10.  Currently because the road has not been maintained, we could install gates but we cannot lock 
them.  


11.  Will ask the Selectmen if we could put the gates in and be unlocked.  


12.  Will request a Warrant Article next Town Meeting, and in the interim would like to have it gated 
but not locked.  


13.  Noted that because of Federal Funding for the property, it would still be open to snowmobiles. 


Ted Vallieres, Chairman, noted that through research, found that in 1953 a Warrant Article was 
passed at Town Meeting to close Legache Hill Road with Gates and Bars.  Therefore, we already 
have permission to do this.  


14.  The only time you can totally close the road and lock the gates, would be if it is totally 
discontinued  and declared a Class A and Class B trail.  You still have to let the public use in.  


15.  If someone is planning on dumping stuff, it is not going to stop them.  Even locking the gates 
would not solve the problem.  


Public Comment:


Jeff Crosby, Road Agent, noted that the Town has never had an issue with people getting in with a 
locked gate at our gravel pit.  


Brett St. Clair stated they would be going ahead with the Gates and Bars but not lock them.  This is a 
Conservation Area.  People can still walk in.  The Conservation Commission will pay for the 
installation of the gates.  

Jeff Crosby, Road Agent, stated that it says "No maintenance for five years".  The Town is not 
allowed to expend any money on a Class VI road.  You can't use taxpayers money to maintain the 
road.  I don't know how you can do that.  Noted that as a Road Agent, he did not feel we should 
discontinue any of our roads.  Used the example of Stillwater property where the road is now 
impassable.  


Brett St. Clair noted they would still be maintaining the road as a fire access road.  You can still 
maintain municipal trails.  


Ted Vallieres noted that by making it a trail, you still can't lock the gates.  


Ron Jarvis noted they do a similar thing at the Kuncanowet trail which is 1.3 miles long.  We keep 
that trail cleaned out.  Am sure you could do a similar thing with Legache.  We are already doing it 
now.  


Bob Martel stated you can't drive around that road any more.  It is pretty well washed out with the 
rains in the past.  


Jon Wiggin, Fire Chief - Stated he lives on Rangeway Road.  Three jeeps came up there.  The four 
wheelers run by my house on weekends.  Am all for restricting it as much as possible.  We need to 
maintain it for fire access.  Have had maybe six fires down there.  They have camp fires all the time.  

Would get a call every weekend that there was a fire on Kimball Pond.  If you decide to gate it and 
lock it, give the Fire Department a key to the gate.  

There being no further public comments, the Public Hearing was closed at 7:20 p.m. 

The regular Board of Selectmen's Meeting was reconvened at 7:20 p.m. 

Ted Vallieres, Chairman, noted that the next Public Hearing on Roads was scheduled for 7:30 p.m., therefore the Board of Selectmen would conduct general business until that time.  

NEW BUSINESS: 


Line Comeau, Town Administrator, brought up the following  items for discussion and/or action by 
the Board of Selectmen: 


Tax Collector - Waiving of Fees less than $5.00 


Tax Collector requests Board of Selectmen and the Board of Assessor to grant her the authority to 
waive charges less than $5.00 in accordance with RSA 76:13.  


MOTION: 


Brian Pike made a motion to approve the request of the Tax Collector to waive fees less than $5.00 in 
accordance with RSA 76:13.  Ted Vallieres  seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.  
 


Policy re Release of Accounts Payable and Payroll Checks:

Presented the revised Policy regarding release of Accounts Payable and Payroll Checks with the 
addition of clause relating to payroll, etc.

Brian Pike made a motion that the Dunbarton Board of Selectmen accept the revised Policy as 
presented this evening regarding Release of Accounts Payable and Payroll Checks as written.

7:30 P.M. - PUBLIC HEARNG:  VARIOUS ROAD PROJECTS FOR 2014

Ted Vallieres, Chairman, opened the Public Hearing on Road Projects and immediately turned it 
over to Jeff Crosby, Road Agent.


Jeff Crosby, Road Agent, noted the Highway Department would be doing the following during the 
year  2014. 



1.  Maintaining culverts



2.  Brush and tree cutting



3.  Crack sealing



4.  Ditch and shoulder work, will concentrate on Grapevine and Ray Road


5.  Our road beds are quite narrow.  Water is a problem.



6.  Brush is an issue for pedestrian.  With cars coming, it gives the pedestrians a sense of 



security.



Major Projects: 


1.  Flintlock Farm Road - will be grinding up 2600 feet of road and add more gravel.  Road 


was built in 1987 era when Town was just starting to incorporate road specifications.  


2.  Holmes Road Intersection onto Route 13



3.  Armand's Way - Last year we ground up and put a base coat on.  Need to put the final 


coat of asphalt.



4.  Montalona Road intersection - Need the final coat of asphalt. 



5.  Town Office Parking Lot - Need the final coat of asphalt. 



6.  Stark Bridge - Waiting to get the permit.  DES are doing a hydraulics study.  


Public Comment: 

Jon Wiggin, Fire Chief, asked about the intersection of Black Brook Road where it meets Route 13.  


Jeff Crosby noted that the landowner who the Town was hoping would donate land had moved and 
there are new owners now.  Gregg Scarlet had agreed to pay the Town $2,500 for engineering but 
this would not happen until such time as the land and his project started.  Do not feel that this will


be happening in the near future. 


Mike Guiney - Stated that Kelsey Road needs to be widened.  Two cars can barely pass without 
hitting each other.  In addition, you need to build a new turn around for snow plowing, etc.  Stated he 
told the town they could no longer turn around at his barn.  He would allow them to go in front of his 
house with the town plow.  He stated the Town has a right of way from in front of his house to the 
Goffstown Town Line.  Research has already been done.  


Jeff Crosby, Road Agent, stated that the Town of Dunbarton needs to have a written right of way 
from Mike Guiney allowing the Town to plow in front of Mike Guiney's home in the event the 
property is ever sold and there is a new owner that would not agree to this.  

After a long discussion, the Board of Selectmen decided that they would meet with Mike Guiney and 
the Road Agent to discuss how this could come about.  

Letter from Phyllis Biron re interestion at Black Brook Road and Tibbetts Hill Road

Ted Vallieres, Chairman, read a letter from Phyllis Biron re the intersection of Black Brook Road 
and Tibbetts Hill Road into the record as follows:

After talking with several other Dunbarton residents, I am not



the only one who has to pull out into the left lane and then pull to 



the right, or actually pull out into Black Brook Rd. to see if traffic



is coming.  I have seen trucks do the same thing trying to see.



Granted there is a culvert there, but the road could (SHOULD)



be straightened out and the culvert extended. 



Please consider this before there is a serious accident.

Jeff Crosby, Road Agent, stated he felt that this intersection was  all within the Town of Goffstown 
and Dunbarton could not do any maintenance, etc.  on this portion of the intersection. 

 
The Board of Selectmen recommended that they refer the letter to the Traffic Safety Committee in 
Goffstown.  They asked Line Comeau, Town Administrator, to follow up on this with the Town of 
Goffstown.

There being no further public comment, the Public Hearing was closed at 8:00 p.m.  

The regular meeting of the Dunbarton Board of Selectmen resumed at 8:00 p.m.

DEPARTMENTS: 


Jon Wiggin, Fire Department:

Jon Wiggin, Fire Chief, appeared before the Board of Selectmen and noted that they needed to 
service the generators.  He has had difficulty in obtaining quotes in order to go ahead with the Power 
Generator Company of which he has received a quote.  Have had Powers Generator in the past and 
they have been very responsive to our needs unlike the previous companies.  He would like 
permission to stay with Powers Generator. 


Board of Selectmen reached a consensus to have him complete the section of the Quotes  form that he 
has contacted other companies and cannot get a response.  The total cost is $885 for the services.  He


was advised to go ahead with contracting with Powers Generator.  


Patrick Bowne, Transfer Station Manager: 

Patrick Bowne, Transfer Station Manager, appeared before the Board and brought up the following 
items/issues for discussion: 


1.  Have been meeting with the School Board and working on a recycling program with the Head 
Principal and Dan VanKalken.  A vendor  (Northcoast) will put up bins for rags and clothes, etc. , 
one at the school and one at the Transfer Station.  Need to get permission to put it at the School.  
Will pay $.05/lb. for rags.  Would like to see the $.05/lb. be earmarked for a program for the 
school.  
Residents are going to give them old clothes, etc.  We will not have to sort and weigh them.  There 
will be two bins to come in and take care of them.  Depends on the Board of Selectmen.  We are not 
talking about a lot of money, only $400 - $500/year.  This money will not be going back to the revenue 
account.  This will be a program for the kids.  We don't have to pay any shipping.  Couple of 
different ideas, i.e. playground equipment or other programs within the school that all the children 
would benefit from.  


Jon Wiggin, Fire Chief, asked if they were to be metal bins.  There have been issues with fires being 
started in these bins in other locations.  It should be located as far away from the building as possible.  
In addition, it should be out of the way for snow plowing.  


Board of Selectmen reached a consensus that it would be a good program to institute and to go ahead 
with it.  

2.  Reported there is a dead tree in front of the Transfer Station that should be removed.  It is right 
up next to the fence.  It is probably in the State Right of Way. 


Jeff Crosby, Road Agent, reported that he has not had a lot of luck in getting the State to remove 
trees within the State ROW.  


3.  Last Coop Meeting, it was noted they will start dissolving funds this June or July.  We might 
receive something.  


The City of Franklin wants to continue having towns pay the host fee after the land fill is closed. 


4.  Have been working with Unifirst Uniform Company for the past 5 months.  Finally have a 
contract with them.  This will give the Transfer Station and the Highway Department high visibility 
uniforms.  It is a three year contract.  Last year's was for five years.  This will be the same contract 
as we have now.  There will be no increase until September 20, 2015.  

It was noted that in years past, the Board of Selectmen gave Patrick Bowne the authority to sign but 
he brought it to the Selectmen this year.  


MOTION:  




Brian Pike made a motion that the Dunbarton Board of Selectmen authorize Patrick Bowne to sign 
as the Contract Administrator for the uniform contract.  Travis James seconded the motion.  The 
motion passed unanimously.  

5.  Have checked with two vendors regarding electronics.  Have called NRRA four times trying to get 
a price.  Have called two companies.  Price is $785/dumpster up from $650.  North Coast Services is 
currently doing it.  Would like to go with this company.  The less hazmat material I have the better.  


They will take broken fluorescent bulbs whereas the other company won't.  


The Board of Selectmen reached a consensus that they did not have a problem with Patrick Bowne 
making arrangements with the new company.  There are no agreements or contracts in place.  

6.  Recycling Tires - Have received prices from NRRA for $3.  to recycle tires.  The new company 
charges $1 tire and come to NH every Tuesday.  Mr. Gee's referred him to me.  Most are passenger 
tires.   Can no longer throw any tires into the compactor.


Jeff Crosby asked if this meant that residents are paying for disposing of tires twice, once when they 
pay for disposal and again when their tax dollars pay to take them away? 


7.  Asked about slabs that were left from the wood cutting project that the Town Forest Committee 
did for the Dunbarton Historical Society.  


Ted Vallieres stated that he had originally thought that possibly Ralph Fellbaum would be interested 
in the slabs for his maple sugaring.  Ralph has been very helpful to the Town in bringing his Lull up 
and climbing up on the roof of the Town Hall, taking pictures of the damaged roof tiles, etc.  


Jeff Crosby, Town Forest Committee, stated that he never said that the slabs were the property of 
the Historical Society.  They belong to the Town Forest Committee and not the Historical Society.  


Patrick Bowne, Transfer Station, will put a sign by the slabs that says "Free for the taking".

LINDA LANDRY, TOWN CLERK: 


Linda Landry, Town Clerk, presented a letter regarding the Website.  She stated she wanted it read 
into the record of the minutes of the meeting.  
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DAN SKLUT, POLICE CHIEF: 

Dan Sklut, Police Chief, appeared before the Board of Selectmen to discuss the Police Budget for the 
part-time officers.  He presented spread sheets of Part-Time Officer Hours along with possible 
reductions and Steps to Reduce the Part-time hours. 

JEFF CROSBY, ROAD AGENT: 


Jeff Crosby, Road Agent, presented a quote from Advanced Excavating and Paving for  2014 Paving 
Prices as follows: 


They would be willing to continue the present working relationship by signing an agreement to pave 
for the Town of Dunbarton in 2014 honoring prices quoted in 2013.  


2014 Paving Prices: 


Machine method pave - $71.38/per ton (includes keycuts and tack coat)


Hand method pave (if needed) 


$115.00/per ton


Pricing in place based on current NHDOT posting for liquid asphalt.  Adjustment to be made if 
required based on NHDOT Road and Bridge Specification.  Current posting for January is $622.50


Noted that last year we received three major bids, Advanced Excavating and Paving, Brox and Pike.  


The Board of Selectmen reached a consensus to extend the contract with Advanced Excavating and 
Paving for the year 2014 at the same quote as the previous year.  
PATRICK BOWNE, TRANSFER STATION: 

Patrick Bowne, Transfer Station Manager, asked if the fuel setup for purchasing fuel through the 
State of New Hampshire had been set up yet.  Brian Pike stated that as soon as the paperwork was 
completed, it would be ready.  

At this point in the meeting, Dan Sklut, Police Chief, stated that he felt that the budget discussion re patrolmen hours should be discussed in a Non-Public Session.  Based on this, the following motion was made:
