Ted Vallieres, Chairman, called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. with a full Board of Selectmen present along with Recording Secretary Alison Vallieres. 

Approval of Previous Meeting Minutes - Thursday, May 22, 2014: 

MOTION:

Travis James made a motion that the Dunbarton Board of Selectmen approve the minutes of the previous meeting of Thursday, May 15, 2014 with the following amendment:  


Page 3 - Brian Pike's comment under item 4 should read as follows:   instead of don't , it should be 
changed to doesn't. 

 
"Brian Pike stated he understands the need for the renovation but don't doesn't agree to sending the 
Bid out to the public the way it presently is."   

Brian Pike seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.

Travis James made a motion that the Dunbarton Board of Selectmen approve the Non-Public Executive Meeting of Thursday, May 15, 2014 as written.  Brian Pike seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously. 

OLD BUSINESS: 
Fire Department Renovation Bid Proposal: 

Ted Vallieres, Chairman, asked Brian Pike, Selectman, if he had been able to work on the update for the Fire Station Renovation Bid Proposal. 

Brian Pike stated that he had not been able to complete the revised bid proposal this week.  Would plan to have it ready by next week's meeting. 

Kyle Parker Memo re Comments on Bid Proposal:
Travis James suggested that the Board of Selectmen should consider writing a letter of apology to Kyle Parker, Building Inspector, regarding his comments on the Fire Department Bid Proposal.  

Ted Vallieres, Chairman, stated he did not feel this was necessary at this time. 

The Board of Selectmen reached a majority consensus that a response to the e-mail will be sent to Kyle Parker, Building Inspector, by Travis James, Selectman.  

Comments from the Public:
Fred Mullen re Chicken Barbecue Sign:

Fred Mullen stated that he and Patrick Bowne have been working on the Firemen's Chicken Barbecue since 1974.  We used to put the sign down in front of the Transfer Station.  Once the gate is closed, no one sees the sign.  We have been doing that for two or three years.  Wanted to clear the record regarding the moving of the sign.  
Fred Mullen stated that after reading the minutes of the previous Selectmen's Meeting, he felt that Patrick Bowne was being maligned regarding moving the Chicken Barbecue sign.  
Ted Vallieres noted that possibly Patrick Bowne should have called whoever put the sign up prior to moving it, etc. 
Jon Wiggin, Fire Chief, stated that the Committee for the Chicken Barbecue puts up the signs where they want them.  The Committee felt that was where they get the most exposure.  We do not sell a lot of tickets to out-of-town people.  

Patrick Bowne, Transfer Station Manager:
Patrick Bowne, Transfer Station Manager, stated that recently a resident of the Town who is a building contractor brought in 800 florescent light bulbs for disposal.  They are considered hazardous waste and the Town pays for their disposal.  The cost of disposing these bulbs would be $209.00.   Cost of disposal for florescent bulbs is $.065 per foot.  Patrick Bowne was not clear as to how he should handle this because the contractor was a town resident.  
Felt he should bring this issue to the Board of Selectmen for direction as to how to handle it.  

There was discussion about where the bulbs came from, etc.   How do we treat other similar situations when contractors bring in waste from other towns, etc. ?  Does the Transfer Station require a Building Permit showing the renovation was done within the Town of Dunbarton? 
The Board of Selectmen noted that the Transfer Station Manager has every right to ask the resident where the bulbs came from, etc.  

Leo Martel noted that contractors who live in Dunbarton could do jobs in other towns and bring the waste to Dunbarton, etc.  That is not fair to Dunbarton taxpayers who end up paying for disposal.     

The Board of Selectmen will review the Fee Schedule for the Transfer Station in the near future. 
There being no further business, the meeting adjourned with the following motion:
