Ted Vallieres, Chairman, called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. with a full Board of Selectmen present along with Line Comeau, Town Administrator, and Recording Secretary Alison Vallieres. 

Approval of Previous Meeting Minutes - Thursday, May 29, 2014: 


MOTION:


Travis James made a motion that the Dunbarton Board of Selectmen approve the minutes of the 
previous meeting of Thursday, May 15, 2014.


At this point, Brian Pike seconded the motion with the following  amendment to the minutes on page 2, 
last sentence to read as follows: 


The Board of Selectmen will review the Fee Schedule (add the following) and Commercial Haulers Fee 
Schedule for the 
Transfer Station in the near future.   

The motion passed unanimously.  
At this point in the meeting, Ted Vallieres, Chairman, stated that he would like to set some ground rules as follows: 


All comments will be addressed through the Chairman. 


There should be no talking between attendees during the meeting.

CLEM MADDEN AND TIFFANY DODD, TOWN HALL THEATRE RESTORATION COMMITTEE: 


Clem Madden noted they have provided the Selectmen with a Master Timeline and draft of the RFP 
for an Architect to complete a design for the project.  (attached)   This is Phase II of the project.  

Tiffany Dodd stated they had just finished the "Arts on the Common" and had netted approximately 
$8,000.  In addition, the vendors made around $28,000 over the two days of selling.  


At this point in the discussion, Brian Pike, Selectman, asked if they were Trustees or Committee 
Members for the town.


Tiffany Dodd stated they were Trustees of the Project under the 501-C-3 in order to receive 
donations and Committee members of a Town Committee as the building is owned by the Town.  


She noted they were a "hybrid".  


Brian Pike stated he would like a  copy of Phase I.  


It was noted it was available on the blog/website for the project.  Tiffany will see that Brian Pike 
receives a copy of Phase I.  

Tiffany Dodd reported that the check book as of April 1, 2014  shows a balance of approximately 
$40,000.   In addition, there is the $25,000 received this past Town Meeting.  There is close to 
$100,000 at this point.  Stated that Phase II will create the final design with a final price for the 
project.  


Travis James stated that the Board of Selectmen would like  to thank the Committee for all their 
hard work for the project over the past years.  


Clem Madden stated they wanted to make sure that the Board of Selectmen are all happy with the 
way this RFP is written.  


Master Timeline:

Tiffany Dodd stated that she understood the Board of Selectmen will be going to a "bridge schedule" 
for the summer months and would like to make sure the dates in the Timeline are within the Board 
of Selectmen's schedule. 
Tiffany Dodd noted there are specific dates on the Master Timeline which 
the Board of Selectmen will be acting on the project as follows:  



June 26, 2014 - Selectmen review and approval of Construction Manager (CM) RFP



July 17, 2014 - Selectmen approval of design firm



August 7, 2014 - Selectmen approval of CM selection

NEW BUSINESS: 


Line Comeau, Town Administrator, brought up the following items for review/action from the Board 
of Selectmen's mail basket. 


Dumping at Kimball Pond Area

The Conservation Commission has provided pictures of a recent dumping at the Kimball Pond Area.  


Dumping consisted of 25 pallets and tires along with a mattress and other items.  


Ted Vallieres noted that the Board of Selectmen has given permission to put gates and bars across 
that portion of the road.  


Health Trust:

Town has received a memo from Health Trust noting that the Town of Dunbarton will be getting 
back a refund for the money they have been holding back.  Don't know how much at this time.

MEMBERS OF THE PUBLIC/OTHERS: 


Leo Martel re Bandstand Railings:


Leo Martel - Stated that he had tried to get permission to take the railings down from the bandstand 
last Friday but was not given the go-ahead to do so.  He stated that permission had already been 
given by the Board of Selectmen at a previous meeting.  


Alison Vallieres stated that last Friday Leo Martel had asked her about getting in touch with Ted 
Vallieres for permission to go ahead.  She had noted that one Selectman could not make any decision 
on his own unless at a Board of Selectmen's meeting, etc.   Leo stated  this was the reason that he did 
not go ahead.  He stated that now he was too busy to do it and had other projects.  

The Board of Selectmen noted that their only concern was safety and whether or not there were 
events scheduled for the Bandstand, etc.  They noted this had been discussed at a prior Board of 
Selectmen's meeting.  


It was noted that there were only a few members left on the Recreation Committee and we did not 
know if anything was scheduled for the Bandstand with the exception of Old Home Day.  


Leo Martel was told he could do work on the bandstand railings anytime from this point forward. 

Jon Wiggin, Fire Chief:


Flood Control Monies:  

Reported that he had seen where the Legislature passed a Flood Control Reimbursement to Towns 
for  2011 and 2012 but that the Legislature will give 1/2 back to the towns and keep the other half to 
go into the State General Fund.  There is nothing yet regarding the 2013 Flood Control Payment.  

Jon Wiggin, Fire Chief, reported that he had received a Grant for $3,000 for Protective Clothing for 
the Fire Department volunteers.    The total expended from Fire Department monies  is $3,200 and 
the grant is going to pay $1,500 towards this purchase.  Would like to make sure the $1,500  grant 
reimbursement is put back in the 
Fire Department budget line instead of going into the General 
Fund.  


Line Comeau, Town Administrator, noted that she would make sure the $1,500 is put back in the 
Fire Department budget.


Travis James, Selectman:

Travis James made a motion regarding a summer schedule for the Board of Selectmen as follows: 


MOTION: 


Travis James made a motion that the  Dunbarton Board of Selectmen meet every other week starting 
in June.  Brian Pike seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.  


MOTION: 


Travis James made a motion that the Dunbarton Board of Selectmen approve the RFP for Phase II as 
presented by the Town Hall Theatre Restoration Committee this evening and that they will pursue a 
design.  Brian Pike seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously. 


Brian Pike, Selectman: 

Brian Pike, Selectman, brought up the following items: 


1.  Noted he was going to discuss the Flood Control monies but that has already been done. 


2.  Noted that he would like a copy of the Fee Schedule for Commercial Haulers that he can read.  
The one forwarded he cannot open, etc.  


3.  Noted the increase in the gas tax will provide additional revenues for towns including Dunbarton. 

4.  Legislation passed regarding DES - Municipalities will provide a 20% forgiveness on projects.  


5.  With regard to Fire Department Bid Prospectus, noted the following: 



a.  There is a DES requirement under RSA 141-E and Chapter Env-A 1800 that requires 


building owners and contractors take certain steps to identify and address asbestos hazards 


in structures prior to beginning any work that might disturb asbestos containing materials.  



Requires Inspections and Notifications.  



Written notification is also required ten days prior to any asbestos abatement activity 


conducted as part of a renovation, if it involves greater than 120 linear feet, or 25 square feet 


of ACBM.  


6.  Asked how the Fire Department RFP got put on the website without the BOS reviewing it prior to 
     
     it being put on the website.  


     Ted Vallieres, Chairman, stated that he and Line Comeau, Town Administrator, worked on the 

     RFP and put it onto the Web Site.    He noted that he had gone over the RFP with the Fire Chief.

     Brian Pike stated that we should avoid this type of situations in the future.  


Line Comeau, Town Administrator: 

1.  Board of Selectmen e-mail Accounts: 

     Line Comeau, Town Administrator, reported that she had contacted the Computer Technician 
  
     regarding Selectmen's e-mail accounts.  We have the option of buying licenses @ $40/each and 
   
     they 
can be accessed via home.   The down side is that only one Selectman at a time can access the 
     e-mail account.  


    The Board of Selectmen reached an agreement to purchase one license and see how it worked out.  

2.  OEIC Committee:  


    MRI will be conducting a study in conjunction with our liability insurance.  They will be coming to 
    the Town Offices on Tuesday, June 17, 2014 to interview various Departments and employees.  

    They would suggest that the OEIC Committee wait until MRI has completed their review and 
  
     work with that report.  They will be meeting with each Selectman individually.  


     It was noted that Ron Slocum is also on the OEIC Committee but has not been appointed. Based 
 
     on this information, the following motion was made: 


     MOTION:  


      Brian Pike made a motion that the Dunbarton Board of Selectmen nominate Ron Slocum to serve 
      
      on the OEIC Committee.  Ted Vallieres seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.  

Jon Wiggin, Fire Chief:

1.  Medicare and Medicomp Approval:

Jon Wiggin, Fire Chief, noted that their Medicare and Medicaid Approval was to be revalidated in 
2012.  The ambulance service was started in 2002.  We have submitted materials and updates three 
times with no success.  The materials have been lost by Medicare and we had not been able to resolve 
the situation for two years.  

We finally contacted our Senators and Congressmen and Senator Jeanne Shaheen was able to get 
someone from her staff to work through the paperwork and resolve the issue.  We have just 
received 
approval from Medicare.  

Stated he would like to thank both Line Comeau and Alison Vallieres for their help in getting 
through the paperwork for the Medicare application approval.  Stated he did not have a secretary to 
do it and this was a big help.  

At this point in the meeting, Ted Vallieres, Chairman, stated that the Board of Selectmen would be going into three Non-Public Executive Sessions and would not be conducting any further business this evening. 

At this point in the meeting, the following motion was made:

Brian Pike made a motion that the Dunbarton Board of Selectmen go into a Non-Public Executive 
Session in accordance with RSA 91-A:3 II (b) to discuss a personnel matter.  Travis James seconded 
the motion.  The motion passed unanimously with the following roll call vote:
