Ted Vallieres, Co-Chairman, opened the meeting at 6:00 and noted that Travis James could not attend this evening.  

Ted Vallieres introduced Sandra White, a new member of the 250th Committee.  She stated that she had worked on the Goffstown 250th Anniversary and felt she might be able to help with Dunbarton's 250th Committee.  The Committee welcomed her to the Committee and felt she would be a great help in planning events and fund raising activities. 

Commemorative Coins:
Ted Vallieres reported that the Executive Committee had determined that they would order coins #5 and #6, in color.  Passed around copies of the sample coins which will be ordered.  

The $1,000 has been set aside in a Purchase Order for the coins so it will not lapse.  Once checks are received for the account, etc. , an order will be placed. 

Warrant Article: 
It was suggested that a Warrant Article be written for funding for the 250th Anniversary Committee in the amount of $7,500 for the 2014 year.  This will be presented at Town Meeting 2014. 

Parade:
It was noted that the Fife and Drum Scottish Band from Scotland would be available for the Parade for the 250th Anniversary.  They will not require a security deposit.  The contact is Jack Daly of Dunbarton.  There is also the possibility of having a Drum Major from Dumbarton, Scotland lead the band.  It is not known at this time if this is an additional cost.  
Fred Mullen will check on whether or not there is an additional cost and how much, etc. 
It was suggested that there be at least two marching bands in the Parade.  Noted that Goffstown and Bow both had marching bands.   In addition, the possibility of Londonderry Lancers and Muchachos was suggested. 

Fred Mullen will check on other marching bands and get cost estimates, etc.  
Don Larson suggested having a Band Contest and charge people for attending, etc.  

Fred Mullen asked Sandra White what was not a very successful event for the Goffstown 250th Celebration.  She stated that the Scavenger Hunt was not very well attended.  She noted that a very successful event was a very large Birthday Cake with a Celebration.  This was very well attended.  

Fund Raising:
The following items were brought up as suggestions for Fund Raising for the 250th Anniversary Celebration: 


Calendar - Since the Library is not doing a 2015 Calendar, it was suggested that the 250th 
Committee do a Calendar with all the 250th events listed.  


Ted Vallieres noted that the Town of Weare had done a pamphlet with various businesses 
advertising it, listing all events for the entire year and had sent it out to all residents of Weare.  


It was noted that Dunbarton does not have a lot of businesses to support something like this 
but that a pamphlet might be a good suggestion.  


It was suggested that the Committee should look into having the Prison Industries do the 
printing as the cost might be lower.  

There was considerable discussion as to whether or not we should do a pamphlet or a 
calendar with no final decision made at this meeting.  Will look into both options before 
making a final decision.  


Flags:

Don Larson stated that the Dunbarton Garden Club was considering doing a Commemorative 
Flag using the Town Logo and having daffodils on a blue background as a Fund Raiser for the 
Garden Club.  These would be sold at the Arts on the Common.  These would be individual 
house flags.  

It was noted that the Committee had originally discussed having  Dunbarton 250th 
Commemorative flags mounted alternately with the American Flag along the center of Town, 
etc.  along with banners on the Town Buildings.  


It was also mentioned that originally it had been decided by the Committee  that all items 
utilizing the Dunbarton Logo would be only used for a Fund Raiser for the 250th 
Celebration and not individual 
organizations.   If the Garden Club chose to do these flags 
without the Logo and using 250th instead of the Logo, it could be a fund raiser for the 
Garden 
Club but any use of the Dunbarton Logo would be reserved for the 250th Celebration fund 
raising.
