Ted Vallieres, Co-Chairman, opened the meeting at 6:00 p.m. 

MOTION:

A motion was made and seconded to approve the Minutes of the previous meeting of January 29, 2014 as written.  The motion passed unanimously. 

At this point in the meeting, Ted Vallieres, Co-Chairman, stated the Committee was still brainstorming looking for more ideas for events.  

EVENT SUGGESTIONS AS FOLLOWS: 

1.  Noted that the Committee had discussed the possibility of a Carnival in the Ball Field on 
Old Home Day.



a.  Randy Bullis and Sam Pinto were suggested as possible contacts for a Carnival. 



b.  Noted that Weare has a Carnival on Old Home Day - Will look into the company 


they have. 




1.  Line Comeau will contact the Weare Town Administrator to find out the 



name of the Carnival, etc. 


2.  Suggested that the Committee plan on one event per month.  Need to get various 
organizations to take charge of an event from start to finish. 


3. Don Larsen suggested have the re-enactors on the Town Common the Sunday before John 
Stark Day in April. 

4.   Tammy Bowne suggested having an Essay and/or Art Contest for the children.  Should 
contact the PTO for information.  


5.  Fred Mullen reported on the Fishing Derby as follows: 



a.  Will be held the first Saturday of May 2015.  



b.  Is looking into purchasing fish from a private source rather than Fish and Game.   



c.  Noted that the problem with getting them from Fish and Game is that we have to 


leave the pond open to the public for the remainder of the fishing season.  These are 


private ponds and the owners might not agree to that because of liability, etc. 



d.  Alison Vallieres noted that the Town of Pittsburg has a children's Fishing Derby 


during their Old Home Day.  Will check with someone in Pittsburg about how many 


fish they put in the pond.   



e.  Suggested that we purchase 250 fish for the 250th Celebration


6.  Lawn Party with possibility of Mustache Contest, Beard Contest, Facial Hair and a Women's 
Hat Contest along with a Band Concert on the Common.  


7.  "Arts on the Common" will occur on second weekend in May (Mother's Day)

FUND RAISERS FOR THE 250TH COMMITTEE:


1.  Commemorative Coins have been received.  We have 100 of each, gold and silver.  Price 
will be $15.00 each for the year 2014 and then the price will increase to $20.00 for the 2015 
year.  Samples were shown to the membership.  


2.  Calendars - Noted that the Library would not be doing a calendar this year therefore this 
could be used as a fund raiser for the 250th Anniversary Celebration.  Need a person to chair 
this fund raiser.  

3.  Flags - Nancy Attalla, Fund Raising Chairman, reported that she had looked into flags 
similar to the Town of Fremont's.   Dunbarton's 250th Flag will be the Town Seal with 250th 
written on it.  
The American Flag  will be a Colonial Betsey Ross Flag.  In addition, we will 
order two larger 250th flags to be placed in the Town Office and one for the Library.    


The flags will be flown alternately along Route 13 near the center of Town.  


4.  Glass Mug - Nancy Attalla, Fund Raising Chairman, presented a sample of a glass mug which 
will have the Town Seal on it.  The mug was met with enthusiasm  by all present.  
Congratulations, Nancy!  


Nancy was given the go-ahead to look into ordering the glass mugs as part of the Fund Raising.  

5.  Dunbarton Pillow - Nancy Attalla also presented a Dunbarton Pillow with the Dunbarton 
Center latitude and longitude printed on it.  It was suggested possibly putting 250th 
Anniversary on the top.  

The cost would be $35.  


Several members of the Committee stated they did not know if this would be a big seller due 
to the cost.  It was decided to use the pillow as a demonstrator and take orders to see how it 
would go.  

6.  Key Chains - Nancy Attalla also presented Key Chains with the Zip Code on them.  The 
Committee looked at these favorably for a fund raiser.  


7.  T-Shirts will also be sold for the 250th Anniversary.  Have yet to design them but they are 
on the list of items for fund raising.  


8.  License Plates - Possibility of 250th Anniversary Commemorative Licenses Plates was 
discussed.  


Will look into Prison Industries doing them and what the cost would be. 


9.  T-Shirts - Sandra White suggested having green T-shirts for the volunteers, white for selling 
to the public and yellow for the workers.  This is what Goffstown did for their 250th 
Anniversary.  
She also stated that they had a large birthday cake and had this on the T-
shirts.  


Also suggested Refrigerator magnets.  


10.  Bumper stickers (small round ones)


11.  Baseball hats with Town Seal


12.  Walkway Bricks - Possibility of a Joint Fund Raiser with the Town Hall and Theatre 
Restoration Project.  250th would do the bricks from Route 13 to the Memorial in the 
Common and the Town Hall Theatre group would do the two walkways to the front doors.  


Don Larsen noted there could be 40-50 letters on each brick.  


Travis James reported that  our cost would be $3,400 for 250 square feet of bricks.  


13.  Town Election and Town Meeting Day:  Noted that the 250th Anniversary Committee will 
be selling the Coins at Town Meeting Day.  Looking for volunteers to man the table.  The 
following were scheduled:
