Ted Vallieres, Co-Chairman, opened the meeting at 6:00 p.m. 

MOTION:

A motion was made and seconded to approve the Minutes of the previous meeting of March 18, 2014 as written.  The motion passed unanimously. 

Arts on the Common: 
Ted Vallieres stated that the "Arts on the Common" has been able to allow us to have a table to sell items.  The event is scheduled for May 10 and 11th, 2014 on the Town Common.  Members volunteered to work on the 250th Anniversary Table as follows:

It was suggested that the 250th Anniversary Committee meet again prior to the "Arts on the Common" event to work out details. 

 The next meeting was scheduled for Tuesday, May 6, 2014 at 6:00 p.m. 
250th Executive Anniversary Committee: 

Ted Vallieres reported that Travis James had decided not to continue as a member of the Executive Committee of the 250th Anniversary.  Based on this information, Diane Mullen stated she would be willing to serve on the Executive Committee.  Ted Vallieres will present her name for nomination for the Executive Committee for the Board of Selectmen to nominate. 


Coins:
It was reported that we have already sold 90 coins.  Only have 110 remaining.  Will see how sales go at the "Arts on the Common" and then possibly reorder.  

Flags:
Still in the process of looking into flags.  The cost for the hardware is around $60 and the flags are $50-$60.  This will bring the price to over $100 per telephone pole.  At this time, it is not known how many telephone poles we will be putting flags on.  Nancy Attalla is still in the process of researching flags.  

Maybe should consider putting flags only in the center of town.  Will be using the Betsey Ross flag for the American flag alternating with the Town 250th flag.  
Line Comeau has received the necessary paperwork to get permission to put flags on Public Service Company poles.  

License Plates:
Still considering the possibility of some sort of commemorative license plate for the 250th.  Fred Mullen noted that previously the Department of Motor Vehicles made a special dispensation to allow vehicles to have  only one plate for one year only.  Residents were taking off the front plate and using the commemorative plate on the front.   Will check with Prison Industries about producing some sort of commemorative plate. 
Art/Essay Contest:

Colleen Madden, Library Trustee, stated she had spoken with the Librarian Mrs. Douglas and they would like to sponsor an Art/Essay contest through the Library.  

At this point in the discussion, Tamara Bowne stated that she had already spoken with Shelley Westenberg, PTO, regarding some sort of Art/Essay contest and had considerable information already.  They would include all children in town not only children who go to the Dunbarton Elementary School.  

At this point, both Colleen Madden and Tamara Bowne will work together on some sort of Art/Essay Contest for all children in the Town, including home schooled students also.  Don't want to limit this to only Dunbarton Elementary children.  

T-Shirts:
Still looking into the possibility of selling T-shirts.  Have not decided on a design yet.  

Carnival:
Line Comeau reported that she had been in touch with the Carnival people (J. Miller)  who do Weare's carnival.  The weekend for Old Home Day in 2015 is not available through this company.  Also 4th of July is not available.  The Carnival sets up and the Town receives a percentage of their sales.  The Town would be responsible for a portion of the costs of Porta Potties and dumpster costs.  

Calendar:

Ted Vallieres reported that he had contacted the Dunbarton Telephone Company regarding possibility of having them do a calendar.  They used to have 1500 calendars printed and distributed but since the down turn in the economy, has only printed a few each year.  The Dunbarton Telephone Company will research the possibility of doing a calendar in conjunction with the 250th Anniversary Committee.  

Bands:

Tom Cusano, Garden Club, reported that he had been in touch with Dick Patten, the person who coordinates Concord's Christmas Parade.  High School Bands are available at a possible cost of between $300 - $500 each.  Will look into Bow Band and possibly the Goffstown Band.  

Garden Club:
The Garden Club is looking into the possibility of having plantings are various  strategic areas throughout the Town, such as Pages Corner, the Dunbarton/Goffstown Town Line at the Welcome sign, etc.  Have been in touch with a professional garden designer who is working on possible designs.  Would like to do the four corners at Pages Corner.  

Parade: 
Janice VandeBogart was asked about the possibility of having the Antique Car Group which she and her husband belong to put Antique Vehicles in the Parade.  She stated there was a possibility of around 15 or so to be able to participate.  They would like to have an area for parking after which would be roped off to prevent people from touching, etc.  Also, they always like to attend where there is food.  She will be the contact for this group.  

Next Meeting scheduled for Tuesday, May 6, 2014 at 6:00 p.m. prior to the Arts on the Common in order to finalize staffing at the Arts on the Common.
