Ted Vallieres, Co-Chairman, opened the meeting at 6:00 and noted that Travis James could not attend this evening.  

He reported that the people who had volunteered to be on the Executive Committee had an organizational meeting on November 13 and elected the following members as officers.

Ted Vallieres also stated that the Committee felt it was very important to have a representative from the Recreation Committee also on the Committee to be a liaison between the Recreation Committee and the 250th Committee.  The representative who volunteered was Heidi Wright but she was unable to attend this evening.  
FUND RAISING:

Commemorative Medallions:

Ted Vallieres stated that the first order of business would be to commit the $1,000 which will lapse on December 31 if we do not spend or commit it.  He suggested that the Committee look into purchasing Medallions.  At this point he turned the discussion over to Fred Mullen who had done research in conjunction with Randy Bullis.  
Fred Mullen and Randy Bullis explained all the options for a Medallion.  Sheets were passed out to all present showing samples to base the Committee's final decision.  (attached)  In addition four sample coins were passed around the room showing four different sizes.  
Alison Vallieres asked if there had been any thought given to a different picture of the Town Hall instead of the one which was used.  Stated the Town Hall needs more depth, etc.  It was decided to leave the image the way it was on the sample.  


All members present gave input and the end result was that the Medallion should be  as 
Proof Number 2 of the Challenge Coins R U s with the following changes:  


1.  The size of the coin would be 2"


2.  The flag should be a furled flag instead of the one that appears on Proof Number 2.


3.  The Minute Man should be the imagine that is on Proof Number 1.


4.  The Minute Man should be located on the coin as shown on Proof Number 2.  (Breaking 
into the line so it stands out better.)


5.  The nine stars or snowflakes on Proof Number 2 should be Five pointed Stars instead of 
 
a snowflake.


6.  The Scalloped edge shown on the sample should be a Rope design instead of the scallop 
edge.


7.  The Town Seal will be on the front of the coin with the Town Hall/Minute Man on the 
back side.  


8.  Acrylic cases will be provided at a cost of $1/case


9.  Bezel can be ordered to attach to Medallions for awards/pendants.  

It was also decided to do both a colored medallion and a Solid Gold, Silver or Pewter whichever the whole Committee voted on.  It was determined that they could not make a final decision on the solid color until actual samples were available to look at.  Randy Bullis will get in touch with the company to get samples ASAP. 


Setup Costs are as follows: 



$150 Mold Fee



$50 additional for nine colors (2 extra)



Cost of Medallion

It was decided to order 100 of the Colored Coins and wait until we get samples to determine 
the Solid Color Coin before we order the Solid Color Coins.  It was decided to order 200 of the 
Solid Color.  
Ted Vallieres stated that as soon as we get the information, we would write a contract/purchase order to tie up the $1,000 so it would not lapse.  
Memory Bricks for Walkways to Town Office:

Ted Vallieres reported that Travis James had investigated the costs for Memory Bricks for the Town Office walkways as follows: 


1.  Checked with J&J Landscaping


2.  Cost to set the bricks in place $1,800/per walkway for a total of $3,600


3.  Cost of Memory Bricks $25/each (includes three lines of lettering not to exceed 15 words)


4.  Cost of unmarked bricks is yet to be determined


5.  Estimated sale price $50 - $65/each to be determined


6.  Estimated 600 bricks per walkway for a total of 1200

Don Larsen stated that this could be done with volunteer labor instead of paying $1,800/walkway.  Goffstown did their brick work with volunteer labor.  

Suggested that the Committee check with Leo Martel about volunteer labor, etc.  

EVENTS:

Fishing Derby for Children: 
Fred Mullen reported on what he had found out about having a Fishing Derby for Children.  The Committee felt this would be a good activity.  It was decided that due to logistics with getting the fish from Fish and Game, etc. , the best date would be Father's Day.
Which pond to have the event was discussed with no final decision.  The following options were suggested: 



Fire Pond (Jon Wiggin stated this was not conducive to children because of the steep 



banks, etc.  In addition, there would be a problem with access.)



Kimball Pond



Pond on Gorham Pond Road across from Meighan's home

Fred reported that whatever pond is used, must be open to the public for fishing after the event according to Fish and Game Regulations regarding obtaining the fish.  (Fish and Game matches whatever amount of fish is purchased from them)

Fred read the suggested rules for the Fishing Derby.  

The Committee decided that Fred Mullen should be the Chairman of the Fishing Derby Event and go ahead with the plans.  
Steve Mullen will also help with the Fishing Derby.  
REPORT ON EXECUTIVE COMMITTEE DECISIONS: 
Ted Vallieres reported that the Executive Committee had met and made the following decisions and/or suggestions: 
1.  Fife and Drum Highlanders Band for the Parade from Scotland.  Arrangements have been made to have them at the Parade at a cost of $3,000.  They do not need a deposit to hold the date.  

2.  Date of the Event - Weekend of September 12 and 13, 2015.  

3.  Logo - "Dunbarton, NH , a small town with a big heart"

4.  Baseball Game between the Fire Department and the Police Department - (Could be a possible Fund Raiser or an Event).  Need to confirm with the Fire Chief and the Police Chief.

5.  Calendar of Events for the 250th year with all upcoming events listed.  

Committee decided to work with the Dunbarton Library Calendar to get the 250th Events on 
the Library Calendar.  
6.  Preparation for Event and Sprucing up the Town Center:


a.  New sign in front of Town Hall


b.  Flags flown in center of Town, etc. 

c.  Program Book similar to past Centennial Celebrations (to be discussed further) 


d.  Rugs in front of the doors at Town Offices stating 250th


e.  Pillar flags on columns on Town Hall
7.  Parade - All organizations and/or businesses put a Float in Parade
8.  Have at least two Marching Bands in the Parade
