Line Comeau, 
Town Administrator, stated that she had posted this meeting and would post all others.  The 
next meeting of the entire Committee is scheduled for Wednesday, December 4, 2013 at the 
Town Offices at 6:00 p.m.  


Recreation Committee Representative:

It was suggested that a member of the Recreation Committee be also represented on the 
250th Anniversary Executive Committee. 

Fife and Drum Band, Scotland:


Ted Vallieres reported that Fred Mullen had been able to make contact with the Fife and 
Drum Band for the September 12, 2015 Parade.  They are not making reservations that far out 
but told us there would be problem in planning for their participation in the Parade.  In 
addition, they might be able to get the Drum Majorette from Dumbarton, Scotland.  The cost 
for the band is $3,000 but they do not need payment yet.

Parade Discussion:

Addison Chase has said he would be able to get 250 antique tractors to be in the Parade. 


Warren Henderson has stated that he would be instrumental in getting Antique cars for the 


Parade.  


Also, it was noted there is a Model A Club with many members in Dunbarton which could be 


in the Parade. 


FUND RAISING: 

Coins:


The Executive Committee agreed to pursue the Medallion Coins as  presented by Randy 
Bullus at the first meeting.  Nancy Rizza suggested that we not purchase large quantities of 
them, instead make them Limited Editions and people would be more interested in purchasing 
them.  Would have the Town Seal on one side and possibly the Town Hall on the other side.

Cost is approximately $200 setup fee and $4 - $8 each estimated depending on material used.


Nancy Rizza will check out the medallions.  


Memorial Bricks: 

Noted that Goffstown had done Memorial Bricks and it was very successful.  Estimated cost 
would be $8,000 - $10,000.  Would possibly sell for $50/brick.  Checked with J & J Landscaping, 
Tim Jacques.  Other possibility Larry Brown, Concord Stage Road, Dunbarton, NH.

Jim Campbell would be a possible Committee member for the bricks, etc.  

Calendar:

A suggestion had been made to do a Calendar of Events for the 250th as a Fund Raiser. 


Travis James stated he did not want to be in competition with the Library with their yearly 
calendar.  The suggestion was made to contact the Library to see if we could share the costs 
and income and put the 250th events on the Library Calendar.  


T-Shirts:

The possibility of selling T-Shirts was discussed.  The Dunbarton Historical Society is already 
selling T-shirts but they are not for the 250th.  The Historical Society  owns the design but 
would be willing to allow other organizations to put a slogan on the back, etc. and share the 
profits.  Travis James noted that the town Hall and Theatre Restoration Committee was 
already planning to sell T-shirts for their own fund raiser.  

Possibility of Doing Breakfasts as the 225 Committee: 

The Committee did not feel this was a option at this point in time.  There are logistical 
problems with getting people to work every Sunday.  It would involve almost the entire day 
with cleanup, etc.  


OTHER IDEAS FOR THE 250TH:



"Dressing the Town"

1.  Window Draping for all Town Offices, including Town Hall, Bandstand and Town Offices.


2.  Alternating Town Flags and American Flags along the center of town.


3.  Pillar flags for Town Hall and Town Office. 

4.  250th Anniversary Rugs in front of doors at Town Offices and Town Hall

250th Booklet:

Don Larsen was suggested as a person to contact regarding a 250th Commemorative Booklet 
similar to the 200th Anniversary.   Need to get a cost estimate.  It was noted that we could 
build on the information already provided.  

Focus point for various Organizations for the  250th Anniversary:

Dunbarton Historical Society - Completion of the Jameson Cape in 2015.


Conservation Commission - Old Cemeteries/Cellar holes 

Town Hall and Theatre Restoration Committee - Large sign in front of Town Hall

Garden Club - Something with Daffodils and possibility of some  sort of monument in the 


triangle at the Town Offices.  


Businesses in Dunbarton:


Need to meet with businesses in Dunbarton to get them "on board" with the 250th.

Need a list of businesses in Dunbarton.   Line Comeau working on this. 

4th of July 2015: 

It was suggested that we should do something for the 4th of July.  Suggestions were the 
"Fishing Derby",  Band Concert with a spaghetti dinner.  It was also noted that many people 
leave town for that particular weekend.    Will discuss further at a later date.  

Warrant Article:

After discussion, it was suggested that the 250th Committee ask for $7,500 for the 2014 and 
2015 years for a total of $15,000 to cover expenses for the 250th Anniversary.  With Fund 
Raising to supplement, this would hopefully give us enough money to work with.  


Sale of 250th Fund Raising Items: 

It was suggested that the Committee sell 250th Commemorative items at Town Meeting, 
functions of the Dunbarton Historical Society, and the Town Hall and Theatre Restoration 
Committee events such as "Arts on the Common", etc.  and any other functions.  


The next meeting of the entire Committee is scheduled for Wednesday, December 4, 2013 at  
6:00 p.m. at the Town Offices.
