Ted Vallieres,  Chairman, opened the meeting at 6:00 p.m. 

Ted Vallieres, Chairman,  noted for the record that Thank You's should go to both Gary Attalla and Diane Mullen for being able to get the 250th calendar printed and a Good Job Well Done!  Also thanks to Line Comeau for getting the calendar to the post office and coordinating the mailing.

Town Report Cover:

Old Home Day: 
John Stevens asked about the budget for Old Home Day for 2015 which will be in conjunction with the 250th Anniversary Celebration.  It was established that the present budget is $5,000 with an additional $4,500 for fireworks.   If the Old Home Day Committee needs additional funds, they should get their request to the Board of Selectmen immediately.  
Line Comeau suggested that there was not enough music last year at the Old Home Day Celebration.  The Old Home Day Committee was given names of bands but they never were contacted, etc.  

It was noted that there could not be loud music because of the bird exhibit, etc.
