Ted Vallieres, Chairman, opened the meeting at 6:00 p.m. 

Approval of previous meeting minutes – February 10 , 2015:

Fred Mullen made a motion that the minutes from the previous meeting of February 10, 2015 be approved as amended with the number of fish to be purchased to 100 instead of 150.  Diane Mullen seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously. 

Treasurer's Report:

Line Comeau, Treasurer, reported that the current bank balance was $7,217.31.  This balance does not include sales at Town Meeting of $660 of which $405 were on the credit square and $255 cash.  These deposits will show up on the next bank statement. 

Diane Mullen has done an inventory of remaining T-shirts.  Will be considering doing an order when the Attallas return from Florida.  The remaining inventory for coins is 43 silver and 29 gold.  

Buntings for Town Buildings:

The Committee discussed the possibility of ordering buntings for Town Buildings.  It was mentioned that in the past, there have been long buntings.  The Committee will do further investigation before ordering the buntings.  

Flags for Telephone Poles in the Center of Town:

The Committee discussed the possibility of hanging the Dunbarton Flag alternately with the American Flag along Stark Highway in the center of town.  Will look into the hardware for the hanging of the flags.  Possibilities were Ace Hardware in Goffstown, and the Flag Store in Concord. 

Scottish Bag Pipers:

Fred Mullen asked if we had heard any confirmation from Billie Jordan who is a famous Scottish Bag Piper Leader.  Suggest contacting Jack Daly.  It was noted that Billie Jorden will be in the area for the Hyland Games and could possibly come to Dunbarton for the parade. 

Dunbarton Song: 

It was suggested that the Committee contact the Dunbarton Elementary School regarding writing a Dunbarton Song.  Suggested that we first contact Owen Harrington, School Principal, to speak with the Music Teacher regarding the children writing a Dunbarton Song. 

Mosaic for School:

The person who did the mosaics for the school is in the process of doing the mosaics for the 250th Celebration to be installed over the inside door.     It is not yet complete. 

Upcoming Events:

It was reported that both the Snowman Contest and the Kite Flying for March were cancelled due to weather conditions.

Fishing Derby:

Fred Mullen stated he had recently spoken with Jeff Pushee, Fish and Game, and there are protective laws that cover the landowner during the Fishing Derby so the landowner cannot be sued.  

Library:

Colleen Madden reported that the Library was having an Art/Writing Exhibit for Old Home Day.  There will be drawings, poems, etc.   She plans on putting them into a hard cover book.  Will be selling the books at the Library.  The deadline for submittal of items is April 1, 2015.  Will still consider taking others in the event they are submitted after that date.  Will take several months to compile the book.
