250th ANNIVERSARY MEETING

The regular monthly  meeting of the 250th Anniversary Committee was held at the above time, date and place.  The following members were present:

Ted Vallieres, Chairman, opened the meeting at 6:00 p.m.

 MOTION:

Approval of previous meeting minutes – March 24 , 2015:

Diane Mullen made a motion that the minutes from the previous meeting of February 10, 2015 be approved as written.  Fred Mullen seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously. 

Treasurer's Report:

Line Comeau, Treasurer, reported that the current bank balance was $7,312.29.  The total amount sold at Town Meeting was $678.85.  

MOTION:

Alison Vallieres made a motion that the Treasurer's Report be accepted as read.  Fred Mullen seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously. 

BUNTING FOR BUILDINGS: 

The bunting for the Town Buildings was discussed.  It was decided to purchase enough bunting to

decorate the Town Hall and Town Offices.  It was suggested that we try to decorate the Town Hall with Bunting similar to how it was done in 1915 for the 150th Celebration.  Ted Vallieres will measure the Town Hall to determine how much bunting we should purchase. 

Both Diane Mullen and Fred Mullen presented various pricing from different sources.  Pricing ranged from $4.95/yard to upwards to $6.50/yard.    It was decided that we should purchase a fairly high quality of nylon bunting because the colors would not bleed and it would last longer.  It could also be used for future celebrations such as July 4 and Old Home Day.  Diane Mullen was nominated to look into purchasing bunting.   

The Committee agreed to give Diane Mullen the authority to purchase the bunting.  
DUNBARTON TOWN FLAG:

Fred Mullen had researched purchase of 3' x 5' American Flags which included the hardware for putting on telephone poles.  The cost for a total flag kit was around $52.00.  The Committee decided to purchase enough flag units to put up flags throughout the center of Town.  We would use the additional kits for hanging the Town Flag alternately with the American Flag.  It was suggested that the flags be flown from the Dunbarton Telephone Company to the end of the Center Cemetery.  In addition we would put them along School Street.  

In addition, the Committee noted they had discussed giving a Dunbarton Town Flag to the Dunbarton Elementary School, Town Offices, Library, etc.  It was suggested that possibly the School would hang the flag on the wall of the gym for more visibility.  It was suggested that we get in touch with Colleen Madden to find out whether the Library wanted a hanging flag or stationary one.  With regard to the school, we should contact the Principal Owen Harrington.  Fred Mullen reported pricing for stationary flag poles could run up to $100 each.  There are options which are an eagle or spear for the top.  
DUNBARTON SONG:
It was suggested that we get in touch with Colleen Madden regarding the school children writing a Dunbarton Song.  

FISHING DERBY:

Fred Mullen reported that the Fishing Derby plans were going well.  The fish have been delivered today.  In addition, he and Lee were able to get donations from Ace Hardware for prizes.  They also were donated 6 beautiful children's T-Shirts from Korry MacCubbin for prizes.  Jeff Crosby also has made a donation to the Fishing Derby which will be used for prizes.

Line Comeau noted there was hot chocolate and water available which could be used for the Fishing Derby.  

The Fishing Derby starts at 8:00 a.m. with setup at 7:00 a.m.  

LAWN PARTY, AUGUST 9, 2015:

Alison Vallieres reported that she had been in touch with the Hopkinton Town Band and they would be able to come to Dunbarton on Sunday, August 9, 2015 for a Band Concert of about one hour.  The price would be around $400.  Have not received a contract yet.  
In addition, she reported she had been in contact with the Sons of the American Revolution and they would be happy to be present at the 250th Lawn Party Celebration.  They will have a table, do a musket demonstration, and play old fashioned children's games.  It will also include the opening of the Time Capsule.  
She presented a draft time schedule for the August 9 Event.

It was noted we could sell lemonade in the 250th mugs.  We would provide the lemonade, a birthday cake and possibly ice cream.  The Dunbarton Historical Society will be working in conjunction with the 250th Anniversary Committee.  

Line Comeau has contacted the Governor's Office regarding the Governor attending.  We would need confirmation on her attendance as soon as possible.  

Ted Vallieres suggested that the 250th Committee contact all our US Senators and Representatives, along with State Legislature Representatives to attend this Dedication if at all possible. 

There being no further business, the meeting adjourned at 7:00 p.m.
