Ted Vallieres, Chairman, opened the meeting at 6:00 p.m.

 MOTION:

Approval of previous meeting minutes – April 21 , 2015:

Fred Mullen made a motion that the minutes from the previous meeting of April 21, 2015 be approved as written.  Gary Attalla seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously. 

Treasurer's Report:

Line Comeau, Treasurer, reported that the current bank balance was $6,956.35.    The revenues collected to date were $5,955.13.  There are some outstanding items yet to be paid for. 

MOTION:

Alison Vallieres made a motion that the Treasurer's Report be accepted as read.  Fred Mullen seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously. 
Commemorative Items:

It was suggested that we need to sell the Commemorative items.  Due to the fact that the Arts on the Common was cancelled, we did not have a venue to sell items.  It was suggested that possibly the 250th Committee could set up a table for selling items at the Fire Department Chicken Barbecue on June 28, 2015.  Ted Vallieres will speak with the Fire Chief regarding this possibility.  

Fred Mullen suggested that the Fire Department might not be able to have the Chicken Barbecue in the Fire House due to the fact that it was under construction and might not be ready in time.  It is possible the Chicken Barbecue could be held in the Community Center.  

Sunday, August 9, 2015 Event: 
Alison Vallieres brought up the subject of the Sunday, August 9, 2015 Lawn Party Event on the Common.  It will consist of various dignitaries being present, the reading of the original Dunbarton Charter - 1765, Dedication of the Town Flag, Dedication of the Town 250th Quilt, etc.  In addition, the Sons of the American Revolution will be present to give a musket demonstration along with setting up a table for old fashioned children's games.  
Alison reported that she has spoken with the Hopkinton Town Band coordinator and they will do a one hour Band Concert for between $300 - $400.  She told them that she would need to get approval from the 250th Anniversary Committee before committing.  She would like a vote from the Committee to go ahead with the contract for the Hopkinton Town Band. 

MOTION: 

Fred Mullen made a motion that the 250th Anniversary Committee authorize the expenditure of up to $400 to pay the Hopkinton Town Band to perform at the Sunday, August 9, 2015 Lawn Party Event.  Gary Attalla seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously. 
Alison Vallieres discussed the possibility of serving lemonade in the 250th mugs along with cake and ice cream.  It was suggested that we could possibly get cup cakes instead of cake which would be easier to distribute, etc.  It was also suggested that we consider purchasing Hoodsie Ice Cream cups instead of trying to serve ice cream from large containers.  It was also suggested that we could keep the Hoodsie cups cold in a cooler instead of trying to have a freezer available. 

Alison will look into the possibility of getting someone to make cup cakes and along with other alternatives.  

The 250th Committee also discussed the possibility of utilizing the large Birthday Cake that is in the basement of the Town Hall for display.  Would need to be cleaned up and possibly painted prior to the event.  

Will need to know how much room the Sons of the American Revolution will need for their part of the event and how long a time frame they would need.  Ted Vallieres will contact.  
The 250th Committee discussed the layout of the Town Common for the August Event.  It was decided to meet on the Common on Wednesday, May 27, 2015 at 9:00 am to do a site walk and assess the situation and determine how to setup the Common for this event.  
Gary Attalla will work on some sort of Program for this event.  

FISHING DERBY: 

Fred Mullen reported on the Fishing Derby that was held on May 2, 2015.  He stated it was a great success.  Had 38 children with their parents and grandparents.  Gave out twenty prizes in addition to the T-Shirts that Korry MacCubbin had donated for prizes.  

Fred and Lee Mullen have written thank you letters to all who donated to this event, along with thank you notes to the landowners who allowed the Fishing Derby to take place on their property.  Fred Mullen reported that he started advertising about this event six weeks in advance.  He would suggest that we start as early as possible regarding the August Lawn Party Event.  This evidently is the secret to having a good attendance at events.  

He reported that even the Blue Heron was up in the tree awaiting dinner.  

Ted Vallieres thanked Fred and Lee Mullen and their entire family for putting on this Event.  It was a huge success.  

FLAGS:

Diane Mullen reported that the flags have arrived.  There are twelve poles for the flags which will go on the telephone poles.  Line Comeau will have the Board of Selectmen sign the necessary paperwork for the flags to be put on the PSNH telephone poles at Thursday, May 21, 2015 Board of Selectmen's Meeting. 

Fred Mullen asked about having a Town Flag presented to the Dunbarton Elementary School on Friday morning, May 29, 2015 at the Memorial Assembly for the school children, etc.  The Committee agreed that this would be a good idea.  Fred has suggested that the flag be hung on the gym wall so all can see.  The Principal has agreed with this.  Diane Mullen will do the presentation as she has been involved in the flags from the beginning.  
In addition, the bunting for the Town Buildings has been received.  Larry Comeau and Ted Vallieres will put it up tomorrow, Wednesday, May 20 if it is not too windy.  

DUNBARTON ELEMENTARY SCHOOL MOSAIC:

Nancy Attalla reported that the Mosaic for the Elementary School will be ready by the first of next week.  The Committee agreed that it should be on display prior to presenting it to the school in the fall.  We can put it on display at the August Lawn Party Event and also at Old Home Day.  

JOHN STEVENS, OLD HOME DAY COMMITTEE: 
John Stevens, Old Home Day Committee, stated he was present at this meeting to find out what the 250th Anniversary Committee would like the Old Home Day Committee to do for them.  He would like the 250th Committee to get the best presentation they can at Old Home Day.  He would like a list of events and exhibits the 250th Committee would like to have at Old Home Day, September 12 and 13, 2015.  Old Home Day will be both Saturday and Sunday this year.  The Parade is scheduled for Saturday.  They would like to plan for animal exhibits, police dogs, food pantry, etc.  
The food tables would be on the south side of the Town Hall.  Would need to know how many spaces the 250th Committee would need.  Also the Dunbarton Historical Society.  
John Stevens stated that the Old Home Day has $5,000 for Old Home Day whereas last year there was  $2,200 for a one day event.  

It was noted that the 250th Committee has contracted with a Scottish Bagpipe band for the Parade.  This is the only thing committed to date for the Parade along with Antique cars.    

Gary Attalla suggested that the 250th Committee should meet with the Old Home Day Committee to coordinate the Old Home Day Event.  

The next meeting of the 250th Committee is scheduled for June 16, 2015  
There being no further business the meeting adjourned with the following motion:
