The regular monthly  meeting of the 250th Anniversary Committee was held at the above time, date and place.  The following members were present:

George Maskiel, Old Home Day Committee, arrived at 6:30 p.m.

Ted Vallieres, Chairman, opened the meeting at 6:00 p.m.

 MOTION:

Approval of previous meeting minutes – May 19 , 2015:

Fred Mullen made a motion that the minutes from the previous meeting of May 19, 2015 be approved as written.  Diane Mullen seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously. 

Treasurer's Report:

Line Comeau, Treasurer, presented a spread sheet showing expenditures and commitments.  It was decided to review the spread sheet to determine what monies will remain for the August 9, 2015 event. 

Fred Mullen asked what the status was for Billie Jordan, Majorette, for the 250th Parade.  Line Comeau reported that he had not responded to her e-mail and therefore there was no conformation for this at this time. 

The Stewart Highlanders Scottish Bagpipes Band is committed at a cost of $3,000.  They have responded with what they will be doing for the Parade.  They will play while marching along the Parade route and then do a performance in the Center in front of a viewing area, etc.  

Ted Vallieres reported on the following arrangements for the Sunday, August 9, 2015 Event: 

1.  Two dignitaries have responded they will be attending (JR Hoell and J. Martin)

Have not heard from any of the congressional delegation yet.  Also, the Governor does not confirm attendance at events until six weeks prior to the event.  

2.  Contract with Hopkinton Town Band has been signed and executed for $300.00 for August 9, 2015.

3. Nancy Attalla has purchase two lemonade jugs to disperse lemonade at a cost of $20.00 each for a total of $40.00

MOTION: 

 Alison Vallieres made a motion that Nancy Attalla be reimbursed $40.00 for the purchase of the two lemonade jugs.  The motion was seconded and passed unanimously. 
4.  Sound System and Podium was discussed. 

Fred Mullen noted that we had two options:  

a.  Could use the Podium which is used for Town Meeting which has a sound system

b.  Gary MacKubbin has a fold up podium which also includes a sound system

Line Comeau will get in touch with Gary MacKubbin regarding the use of his podium.

5.  Committee representatives looked over the Common area to determine the best location for the events.  The following was decided: 

a.  The dignitaries and speeches will be held in the Town Bandstand.

b.   The Sons of the American Revolution (SAR) will utilize the space on the north side of the Town Common for their musket demonstration and children’s games. 

Alison Vallieres reported that she had recently spoken with the SAR and they had noted the would be having table games for children but not strenuous games. 

It was suggested that possibly the Boy Scouts or the 4-H Club children could 

participate.  Alison Vallieres will contact Wendy Dailey, 4-H Leader, to see if they 

Could attend. 

6.  The Library Birthday Cake in the cellar of the Town Hall is not suitable for use at this time. 

Ted Vallieres offered to look into the possibility of someone making something similar. 

7.  Ted Vallieres reported that he had asked Brian Pike, Chairman, Board of Selectmen, to read the 1765 Charter at the event.  He had agreed. 

8. Ted Vallieres noted that we would need a Master of Ceremonies.  He suggested that Fred Mullen would do a good job.  Fred Mullen agreed to be the Master of Ceremonies for the August 9, 2015 Event.   

9.  Ted Vallieres reported that we could purchase cupcakes in red, white and blue at Sam’s Club for $15 for 30.  This would be the most reasonable way to go instead of a birthday cake.  Fred Mullen suggested that we purchase both chocolate and vanilla. 

10.  The Town Quilt has been sent out for hand quilting and binding at a cost of $150.

MOTION: 

A motion was made, seconded and passed unanimously that the expenditure of $150.00 to Loretta Winslow for quilting the Town Quilt be approved. 

11.  Ted Vallieres reported he had spoken with the School Board regarding having a representative present to receive the Mosaic for the School.  There will be at least two representatives present. 

12. Regarding hay bales for seating arrangements at the Bandstand area, Line Comeau reported that last year Jeff Crosby had been able to provide hay bales.  Will check with Jeff Crosby.  Also would need boards to put between the bales for provide seating for those who do not bring chairs.

13.  Time Capsule:  It was reported that the following items had been set aside to put into the Time Capsule:

a.  3’ x 5’  250th Town Flag including an explanation of the flag. 

b. 250th T-Shirt

c. Two 250th coins, one silver and one gold

d. 250th Suncatchers

e. 250th mug

f. 2014 Town Report and 250th Calendar

g. Library Book of children’s poems and pictures

Additional suggested items: 

a.  Newspaper for August 2015

b.  Newspaper article regarding Beryl Weatherbee, long time resident
c.  Items from the previous Time Capsule for the 200th Celebration

14.  Alison Vallieres noted that she had written a short press release regarding the event.  She had sent it to the Town Crier for the Concord Monitor.  Asked for additional suggestions.  Suggestions as follows: 
Include the fact that this is a Lawn Party and attendees should plan to bring chairs, or a blanket, etc. 

People are encouraged to attend in period clothing, etc. 

It was also suggested that possibly Tiffany Eddy could be contacted regarding getting publicity, etc.  She runs a production company.  

It was also suggested that photographers be contacted i.e. Mike Hanson, Margaret Venator, 

etc. 

George Maskiel, Old Home Day Committee, stated the Old Home Day Committee would like to know what the 250th Committee needs would be for Old Home Day.  It was noted that they would like two tables in the same spot as last year, one for the 250th Committee and one right next to it for the Historical Society.  

There was considerable discussion about the wording for the banner for the 250th Celebration.  It was decided to have the banner read as follows: 


“Celebrate


Dunbarton’s 250th Anniversary”

It was suggested that the Dunbarton Website address be listed on the bottom in smaller print. 

The next meeting of the 250th Committee is scheduled for Tuesday, July 14, 2015 at 6:00 pm at the Town Offices.
