Ted Vallieres, Chairman, opened the meeting at 6:00 p.m.
 MOTION:
Approval of previous meeting minutes – June 16 , 2015:
Gary Attalla made a motion that the minutes from the previous meeting of June 16, 2015 be approved as written.  Line Comeau seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously. 

Treasurer's Report:
Line Comeau, Treasurer, reported that she had done a summary of revenues and expenditures and according to her estimates after paying for the Lawn Party/Band Concert, there would be approximately $1,251 remaining.  This would include the $3,300 for bands for Old Home Day and the Band Concert.  This does not take into account any sales that the 250th does between now and then.  

At this point in the meeting, Ted Vallieres, Chairman, noted that J. R. Swindlehurst was here to talk about the fireworks display for Old Home Day.  It was noted that there was $9,000 set aside for fireworks.  This is double the amount of fireworks as in the past.  

Old Home Day Fireworks:
J. R. Swindlehurst stated that he had heard the Old Home Day Committee had said there would be fireworks for two nights.   It was noted that the Old Home Day Committee had said they would plan on a backup of having the fireworks on Sunday evening if they were rained out on Saturday night. 

J. R. also noted he would need a 125' x 125' area mowed.  This needs to be done before the Old Home Day.  Someone needs to mow the area.  

In addition, there needs to be a "cleanup crew" for the fireworks display.  This would be up to the Old Home Day Committee.  He noted there will be considerable debris due to the increase in fireworks.  

Asked if there was a possibility of having the Molly Stark Cannon at Old Home Day.  It was noted that there is a charge involved.  Someone should check with New Boston about getting the cannon. 

J. R. stated that if the fireworks are postponed on Saturday until Sunday, he needs to know the first thing on Saturday morning.  He has to let the fireworks company know immediately if they are postponed.    

Small Town Flags for Children in Parade:
It was reported that the 250th Committee ordered 100 small Town Flags for the children in the Parade.  It was decided that due to the fact that this may not be enough, the 250th Committee will order 100 small American Flags for the children.  Ted Vallieres will check into ordering these flags.  

Programs:
Alison Vallieres noted that the previous 225th  Committee had done a very nice printed program for the event.  She would like to do one for the Lawn Party/Band Concert.  It would be passed out at the Lawn Party.  She would like approval from the Committee to go ahead and order them.  It was suggested that the Committee look into having the Prison do the printing.  Alison Vallieres will contact them regarding the printing the Program.  

MOTION:
Line Comeau made a motion that the Committee approve having 250 programs printed at the best possible price through the Prison Printing.  Gary Attalla seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.  

Garbage Cans:
It was noted that we will need trash barrels, etc. for the Lawn Party Event.  It was suggested that Ted Vallieres bring this up at the next Selectmen's meeting scheduled for Thursday, July 23, 2015.  It was suggested that the Transfer Station usually provides these for town events.  
Tent Setup - Saturday evening:
It was noted that the Committee needs help in setting up the two large Recreation Committee tents on Saturday evening, August 8th.  Suggestions were made as follows:  Tom Cusano, Larry Comeau, and Ted Vallieres.  It was noted that chairs should be put out on Sunday morning.  Ted Vallieres will contact Tom Cusano.
Tables:
It was noted we will need between 6-10 tables for the event.  
Hay Bales for seating:
Jeff Crosby has agreed to provide hay bales from the Highway Department.  Will need planks to go on top for seating, etc.  
Podium and Sound System:
It was reported the Fred Mullen had a sound system and podium which will work for our needs.  He will bring it on Sunday morning during setup. 
Workers for 250th Items and Refreshments: 
It was suggested that all members try to recruit help for dispersing lemonade, cup cakes and ice cream.   It was also noted that we need to arrange for some type of cooler for the ice cream.  
It was decided at this time not to schedule another meeting unless an emergency comes up.
