The regular monthly  meeting of the 250th Anniversary Committee was held at the above time, date and place.  The following members were present:

Ted Vallieres, Chairman, opened the meeting at 6:00 p.m.
 MOTION:
Approval of previous meeting minutes – July 14, 2015:
Ted Vallieres made a motion that the minutes from the previous meeting of July 14, 2015 be approved as written.  Fred Mullen seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously. 

Treasurer's Report:
Line Comeau, Treasurer, reported that she had done a summary of revenues and expenditures and according to her estimates after paying outstanding invoices, there would be approximately $1,611 left in the 250th account.  

At this point in the meeting, Diane Mullen suggested that the 250th Committee give a donation to the Dunbarton Telephone Company in the amount of $100 for their help in putting up the flags.  She made the following motion:

MOTION:
Diane Mullen made a motion that the Dunbarton 250th Committee give a donate of $100 to the Dunbarton Telephone Company for their help in putting up the 250th flags and American flags.  Alison Vallieres seconded the motion.  

Discussion:  
Line Comeau stated she would not agree with giving $100 to the Dunbarton Telephone Company.  
Fred Mullen noted that it is the gesture that counts.  If they do not want or need the money, they can return it.   It was noted that the Fire Department also helped in putting up the banners on the Town Hall.   After considerable discussion, Fred Mullen amended the above motion to change to the motion to read as follows: 

	Amendment:
	"The 250th Committee will donate a Town Flag to both the Dunbarton Telephone Company 	and the Fire Department for their help in putting up the flags and banners on the Town Hall 	along with a letter of thank you to both. " 

	The motion as amended above was passed unanimously.  

	Ted Vallieres, Chairman, will deliver the flags along with a thank you letter to both the 	Dunbarton Telephone Company and the Fire  Department.

American Flags for Children:

It was noted at the last meeting, the 250th Committee agreed at the July meeting to purchase 100 American Flags to pass out to children at the 250th Parade.    Ted Vallieres stated that his wholesaler no longer carried American Flags after the 4th of July so he was unable to get them.  Line Comeau stated she had checked prices and found flags at Ace Hardware @ .79 each.  She felt this was too expensive for the Committee to purchase at this time.    

	The 250th Committee reached a consensus that we had agreed to purchase these flags and 
	the Committee should go ahead and order 100 flags @ .79 each from Ace Hardware. 

Town Flag in Parade: 

At this point in the meeting, Fred Mullen noted that the Dunbarton Town Flag should be a part of the 
Dunbarton 250th Parade.  It had been suggested that it be put on a pole with two Boy Scouts  or other children holding  it so people can see it in the Parade.  Line Comeau stated she would contact Michael Poirier who is a Boy Scout to see if he can get two Boy Scouts in uniform to carry the Town Flag in the Parade.  

250th Event - Pumpkin Festival:
Alison Vallieres stated she had recently spoken with Wendy Dailey regarding the upcoming Pumpkin Festival on the Common.  They are not quite yet in the planning stages due to Old Home Day, Hopkinton Fair and the 250th Parade.   
There is a possibility of having a costume contest along with other games, etc.  The 250th 
Committee will donate hot chocolate and/or lemonade for this event.  In addition, they will donate remaining prizes left over from the Lawn Party/Band Concert.  After discussion,  the following motion was made regarding funding for this event:

MOTION:
Alison Vallieres made a motion that the 250th Committee fund the Pumpkin Festival in the amount of $200 along with children's 250th T-shirts for prizes.  Diane Mullen seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously. 

Dunbarton Students Reunion - Sunday, September 13, 2015 at the Community Center:
Ted Vallieres brought up the subject of a Dunbarton Students Reunion which has just recently been started.  It started very small with a couple of tables with past students of Dunbarton schools and has become quite a large event.  The event is scheduled for Sunday, September 13, 2015 at the Community Center.   It is part of the 250th Celebration.  The Dunbarton Reunion Committee is asking the 250th Committee for funds to supplement what they have planned.  They have already paid for their own postage through the Committee members donations.  They are requesting $125 to pay for a Commemorative Button and money for refreshments.  

After discussion, it was decided that an amount of money for refreshments would be helpful. 

The following motion was made: 

MOTION:
Line Comeau made a motion that the 250th Committee sponsor the payment of the Commemorative Buttons for $125 and $100 towards refreshments for the Dunbarton School Reunion.    Diane Mullen seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.  

Staffing of 250th Booth at Old Home Day:
Ted Vallieres asked for volunteers for staffing of the 250th Booth at Old Home Day on the Common for Saturday.  It was noted that we would not be having a booth on Sunday.  He stated the Dunbarton Historical Society will provide a canopy tent for this event.  The members volunteered as follows:
