Approval of Previous Meeting Minutes – November 18, 2014

MOTION:

Diane Mullen made a motion to accept the minutes of the Tuesday, November 18, 2014 meeting as written.  Gary Attalla seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously. 

FLAGS: 

Diane Mullen reported that the flags have been ordered.  

TREASURY BALANCE: 

Ted Vallieres, Chairman, reported that according to the latest bank statement, the balance is around $9,800.  This does not take into consideration the cost of the flag order nor the revenue made at Election Day.  Will be putting in a T-shirt order in the near future.  
MOSAIC TILE FOR SCHOOL ENTRYWAY:

Ted Vallieres stated he felt that the best place for the Tile would be in the archway as you enter the Community Center.  At this previous meeting, the 250th Committee voted to have the tile of the 250th Commemorative Flag design.  The Artist will be the same artist who did the other tiles which are around the doorway of the Community Center.   Estimated cost would be around $500.  

Colleen Madden will work on this along with Nancy Attalla and Colleen will attend the School Board Meeting on Wednesday, December 3, 2014.

Diane Mullen presented a picture of the Caleb Stark Statute which she suggested could be used as a watermark on either the front or back of the calendar.  
Gary Attalla mentioned the possibility of getting a sponsor or sponsors to help defray the cost of the calendar.  Due to the fact that time is of the essence, the 250th Committee agreed to start the printing process now so that would have the calendars at least by the first of  the 2015 year with the following motion:

Due to the fact that the Recreation Committee has notified us that they will only be responsible for the Easter Egg Hunt, it was suggested that Wendy Dailey, 4-H leader should be contacted to work with Eric Hodgman for the Pumpkin Halloween Festival.  

Colleen Madden stated that with regard to the Art Writing Contest, she would suggest changing the name to Art Writing Exhibit instead of contest.  

At this point in the meeting, Alison Vallieres suggested that if we are looking for sponsors we should try to get them for the booklet for the 250th which would be similar to the one done in 1965 for the 200th Celebration.  She would suggest that everyone bring something they feel could be used in a Commemorative Booklet for the 250th for the next meeting.  We could look for sponsors for this booklet instead of slowing down the process for the printing of the calendar.
