Gary Attalla, Acting Chairman, opened the meeting at 6:00 p.m.  

Approval of Previous Meeting Minutes - August 19, 2014
Gary Attalla read the minutes to the Committee due to the fact that the internet was down and they could not be printed at this time. 

MOTION:

Fred Mullen made a motion to accept the minutes as amended as follows: 

Change the date of the Fire and Police Night Out Event from  August 15, 2014 to August 15,  2015.  Line Comeau seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.

It was noted that we have considerable inventory to sell i.e. T-shirts, sun-catchers,  mugs 
and coins.    The T-shirt inventory is getting low.  

It was suggested that the Marqee sign be used for advertising of the Commemorative Items. 

Gary Attalla will place another order for T-shirts as the supply is getting low.  


Line Comeau and Alison Vallieres will do an inventory of remaining T-shirts so we can 
replenish what we have already sold.  Next event  to sell items will be Election Day in 
November 2014.


MOTION: 


Alison Vallieres made a motion that the 250th Committee give Gary Attalla the go-ahead to 
order more T-shirts in order to build the inventory back up to the original numbers.   Diane 
Mullen seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.  

At this point in the meeting, Nancy Attalla showed the Committee the Toddler T-shirts in 
Safety Green.  The Committee was pleased with the Toddler T-shirts.  
Town Flag: 
Diane Mullen presented paper samples of two shades of blue with the Coin in the middle.  It was noted that the stars around the coin were in varying patterns.  After discussion, Fred Mullen made the suggestion that the nine stars be evenly distributed around the coin instead of five on top and four on the bottom, etc.     The entire Committee reached a consensus that this be the case.  

The entire Committee  also agreed that the color of the flag should be the darker blue.  

After discussion, the Committee agreed to go ahead and order 6 of the 3' x 5' flags for Town Buildings, etc.   Will order smaller flags at a later date.  Will also include ordering children's flags at this time.  
MOTION:

Alison Vallieres made a motion that the 250th Committee go ahead with the purchase of 6 - 3' x 5' flags for Town Buildings, etc.  Fred Mullen stated he would like to amend the motion to make sure the stars were arranged evenly around the circle. 

Nancy Attalla seconded the amended motion.  The motion passed unanimously with no objections.

Don Larsen suggested looking into getting a Banner to put at the Elementary School and/or the side of Town Buildings announcing the 250th Celebration with dates.  Cost would be approximately $40 for a 4' x 10' banner.  
Old Home Day Committee:
Members of the Old Home Day Committee which were present noted they were considering starting the parade earlier in the morning such as 9:00 a.m.  Stated the purpose of this would be to get the Parade over and get people on the Common. 

The 250th Committee noted they would like to have the Parade start at 10:00 - 10:30 a.m.  Noted we are paying considerable money to have a Scottish Highland Band in the Parade and would like to have a large amount of spectators for this event.   It was reported that the 225th  Parade started at 10:00 a.m. at Burnham Lane.  

Fred Mullen also noted there was a possibility of getting Billy Jordan who is a Drum Major from Dumbarton Scotland to lead the Scottish Band.  This would be possible because he will be in the United States for the Highland Games during this time period.  

EVENTS:
Gary Attalla reported that so far we have the Fishing Derby in May, the Firemen's Chicken Barbecue in June, and possibly an enactment for the dedication of the flag in August, and September would be the main event weekend.  
At this point, Don Larsen stated that the Transition Committee was planning on having an Energy Fair on Saturday, April 18 on the Town Common from 10 - 4:00 p.m.
The subject of having one event per month was discussed.  It was the Committee's opinion that if we did one event a month, it would be too much.  We don't have the volunteers and people would become "burnt out".   

Fred Mullen stated he had been asked by Tamara Bowne to express her opinion about the events for the year 2015.  She was of the opinion that it would be much better to do one weekend in the month of September in conjunction with Old Home Day than to try to do a whole lot of smaller events throughout the year.  

Sandra White stated that the Town of Goffstown, in planning the 250th Celebration, had Committee members assign volunteers to help with specific events.  Dunbarton has a much smaller Committee.  Goffstown did a Saturday and Sunday weekend 250th Celebration and had a Birthday Cake to finish the Celebration up.  

Advertising: 
It was suggested that we advertise in the New Hampshire Magazine,  Hippo Paper, NH 365th, etc.  

Should also send postcards out letting people know about the event.  

The Committee needs to decide what we are doing on the second day of the weekend.  

Suggestions were to have a traditional Picnic on the Common with a Band Concert.   

Calendar:
Nancy Attalla presented a one page calendar sample on which we could list all 250th Events on the back with the dates highlighted on the front.  This would be a fairly simple item to produce instead of a larger calendar with separate monthly pages.  People could put it on their refrigerator, etc. for easy access.  

Line Comeau will work with Nancy and Gary Attalla in getting specific dates for a rough markup for the next meeting for the Committee's review.

Other Events:

Colleen Madden reported that the Library was planning on having an Art/Essay Contest for children and adults.  Will include all children in Town, including home schooled children.  The Library will make a commemorative book to be sold from the art and essays submitted.  

Fireworks:
Tom Cusano reported that if we are having fireworks, which we are, we should get the permit to cover two nights in the event of rain.  

Next Meeting: 

The Committee agreed that the next meeting would be held on Tuesday, October 28, 2014 at 6:00 p.m. at the Town Offices.
