Ted Vallieres,  Chairman, opened the meeting at 6:00 p.m.  

Approval of Previous Meeting Minutes – October 28, 2014

MOTION:

Gary Attalla made a motion to accept the minutes as written.  Diane Mullen seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously. 

NEW  BUSINESS:  

FLAG ORDER:

Diane Mullen presented a sample picture of the Commemorative Flag with the words "250th Celebration Limited Edition" printed on the left side where the flag gromments appear.

After considerable discussion, the following motion was made: 

MOTION:

Gary Attalla made a motion that the Committee change the Commemorative Flag by adding the words:   "250th Celebration Limited Edition" on the left side of the flag.  Alison Vallieres seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.  
MOSAIC FOR SCHOOL ENTRY WAY:
Nancy Attalla bought up the possibility of the 250th Committee approving the purchase of a Mosaic plaque similar to the ones that are already surrounding the doorway of the Elementary School. 

The image would be the flag emblem and done in glass by the same glass artist who did the others at the school.

Nancy Attalla  would need to get the Committee's approval to expend the money ($475.00) before going to request permission from the School and School Board.  It is unknown at this time whether or not the school would approve. 
Alison Vallieres stated this would probably be the most permanent item from the 250th Celebration and it would be nice to have it at the school. 

After discussion, the following motion was made: 

MOTION:

Alison Vallieres made a motion that the 250th Committee authorize the expenditure of $475 for a Mosaic plaque to go in the school entry way.  The motion was seconded by Gary Attalla.  The motion passed unanimously.  
Nancy Attalla will contact the School and/or School Board regarding the plaque. 

Scottish Band:
George Maskiel noted he had attended the Warner Fall Festival Parade this year.  The Scottish Band was there, specifically the one that we are hiring for the Parade.  He stated that they marched in the Parade at Warner and it was a short time.  They immediately turned around and walked back through the Parade not even stopping to give a demonstration, etc.  Asked what the price was.  It was noted that the 250th Committee will be paying between $3,000 and $3,500.  

He suggested that the Committee find out more about the Scottish Band that we are hiring and what the expectations are for the Parade, etc. 
Calendar:
Gary Attalla passed out a draft calendar he had worked on for the Committee to review.  He stated he would like to get the events that are committed on the calendar as we don't have a lot of time to get the calendar out.  

He noted that Sir Speedy in Manchester had quoted a price for 2000 calendars 7" x  8 1/2" for $800.  They will be colored with a hole drilled for hanging.   The following suggestions were made: 


1.  State Prison - It was noted that last time Gary talked with them, their colored printer was 


down.


2.  Town and Country Printers, Concord, NH was suggested because they do the Dunbarton 


Town Report.  


3.  Gary suggested that we could possibly get sponsors for the calendar thus cutting the cost 


back a little.  The sponsors names would be printed on the bottom as sponsors. 


4.  Discussion about pictures which would be put on the calendar and the configuration.
