The Dunbarton Board of Selectmen held the scheduled meeting of the Dunbarton Board of Selectmen to set the Tax Rate for 2014 at the above time, date and place with Ted Vallieres, Chairman, presiding.

Ted Vallieres, Chairman, opened the meeting at 4:00 p.m. with a full Board present along with Line Comeau, Town Administrator, and Alison Vallieres, Recording Secretary.  The purpose of this meeting was to set the Tax Rate.  Line Comeau, Town Administrator, presented several options using $89,930 and $100,000 unassigned fund balance to reduce the Tax Rate.  (attached)  

Discussion: 

Several options were discussed with regard to the amount to be set aside to reduce the Tax Rate as follows: 

	1.  DRA figures showed setting zero from unassigned fund balance towards setting the Tax Rate at 	$21.467 and $4.143 for the Town's portion.

	2.  Setting aside $89,930 from unassigned fund balance towards setting the Tax Rate at $21.179 and 	$3.855 for the Town's portion. 

	3.  Setting aside $100,000 from unassigned fund balance towards setting the Tax Rate at $21.146 and 	$3.822 which would be a flat rate for the Town's portion. 

	4.  Setting aside $130,000 from unassigned fund balance towards setting the Tax Rate at pretty much 	the same as this year.  This way the Town would be making up the difference in the increased Tax 	Rate for both the School and the County.

Department of Revenue Administration is recommending setting aside $394,000 which is 5%.  It was noted the Board of Selectmen control what they set aside.  

The Board of Selectmen discussed Warrant Articles for the year 2015 and it was noted that Warrant Articles should all come from tax dollars and not from Surplus as they have in the past.  

After discussion, the following motion was made: 

MOTION: 

Brian Pike made a motion that the Dunbarton Board of Selectmen put $100,000 of unassigned fund balance to reduce the Tax Rate.  Ted Vallieres seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.  

There being no further business, the meeting adjourned with the following motion:
