Ted Vallieres, Chairman, called the regular meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.  following the Non-Public Executive Session at 6:30 p.m. with a full Board of Selectmen present along with Line Comeau, Town Administrator, and Alison Vallieres, Recording Secretary. 

Approval of Previous Meeting Minutes - Thursday, May 15, 2014: 
MOTION:

Travis James made a motion that the Dunbarton Board of Selectmen approve the minutes of the previous meeting of Thursday, May 15, 2014 as written.  Brian Pike seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.  
DEB URELLA, WELFARE DIRECTOR:  


At this point in the meeting, Ted Vallieres, Chairman, stated that reasons for Non-Public Executive 
Sessions in accordance with the RSA were very specific and limited.  He stated he did not feel that a 
Non-Public Executive Session was necessary for the Welfare discussion which Brian Pike, Selectman, 
had requested.  He was only asking how the Welfare process works.  What happens if a person needs 
help?  How do they get in touch with the Welfare Director? 


Brian Pike stated he was asking this because he received a call from someone looking for assistance 
and they had been unable to get in touch with the Welfare Director.  


Based on this information, Deb Urella, Welfare Director, explained the process as follows: 


1.  People are instructed to call the telephone number at the Town Office and leave a message. 


2.  She retrieves her messages from the Town Office telephone between 6:00 - 8:00 am each day.

3.  Stated she has taken care of 33 individuals in Dunbarton between January and May 21, 2014 at a 
cost of over $4,000 with no expense to the Town of Dunbarton.  


Ted Vallieres stated he realizes that she does a tremendous job with saving the Town of Dunbarton 
money by working with the Salvation Army.  

CIP:


Brian Pike, Selectmen's Representative on the Planning Board, reported that the Planning Board 
had reached a consensus at their meeting on Wednesday, May 21, 2014 to re-establish the CIP.  


Their only request at this point was who would be the Selectmen's Representative on the CIP.


The Planning Board discussed the process at their meeting and noted that Stephanie Alexander, 
Central New Hampshire Regional Planning Commission, was the consultant who worked on this in 
conjunction with the Building Department in the past.  There is $2,850 in the Planning Board 2014 
budget for this service.  


It was noted that Department Heads also serve on this Committee, i.e. Highway Department, Fire 
Department, Police Department, Transfer Station, etc.    


The CIP is an important tool for budget planning, etc.  


Board Discussion:

Ted Vallieres stated he would like to serve on the CIP as Selectmen's Representative.  


MOTION: 


Brian Pike made a motion that Ted Vallieres be the Selectmen's Representative on the CIP for the 
2014 year.  Travis James seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.  
REVIEW AND DISCUSS FIRE DEPARTMENT RENOVATION BID:


Ted Vallieres, Chairman, brought up the Fire Department Renovation Bid and read a memo from 
Kyle Parker, Building Inspector, as follows: 

1.  The framing cannot be 2" x 4".  


Response:  The Fire Department is trying to create office space inside the existing building.  There 
are no exterior walls being built.  2" x 4" interior walls are allowed per the Code.   These walls are 
not load bearing walls.  


2.  Cannot use R13 insulation.


The outer walls already have insulation in them.  We don't know what is there until we open the 
walls.  
Will add to the insulation.  The building is already "wrapped".  The Code is R-21.  Between 
what is 
there now and R-13, will cover the Code.  


3.  Volunteers are not allowed. 


The volunteers we are using for plumbing and heating are licensed professional plumbers.  


It was noted that volunteers are covered by Town insurance.  The Town has done many projects with 
volunteers including the Community Center, the Fire Department, the Transfer Station Building.  
There has never been a problem.   This Town has worked with volunteers on numerous projects.  


4.  The plan should go through the Fire Marshall's Office. 


Jon Wiggin stated he has checked and the State Fire Marshall's Office approval is not required.   It is 
only required if State money is involved.   There is no State money involved in this project.  

All these issues will be addressed in the mandatory "Walk Through".  


Ted Vallieres stated that he wished that Kyle Parker, Building Inspector, had contacted Jon Wiggin 
or him prior to sending the memo regarding these items.  


Brian Pike stated he understands the need for the renovation but don't agree to sending the Bid out 
to the public the 
way it presently is.   


Travis James asked if there was any asbestos in the building.  


Jon Wiggin stated the only possible asbestos would be in the floor tile and we are not taking the tile 
up.  It will be completely encapsulated.  


Tim Terragni stated he had some questions as follows:  


1.  Are the permitting fees going to be waived because it is a Town building?


It was noted that the Town does not pay any permitting fees. 


2.  The cement pad size is 9' wide.  Need to know exact measurements of pad.


3.  Haven't seen the inside.


4.  Exterior finish, is it metal or wood casing.  


Noted that the windows are not exterior windows.


5.  Are there kick plates on the doors.  There are three doors. 


6.  Would suggest having lever handles to open doors, etc. 


7.  Re the existing slab, would you be breaking up the concrete.  Would need concrete saw to do the 
demo.  What about the digging it down and putting stone.  

8.  Storage on top. 


It was noted that once it was decided that the first floor had to be 10' high, it eliminated the storage 
area on top.  


Noted that no one is going to bid unless they have gone on the "Walk Through". 

Comments: 


Jon Wiggin stated this is a complete encapsulation of the building.  The beam will have to be 
certified 
by an Engineer.  The contractor will provide the Engineer. 


Robert Martel  stated when you go out for bids and have a "walk through",  you have to have 
specifications on what they are bidding on.  The bid specs should identify what the specs are so they 
are interested in coming through the "walk through".  


Dave Stilson stated that you are making this a bureacratic mess and you are going to end up getting 
very large bids.  He did the estimate for the work to be done based on a walk through with the Fire 
Chief and Ted Vallieres.  He prepared the specifications accordingly.  He did this because a number 
was needed for the Warrant Article to be voted on at Town Meeting.    In addition, he is a resident of 
this Town.  As far as the bid proposal is concerned, can show you one that is for a 20,000 square foot 
commercial building which is very similar to this bid proposal.  

Brian Pike stated he did not have confidence in the Bid Proposal the way it is. 


After discussion, it was decided that Brian Pike would do a proposal for the Fire Station Renovations 
and bring it back to the Board of Selectmen for next week's meeting.   
OTHER BUSINESS:

Line Comeau, Town Administrator, brought up the following items for discussion and/or action: 


Town Office - Electrical Panel:


Reported that Ernie Gagnon, electrician, had recently wired the new air conditioner.  He wanted the 


Town to know that they are running out of space in the electrical panel.  They should consider 
adding an additional panel.    He would be willing to come to a Board of Selectmen's meeting to 
discuss options and prices.  


Efficiency  Committee: 

Have two other residents who are interested in being on the Efficiency Committee:

Brian Pike will call both and determine their interest, etc.  


Right to Know Requests:

Have received two Right to Know requests for copies of the recorded minutes.  Pursuant to the RSA 
33-A-3-a. LXXX provides that tape recordings must be kept until the minutes are approved, and 
then the tapes may be reused or disposed of.  


Due to the fact that we still have the tapes for the requested minutes, will supply them for the 
requests.    Tapes will be erased one week after minutes are approved.  


The Board of Selectmen agreed  that we establish a policy in accordance with the RSA regarding 
recorded minutes.  


Ted Vallieres stated that we wanted the minutes recorded in the event that there was a disagreement 
about what was said, etc., we would have the recording.  No need to keep recordings after the 
minutes have been approved.  


Tax Warrant:

Tax Warrant has been prepared.  Tax bills will be going out.  All figures agreed.
