Ted Vallieres, Chairman, called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. with a full Board of Selectmen present along with Line Comeau, Town Administrator, and Recording Secretary Alison Vallieres.

At this point, Brian Pike, Selectman, stated that the Efficiency Committee is looking at the 
operations of the town in the hopes of finding ways of saving money.  They would like to visit with the 
Library Trustees at some point.  Presently, MRI is doing a free review of the financials of the Town.  
Once that is complete, they will be starting to review departments.    Will schedule a time and date 
when the Committee can meet with the Library Trustees.

At this point in the meeting, Line Comeau, Town Administrator, brought up the following items for 
discussion and/or action by the Board of Selectmen:

2.  Draft Form MS-4 - Auditors have asked for the Board of Selectmen to review and make 
comments.  Auditors will be conducting an exit  conference with the Board of Selectmen.  They would 
like to proceed and make their presentation.  They usually do this at the end of August. 


3.  Have received a packet from TAMCO.  They have agreed to pay the Town of Dunbarton $34,600 
for the defective Town Hall Roof if the Town signs a release from idemnification.  


Travis James suggested  we wait to see what happens with the Town Hall Restoration Committee.  
He stated that the roof needs venting and because there is no room, mini dormers will have to be put 
up.  

It was noted that Ralph Felbaum had gone up on the roof and made sure the areas damaged were 
dry and water tight.  


The Board of Selectmen agreed to sign the release and when the check in the amount of $34,600 is 
received, it be put into a special non-lapsing account in the event we do not fix the roof this year. 


Line Comeau, Town Administrator, will look into how we can be assured that the money will not 
lapse to the General Fund, at the end of the year,  etc.  

3.  Received a letter from DOT noting they will be paving Mansion Road, Stark Lane and a portion 
of Winslow Road during the coming season.  Will contact Jeff Crosby, Road Agent.  


4.  CIP - Ken Swayze, Planning Board Chairman, has worked with Central New Hampshire Regional 
Planning Commission and has been able to obtain grant money for updating the CIP.  The Town will 
only pay a portion of the cost of the CIP update.  Part of the agreement with Central Regional 
Planning is that the Town of Dunbarton provide a staff member as a coordinator to work with 
Stephanie Alexander.  


It was noted that the motion that was made last November was out-dated because of a change in 
suggested members of the CIP.  It was suggested that the Dunbarton Planning Board make another 
motion to revise the CIP at their next meeting.

Line Comeau, Town Administrator, stated she would like to recommend Kelly Dearborn-Luce to be 
the Staff Coordinator for the CIP to work with Stephanie Alexander.  


MOTION:  


Ted Vallieres made a motion that the Dunbarton Board of Selectmen make Kelly Dearborn-Luce the 
Staff Coordinator of the CIP to work with Stephanie Alexander of Central New Hampshire Regional 
Planning Commission.  Travis James seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously. 


5.  Line Comeau, Town Administrator, requested Vacation Time for the period Friday, June 27 - 
July 3, 2014.  


The Board of Selectmen reached a consensus to approve the Vacation Request from Line Comeau, 
Town Administrator.  


6.  Received Letter of Resignation from Kyle Parker, Building Inspector.  Have spoken with Jon 
Wiggin, Assistant Building Inspector, and he is willing to fill in until such time as the Town hires a 
replacement.  


Line Comeau, Town Administrator, stated that she had an Exit Interview with Kyle Parker and 
there is  no animosity.  The reason he was resigning was he was having difficulty with his own 
business and working  the appropriate hours for the Town of Dunbarton.  


At this point, Brian Pike, Selectman, suggested waiting to fill the vacancy until such time as the 


EIOC Committee makes their recommendations.  This would be only fair because we are having the 
Transfer Station wait to fill the Assistant Manager's position.  



Line Comeau noted that Kelly Dearborn-Luce was not interested in doing Building Inspections but    
only Site Inspections.  


The Board of Selectmen reached a consensus to hold off for a few weeks before advertising the 
position due to the EIOC Committee report, etc.  


Line Comeau, Town Administrator, was advised to have Kelly Dearborn-Luce work out a schedule 
for inspections, etc. with Jon Wiggin in the near future.  

7.  Town Business Assessment performed by MRI.  Reported that she had received positive feedback


from the Committee regarding what is already in place with regard to our financials.  They will 
respond back to us within two or three weeks.  


8.  Have received a communication from Sulloway and Hollis regarding the Public Service Appeal.  


Evidently, the parties sat down and could not reach an agreement so a Hearing will be scheduled.  


George Sansoucy has requested that Dunbarton deny Fairpoint's request for abatements.  Waiting to 
have a settlement.  


At this point, Ted Vallieres, Chairman, asked what the status was for the Dunbarton Telephone 
Company case.    This correspondence does not make mention of the Dunbarton Telephone 
Company.    Suggested that Line Comeau check into the Dunbarton Telephone Company appeal.  

9.  Regarding the Giovagnoli case, there has been no decision made to date.  We are awaiting the 
Judge's decision.  


10.  Presented information from Transfer Station re Commercial Disposal Permits and Policies and 
Procedures along with the Fee Schedule.  Board of Selectmen will review and talk about it next week.  


11.  Reported that she had taken a class in Management in March 2014 at the request of the Board of 
Selectmen.  It was necessary for her to purchase a Laptop computer for the class.  Have received her 
transcript and she received an A-.  The Personnel Plan states that in order to get reimbursement of 
up to 50%, the employee should receive at least a C grade.  The total cost for the course including 
the Laptop is $2,012.50 and she is requesting a 50% reimbursement or $1,010.48.


MOTION: 


Brian Pike made a motion that the Dunbarton Board of Selectmen approve the request for 
reimbursement from Line Comeau for education in the amount of $1,010.48.  

At his point in the discussion, Travis James stated he felt the Board of Selectmen should go into a Non-
Public Executive Session to discuss this issue.  


At this point in the meeting, Brian Pike, Selectman, withdrew his motion.  

The Board of Selectmen reached a consensus that they would address this request within a Non-
Public Executive Session this evening.  

OTHER BUSINESS:

Travis James, Selectman, reported the following: 


EIOC Committee:


Travis James stated that he had received a telephone call with a concern that there were not any 
females on the EIOC Committee and they felt it could come up as a personal agenda.  Would suggest 
that we put a female on the Committee.  

Brian Pike noted that it would not be appropriate to take one of the members off the Committee to 
put a new one on.  Possibly would consider putting on an Alternate.  


Town Hall Theatre Restoration Project: 

Town Hall Theatre Restoration Project had their "Walk Through" this evening.  They had five firms 
interested with three letters of interest.  Was a good "Walk Through".  


Dunbarton Congregational Church 225th Anniversary:


Reported that the Dunbarton Congregational Church celebrated their 225th Anniversary this past 
Sunday.  They opened the Time Capsule from 50 years ago.  


Police Department Reports:

Reported that the Police Department has had an increase in arrests, burglaries, theft and vandalism 
over the past month.  The Police Department is already underfunded for what was budgeted.  


Brian Pike, Selectman, reported the following: 


Wood and gravel:


Noted he received a telephone call from a resident regarding gravel and wood from Town road 
projects and where it is being sold, etc.  

Ted Vallieres stated that he knew that the Highway Department tries to get rid of these materials as 
close to the job site as possible.  In the past, when working on Holmes Road, the soil was taken to 
Noel in the center of Town.  


The Board of Selectmen requested Line Comeau, Town Administrator, to contact Jeff Crosby, Road 
Agent, to come to the Selectmen's Meeting next week.  


Leo Martel asked the following: 


1.  Asked if the Police Chief had any ideas as to why the break -ins were occurring.  Are they vacant 
buildings or what? 


2.  With regard to the Town Hall Roof, he would like to make sure that we put the money aside to 
replace the roof.  


3.  Asked about why the minutes are not on the Website as he requested.  He still can't get them. 


Particularly, the Historic Awareness Committee.  


Linda Landry, Town Clerk, stated she will get a protocol for putting minutes on the Website in the 
near future.  

There being no further business, the Board of Selectmen noted they would be going into a Non-Public Executive Session.
