Ted Vallieres, Chairman, called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. with a full Board of Selectmen present along with Line Comeau, Town Administrator, and Recording Secretary Alison Vallieres. 

Approval of Previous Meeting Minutes - Thursday, June19, 2014: 


MOTION:


Travis James made a motion that the Dunbarton Board of Selectmen approve the minutes of the 
previous meeting of Thursday, June 19, 2014.  Brian Pike seconded the motion with the following 
amendments to the minutes:
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1.  Item 2.  Draft Form MS-4 Auditors  - Take out the extra space between the words "exit conference".

2.  Item 3.  Second sentence -  Spelling correction to read  "indemnification."

3.  First paragraph under Item 3. - Starting with Travis James suggested we....  take out the extra space 
between the words "suggested we".


4.  Third paragraph under Item 3. - Add the word "that"   after "in the amount of $34,600 is received" 


so it reads as follows:  



"The Board of Selectmen agreed to sign the release and when the check in the amount of 


$34,600 is received, that it be put into a special non-lapsing account in the event we do not fix 


the roof this year. " 


5.  Item 4.  last sentence  - add "s" to provide so the sentence reads as follows:  "Part of the agreement 


with Central Regional Planning is that the Town of Dunbarton provides a staff member as a 


coordinator to work with Stephanie Alexander."


6.  Item 6. Second paragraph - First sentence, take out extra space between the words "is no".

7.  Item 6, Second paragraph - Second sentence, take out extra space between the words "working the".

At this point in the meeting, Alison Vallieres, Recording Secretary, stated that because she has a 
lower version of Word than what the Selectmen/Town Office has, it creates formatting issues i.e. 
putting in extra spaces between words, etc.  

LINDA LANDRY, TOWN CLERK: 


At this point in the meeting, Linda Landry, Town Clerk, stated she would like to introduce her new 
Deputy Town Clerk Jo-Marie Denoncourt to the Board of Selectmen.    The Board of Selectmen 
welcomed Jo-Marie Denoncourt, Deputy Town Clerk.    

MARGARET WATKINS, LCIP APPLICATION GRANT, TOWN HALL THEATRE RESTORATION COMMITTEE: 


Margaret Watkins, Town Hall Theatre Restoration Committee, appeared before the Board of 
Selectmen requesting the Board of Selectmen's approval/signature on the application for the LCHIP 
Grant as owner of the building.  
Margaret stated she had forwarded a final copy to the Board of 
Selectmen prior to this meeting for their review.   She noted she had heard no comments from any 
of the Selectmen so she would assume they are in agreement.   

There was a discussion between Brian Pike, Selectman, and Margaret Watkins regarding the amount of money which could be received from LCHIP.  Margaret Watkins stated that we can always go back to LCHIP if they have additional monies.  


Ted Vallieres, Chairman, signed the LCHIP Grant Request on behalf of the Town of Dunbarton.  


Travis James, Selectman, thanked Margaret Watkins for all her hard work with regard to the 
LCHIP Grant request.
CLEM MADDEN, TOWN HALL THEATRE RESTORATION COMMITTEE:
At this point in the meeting, Clem Madden stated that he had also wanted to be on the Agenda this evening.  Based on this information, the Board of Selectmen met with Clem Madden. 


Clem Madden stated that they had added an additional note to the CM RFP Section V Proposal 
Specifications on page 4 as follows: 


9.  A minimum of three projects of similar size and scope.  


(The intent of this item is to try to give the Committee insight into whether the CM has enough 
commercial experience versus being more residential. )


MOTION: 


Travis James made a motion that the Dunbarton Board of Selectmen accept the Construction 
Management RFP as presented with the addition of item 9 as noted above.  Brian Pike seconded the 
motion.  The motion passed unanimously. 
JOHN STEVENS, ENERGY COMMITTEE: 


John Stevens, Energy Committee, appeared before the Board of Selectmen on behalf of the 
Transition Committee which is an offshoot of the Energy Committee.  He stated that the Transition 
Committee, as a group, would be willing to work on Old Home Day.  


He noted he realized that the Board of Selectmen would like to re-establish the Old Home Day 
Committee.  He stated the Transition Committee would prefer not to have to be sworn in as members 
of the Old Home Day Committee
if at all possible.  


The Board of Selectmen indicated that this would have to be a Town Committee because there are 
Town funds allocated for Old Home Day.

At this point in the discussion, Travis James, Selectman, stated he would also be willing to serve on 
the Old Home Day Committee.  


1.  Noted that they would need to recruit more groups to be involved in Old Home Day.  Need to 
know what/who they would like to have for vendors, etc. for Old Home Day.  

2.  It was noted that the Old Home Day has a $3,500 budget along with $4,500 for Fireworks.  

3.  John Stevens has been reviewing the Old Home Day Recreation Committee Blue Binder.  Committee needs additional ideas for Old Home Day.  

Board of Selectmen reached a consensus that the Fireworks RFP as presented by the Town Administrator was okay to be put on the website, etc.  

DEPARTMENTS: 


Line Comeau, Town Administrator, brought up the following items for discussion and/or action by 
the Board of Selectmen: 


1.  MS-4 and Financials - Asked if the Board of Selectmen had reviewed these items.  


Board of Selectmen indicated they were in agreement with the MS-4 and Financials. 


2.  Received resignation letter from Kelly Dearborn-Luce, Building Department, effective July 4, 
2014. 


3.  Next week's payroll should be signed by the Board of Selectmen no later than Wednesday, July 2 
in order for the Town Treasurer to sign on Thursday.  This is due to the July 4 Holiday.  Checks will 
be dated for July 3, 2014.  


4.  Board of Selectmen reviewed the 6 month expenditure and revenue reports and it was noted that 
the Town has 55% of the total budget remaining.  


Travis James stated that he felt due to the fact that Legal expenses were over-expended, the Board of 
Selectmen should put some sort of control on how we expend legal monies for the Board of Selectmen 
and/or Departments.   The following  expenditures were noted as some of the reasons for the high use 
of the legal funds: 

1. Planning and Zoning expenditures increase is due to present lawsuits which are in
 process and the Board of Selectmen has no control over these expenditures. 

2. The Board of Assessors expenditures increase is because of requested abatement 
lawsuits for utilities for which the Town has no control over.  


At this point in the discussion, Line Comeau, Town Administrator, stated that when instances such 
as this occur, we usually allow the appropriate accounts to run in the red in order to get an accurate 
accounting of the expenditures.  As long as the bottom line of the total Town budget does not go over 
the appropriated total amount, it is acceptable.

At this point in the meeting, Travis James made the following motion: 


MOTION: 


Travis James made a motion that Department Heads shall not contact Town Counsel unless the 
subject is a Town Lawsuit without the approval of two Board of Selectmen members.    Brian Pike 
seconded the motion.  


Board Discussion: 

Ted Vallieres stated he would only vote "Yes" on this motion if we can establish the fact that we have 
the authority to restrict a Town Selectman from contacting Town Counsel.  


Travis James noted that the only budget line we can police under Legal is the Board of Selectmen's 
line.  The Board of Selectmen should have a discussion before seeking legal counsel.  The only way 
one Selectmen would be able to contact Town Counsel would be with the approval of a quorum of the 
BOS.  


It was noted that there can't be a stipulation put on a Motion on the floor.  

At this point in the discussion, Travis James withdrew his motion based on the fact that going forward 
the Board of Selectmen would agree to talk with each other before we contact Town Counsel.    

Brian Pike rescinded his second to the motion.   


Line Comeau, Town Administrator, was instructed to send a memorandum to all Departments 
regarding contacting Town Counsel with the exception of existing lawsuits.  In order to contact, 
Town Counsel, there must be a quorum vote of the Board of Selectmen. 

Ted Vallieres requested that the Town Administrator contact Town Counsel to determine if a 
Selectman can be restricted from contacting Town Counsel and/or LGC.    

Jeff Crosby noted he did not feel Department Heads have any reason to be contacting Town Counsel.  

JEFF CROSBY, ROAD AGENT: 


Jeff Crosby, Road Agent, appeared before the Board of Selectmen to discuss a recent inquiry from a 
resident which came to Brian Pike, Selectman, regarding gravel/soils and wood, where they were 
going and how they were being disposed of as a Town.  


Jeff Crosby, Road Agent, stated that typically the Town of Dunbarton has no left over gravel.  We 
don't dispose of excess gravel.    If there is any gravel left over, we use it on another job.  We do not 
sell any materials.   We don't take materials to people's houses and sell it.  


Jeff Crosby stated that when we are digging on the shoulders of roads, we try to dispose of these 
materials as close to the job site as possible.  There are a few residents who are willing to take fill 
which consists of tar, broken bottles, poison ivy and trash.  Presently doing a project on Grapevine 
Road.  Have delivered fill to Ken Swayze, Chuck Morris and Noel in the center of town.

JON WIGGIN, FIRE CHIEF: 


Jon Wiggin, Fire Chief, appeared before the Board of Selectmen and asked the following: 


1.  What is the status of the RFP for the Fire Department renovation project?  Stated that 


     contractors are calling asking for information.  


   Brian Pike stated he will bring a draft of the RFP to the next Selectmen's Meeting to be held on

  
  Thursday, July 10, 2014.  


2.  What is the Board of Selectmen planning on doing regarding the two vacancies in the Building 
Department.  Stated there are 9 new house permits and there is no one in the Building Department 
after July 4, 2014.  


Travis James stated he had contacted Kyle Parker, former Building Inspector, via telephone and he 
is willing to help out when needed in this instance.  


Board Discussion:


It was suggested that MRI be contacted regarding temporary help for the Building Department.  

MOTION: 


Brian Pike made a motion that the Dunbarton Board of Selectmen contacts MRI regarding obtaining 
temporary help to cover the Building Department until such time as the positions are filled.  Ted 
Vallieres seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.  
PATRICK BOWNE, TRANSFER STATION MANAGER: 


Patrick Bowne, Transfer Station Manager, appeared before the Board of Selectmen and reported the 
following with regard to the Transfer Station:

Florescent Bulbs: 


1.  Reported that the florescent bulbs had come back.  This time the total cost of disposal by the 
Town would be $224.00.  There were 24 cases of these bulbs.  


2.  Noted this was a Contractor who lives in Town and the bulbs were from a construction site in 
Manchester.  Based on this information, Patrick Bowne stated he did not accept the bulbs for 
disposal.  The Contractor did not argue, etc.  


3.  Would strongly suggest that the Board of Selectmen institute a policy to cover these type of 
disposals, etc.   Presently, we do not list florescent bulbs on our Disposal Policy.  


Recommendation:

The Board of Selectmen requested that Patrick Bowne, Transfer Station Manager, work with Line Comeau, Town Administrator, to come up with a draft of a Policy regarding disposal of bulbs, etc. and  bring it back to the Board of Selectmen as soon as possible for review at the Thursday, July 24, 2014 Board of Selectmen's Meeting.   The Board of Selectmen are looking for solutions.  

Baler Issues: 

Reported that the Transfer Station is having baler issues.  Have had the electrician come in and do a 
temporary fix and order the appropriate parts.  


Town Truck:


Reported that the Transfer Station Town truck is down due to a broken door latch.  Have ordered 
replacement parts.  Will be running next week. 

There bring no further business, Ted Vallieres, Chairman, stated that the Board of Selectmen would be going into a Non-Public Executive Session in accordance with RSA 91-A:3 II (c) to discuss a personnel issue.  


MOTION:  


Ted Vallieres made a motion that the Dunbarton Board of Selectmen go into a Non-Public Executive 
Session in accordance with RSA 91-A:3 II (c) at 8:10 p.m. to discuss a personnel issue.  Brian Pike 
seconded the motion.
