Ted Vallieres, Chairman, called the meeting to order at 6:40 p.m. with a full Board present along with Line Comeau, Town Administrator and Recording Secretary Alison Vallieres. 

Approval of Minutes of Previous Regular Meeting - Thursday,  December 18,  2014

Brian Pike  made a motion to approve the minutes of the Thursday, December 18, 2014  Board of Selectmen's regular meeting as written.  Ron Wanner seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously. 

Approval of Minutes of Previous  Non-Public Meeting - Thursday, December 18, 2014

Brian Pike made a motion to approve the minutes of the Thursday Non-Public Meeting on Thursday, December 18, 2014.  Ron Wanner seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously
Acceptance and Signing of Contract with Bow Recycling for MSW & C&D:
After review of Town Counsel's comments, the following motion was made: 

MOTION: 

Brian Pike made a motion that the Dunbarton Board of Selectmen accept the contract with Bow Recycling for MSW & C&D and sign it.  Ron Wanner seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.  

Board of Selectmen all signed the contract.  

Resignation Letter from Ron Wanner Selectman: 
Ted Vallieres read a letter of Resignation from Ron Wanner, Selectman, resigning as Selectman for health reasons. 

The following motion was made:

Brian Pike made a motion that the Dunbarton Board of Selectmen accept the resignation of Ron Wanner with deep regret and appreciation for the time he has spent in  the position of Selectman.  Ted Vallieres seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously. 
Appointment and Swearing in of New Selectman: 
At this point in the meeting, Ted Vallieres, Chairman, stated he would like to appoint Tom Groleau as Selectman for a term ending in March 2015.    The following motion was made: 

MOTION: 

Brian Pike made a motion to appoint Tom Groleau as Selectman for a term ending in March 2015.  Ted Vallieres seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously. 
The Deputy Town Clerk swore in Tom Groleau as Selectman for a term ending in March 2015.  

At this point in the meeting, Tom Groleau joined the Selectmen at the Selectmen's table. 

Ted Vallieres, Chairman, stated that he had spoken with Tom Groleau regarding the budget process and reviewed the budgets of the Departments the Board of Selectmen have reviewed.  

Tom Groleau noted  he had been making notes to himself regarding questions he had with regard to the budget as follows:  

With regard to communication between the Board of Selectmen members, it was pointed out that the Board of Selectmen did not converse back and forth via e-mail due to the fact that it could be considered a meeting and would be in violation of the Right to Know law, etc.  

1.  Question regarding the Library budget:  Why do they have a budget line for $700 for  building maintenance if the Town is responsible for maintenance of the building? 

Line Comeau, Town Administrator, will check with the Library Trustees re this question. 

2.  Question regarding the Library budget:  They have a budget line for Professional Fees.  What is this used for? 

Line Comeau, Town Administrator will check with the Library Trustees re this question. 

3.  Question regarding the Library budget:  Why did the Bookkeeper expense increase from $1,200 to $2,000 a year.  This is considerably over the 1.5% CPI which Town employees will receive.  

It was noted  there is a service agreement in place to cover the Bookkeeper position.  

4.  Question regarding the Police Department budget:

Asked why there is a budget line for Physical Plant - Police within the Police budget?  

Ted Vallieres noted this was for the elevator inspection and any repairs to the police elevator. It was suggested this item should possibly go into Town Government Building account.  

It was noted there is no written agreement between the Library Trustees and the Town of Dunbarton regarding building maintenance.  There should be something in writing.
Patrick Bowne, Transfer Station Manager: 
Patrick Bowne, Transfer Station Manager, appeared before the Board and reported that the hot water heater at the Transfer Station needed to be replaced.  

He was advised to contact an electrician and get estimates from plumbers for a replacement for the hot water heater.  He was also advised to check into the feasibility of having an on-demand hot water heater.  

At this point in the meeting, Ted Vallieres, Chairman, stated he would like to go into a Non-Public Executive Session in accordance with RSA 91-A:3, II (a).

The following motion was made:
